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VETERINER HEKiMLiGi EGiTiIMINDE ViZYONTELE
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Son on yillarda; hayvan varligl, mevcut veteriner hekimlerin istihdam durumlari ve en dnemlisi
mevcut egitim kurumlarinin nitelikleri degerlendirilmeden poplilist ve politik yaklagimlarla agilan
veteriner fakllteleri, veteriner hekim adaylarinin alacaklari egitimi ve diplomalari sorgulanir hale
getirmektedir. Farkli fakilteler tarafindan verilen veteriner hekimligi egitiminde; mifredat, altyapi,
uygulama olanaklari ve deneyimli 6gretim Uyesi bakimindan bir standart bulunmamaktadir. Bu
durum hayvan ve halk sagligi 6zelinde saha veteriner hekimligi hizmetlerinin gelecegini ve meslegin
vizyonunu tartisilir kilmaktadir. Veteriner hekim olabilmek icin gerekli teorik ve uygulamali asgari
egitimi alamayan mezunlarin hasta (hayvan) sahibi memnuniyetinde, hastaya yararlilik ve zarar
vermeme noktalarinda karsilagsacaklari sorunlar da meslek vizyonu agisindan 6nem arz etmektedir.
Konu istihdam kaygilarive mesleki rekabet odakli olarak irdelendiginde de meslektaslar arastiliskilerin
ve verilen hizmetlerin kalitesinin bu durumdan negatif etkilenecegi 6ngorilebilir. Standart bir egitim
ve bu egitime yonelik standart bir degerlendirme sistemi olmadan verilen diplomalarin denkligi de
adalet ilkesi 6zelinde degerlendirmelidir. Bu ¢alisma veteriner hekimligi egitiminin niteliginin ve bu
durumun meslegin gelecegine yansimalarinin mevcut sikintilar 6zelinde degerlendirilmesi amaci ile
gergeklestirilmistir.
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VISION-TELE IN VETERINARY EDUCATION

The new veterinary faculties which were opening without taking into consideration of animal
population, employment status of veterinarians and the qualifications of existing educational
institutions are makes questionable of training and diplomas of new veterinary candidates. Veterinary
medicine education in different faculties doesn’t has a standard in terms of curriculum, infrastructure,
practise facilities and experienced faculty members. This situation makes the future of veterinary
services related to animal and public health and vision of the veterinary profession questionable.
The problems of veterinary graduates who can not get the minimum required theoretical and
practical training are important for the veterinary vision in terms of owner satisfaction and patient
beneficience. The relationship of the colleaques and the quality of services are negatively affected as
a result of employment concerns and professional competition related to the increasing number of
veterinary graduates. The equivalence of given diplomas without a standard training and assessment
system must evaluate with the justice principle. This study was carried out to evaluate the problems
of veterinary medicine education and reflection of these problems on the future of the profession
with in the scope of new faculties.
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
