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KONYA'DA NALBANTLIK - MEZAR TASLARINDA NALBANTLAR (RAHMETLE...)

Toplumlarin hafizasi olan kiiltir mirasi, ayni zamanda meslege 6zgi bilgiler de icerebilmektedir.
Bu mirasin bir parcasi da, iclerinde biyik bir tarihin tanikhgini saklayan mezar taslaridir. Sozlikte,
“ziyaret edilen yer” anlamindaki mezar ifadesi yerine ayrica “makber, kabir, medfen ve merkad”
kelimeleri de kullanilmaktadir. Mezar taslari, mezarin bas ve ayak tarafinda bulunur ve “sahide” adi
verilmektedir.

Calismanin materyalini, Konya Biyiksehir Belediyesi sinirlari igerisinde yer alan mezarliklardaki (65)
mezarlarin tanimlanmasi amacgh proje kapsaminda tespit edilen ve Osmanlica metne sahip mezar
taslari (5097) olusturdu. Bu mezar taslarindan nalbantlik meslegi ile iliskili oldugu diistindlenler (33)
belirlenerek bu bilgilerin genel olarak tarih ve 6zelde veteriner hekimligi tarihi alanina kazandirilmasi
amaclandi.

Mezar taslarinda “nalbant...” (11), “nalbant... oglu ....” (10), “nalbant... esi...” (7) “nalbant... kizi ...”
(4) ve “nalbant... annesi...” (1) ifadelerinin yer aldig belirlendi. Bu mezar tasi sahiplerinin h.1250 (m.
1834-1835) ile h.1351 (m.1935-1936) yillari arasinda vefat ettikleri belirlendi.

Konya’da 1921'de kurulan Nalbanthk Okulu’ndan ilk Tirk nalbantlarin 1922'de mezun edildigi
bildirilmektedir. Bilimsel egitim metoduyla olmasa da, bu donemden dnce Tiirk nalbantlarin yetistigi
soylenebilir.

Sonug olarak Anadolu’nun muhtelif yerlerindeki Osmanli ve Cumhuriyet dénemlerine ait mezar
taslarinin, gerek icerdigi bilgiler, gerekse sahip olduklari motifler yéniinden 6nemli bir sanat eseri
niteligi tasidiklari; bulunduklari kentin tarih dokusu icin vazgecilmez olduklari ve bu eserlerin tarih
ve veteriner hekimligi tarihi calismalarina ipuclari sunabilecek bir kaynak olarak degerlendirilmesi
gerektigi sdylenebilir.

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FARRIERY IN KONYA: FARRIERIES IN THE GRAVESTONES (MERCY...)

The cultural heritage of societies memory may also contain information on professions. In the inner
parts of the legacy are gravestones that witnessed a big stores of history. The grave is mean “visited
places” in the dictionary, and also used “makber, kabir, medfen and merkad” words instead of.
Gravestones are located on the head and foot of grave and were called “sahide”.

Study material has created from the project for identification of graves, in cemetery in the boundary
of Konya Metropolitan Municipality (65), which also has Ottoman Turkish text of gravestones (5097).
These gravestones were determined that thought to be associated with farriery profession (33) and
aimed that to be gain these information to history in general and in the field of veterinary history in
particular.

In gravestones were determined that different statements of “farrier...” (11), “.... son of farrier...” (10),
“.. wife of farrier....”(7), “.... daughter of farrier....”(4), “... mother of farrier...”(1). And determined
that gravestones owners were deceased between AH 1250 and 1351 (AD 1834 and 1935).

Farrier school wasfoundedin 1921 in Konya and reported that the first Turkish farrieries are graduated
from this school. It can be said that Turkish farrieries educated before this period, although without
scientific education method.

As a result can be said that the Ottoman and Republic era gravestones which in various parts of
Anatolia have important art qualities for contained information as well as motifs and they are
indispensable for their city’s history texture and these works also can be evaluated as source for
studies about history in general and veterinary history.
