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Turkiye’'de faaliyet gosteren 8 veteriner kontrol enstitisii bulunmaktadir. Bildiride bu kurumlardan
biri olan Samsun Veteriner Kontrol Enstitistnin tarihsel gelisimi ve gerceklestirdigi faaliyetler
hakkinda bilgi vermek ve veteriner hekimligi tarihine katki saglamak amaglandi. Bildirinin ana
materyalini, Samsun Veteriner Kontrol Enstitlisi Arsivinden saglanan belgeler olusturdu. Calisma
materyali medikal tarih arastirmalarinda uygulanan analiz ve sentez yontemleriyle degerlendirildi.

Karadeniz Bolgesi salgin ve zoonoz hayvan hastaliklari ile miicadelede 6nemli hizmetler veren
Samsun Veteriner Kontrol Enstitiisti, Kurtulus Savasl sirasinda sigir vebasi hastaligi ile miicadelede
serum deposu olarak kullanilan binanin 1948 yilinda yeniden yapilandirilmasi ile “Samsun Veteriner
Bolge Laboratuvari” adiyla kuruldu. Sinop’tan Rize'ye uzanan Karadeniz sahil mintikasi ile Amasya,
Tokat ve Sivas illerini icine alan boélgede galismalarini stirdiiren Kurumun kurulug amacglarinin salgin
ve paraziter hayvan hastaliklarini zamaninda teshis ederek hayvan hastaliklari ile miicadelede
etkin rol oynamak ve kendi imkanlariyla salgin hayvan hastaliklarina karsi koruyucu serum ve asilar
hazirlamak suretiyle salginlari yok etmek ve genel sagliga hizmet etmek oldugu belirlendi. Tarim
Bakanhg tarafindan 1963 yilinda Atakum mevkiinde Enstitiiniin yeni binalarinin insasina baslandi
ve Kurum, 1966 yilinda modern ve ¢esitli laboratuvarlari ihtiva eden bugiink( binalarinda Samsun
Veteriner Bakteriyoloji ve Arastirma Enstitlist adi ile faaliyete gegirildi. Kurulusundan bugiine kadar
cesitli isim degisiklikleri yapilan ve son olarak 3 Haziran 2011 tarihli ve 639 sayilh KHK ile Samsun
Veteriner Kontrol Enstitliisi adini alan Kurum, teshis, kontrol ve arastirma hizmetlerini ylritmekte
olup llke genelinde kullaniimak (izere yanikara asisinin {iretimini gerceklestirerek bu hastaliktan
kaynaklanan ekonomik kayiplarin engellenmesini saglamaktadir.

Sonug olarak, halen biinyesinde on iki laboratuvar, Deney Hayvanlari, Epidemiyoloji ve Nekropsi
Uniteleriile bir Déner Sermaye isletmesi Miidiirligii bulunan Samsun Veteriner Kontrol Enstitiisiiniin,
gerceklestirdigi (iretim, teshis, arastirma, egitim ve yayin faaliyetleri ile bolge hayvanciligina 6nemli
hizmetler verdigi sdylenebilir.
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THE PLACE OF THE SAMSUN VETERINARY CONTROL INSTITUTE IN THE
TURKISH HISTORY OF VETERINARY MEDICINE

In Turkey, there are 8 regional veterinary control institutes. This paper aims to provide information
on the historical development and activities of the Samsun Veterinary Control Institute and to
contribute to the history of veterinary medicine. Documents from the archives of the Samsun
Veterinary Control Institute constituted the material of the study. The study material was assessed
using analysis and synthesis methods applied in medical history research.

The Samsun Veterinary Control Institute, which provides significant services for the control
of contagious and zoonotic diseases in the Black Sea region, was founded under the name “the
Samsun Regional Veterinary Laboratory” in 1948, following the reconstruction of the building used
for the storage of sera for combat against rinderpest during the Turkish War of Independence. It was
determined that, the institution, which at present continues to serve the region extending along
the Black Sea coast of the country, from Sinop to Rize, also including the provinces Amasya, Tokat
and Sivas, according to its founding objectives, aims to play an active role in the control of animal
diseases through the early diagnosis of contagious and parasitic animal diseases, to contain disease
outbreaks through the preparation of sera and vaccines for prophylaxis against contagious animal
diseases, and to maintain animal health in general. The construction of the new premises of the
Institute was started by the Ministry of Agriculture in 1963 at the Atakum locality, and in 1966,
the institute started to operate under the title “the Samsun Veterinary Bacteriology and Research
Institute” at the newly constructed modern premises equipped with several laboratories, which are
still used today. The institute, which has been entitled with various names since its foundation, has
lastly been named as the Samsun Veterinary Control Institute pursuant to the Statutory Decree
No. 639 dated June 3, 2011, and is responsible for the conduct of diagnostic, control and research
services and the manufacture of blackleg (Gangraena emphysematosa) vaccines for nationwide use,
and thus contributes to the prevention of economic losses arising from this bacterial disease.

In conclusion, it is suggested that the Samsun Veterinary Control Institute, comprised of twelve
laboratories, separate units for experimental animals, epidemiology and necropsy, and a Directorate
for Circulating Capital, provides significant services to the livestock sector in the region through its
production, diagnosis, research, training and extension activities.
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
