“Felahat” adl derginin incelenmesi amaclanmistir. Bu amagla yiritiilen arastirma sonuglarina gore,
derginin on bes glnlik araliklarla yayimlanmasinin planlandigi ve ilk sayisinin 15 Mart 1329 (28 Mart
1913) tarihinde yayimlandig tespit edilmistir. Feldhat’in, ulasilabilen son nishasi ise Subat 1919
tarihli 67 numarali sayidir. imtiyaz sahibi ve basmuharriri Sebuh istepanyan, miidiirii Ahmet Talat’tir.
Derginin 1913-1919 yillari arasinda yayimlanmis olan 67 niishalik arsivi icerisinde tavukculuk, tarla
ve bahge bitkileri, tarim aletleri, hayvan irklari ve 6zellikleri, bitki ve hayvan hastaliklarinin teshis-
tedavi yontemleri gibi konu basliklarinda yazilara yer verilmistir.

FELAHAT

In the study, the journal titled “Feldhat” (Farming), which gave coverage to news and articles in the
fields of veterinary medicine, agriculture, livestock production and economy, was investigated. The
journal, the first issue of which is dated 28 March 1913, was planned to be published every 15 days.
The last available issue of the journal is dated February 1919 and numbered 67. The publisher of the
journal was Sebuh istepanyan, and the editor in chief was Ahmet Talat. The 67-issue archive of the
journal, published between 1913 and 1919, gave coverage to topics including poultry breeding, field
and horticultural crops, agricultural instruments, animal breeds and their traits, and the diagnosis
and treatment of plant and animal diseases.
