Ozet

Bu makale Kuzey Kibris Tiirk Cumhuriyeti sinitlarinda gerceklestirilen Salamis Kazilar1 2006 sezonunda,
Karpaz bolgesi Knidos antik kenti #ekropol alaninda gerceklestirilen ylizey arastirmasinda toplanmuis
yizey seramiginin degerlendirmesidir. S6z konusu ylizey arastirmast dahilinde nekrgpo/ alaninda
kayaya oygu cesitli mezarlarin varligi gézlemlenmistir. Calismalarda, kuyu bicimli mezarlar yaninda
dromos’lu veya dromos’suz oda mezatlarin kullanimina dair veriler de tespit edilmistir. Ancak bu
mezarlarin formlart hakkinda gerekli bilgiler edinilmisken, mezarlarin tekrar doldurulmus olmast,
tarthlendirme i¢in buyik problem teskil etmistir. Mezarlar hakkinda su an icin gegerli olan tarih
Kibris-Geometrik olarak gérulmektedir. Yiizey arastirmasi, ayrica nekropol alaninda gerceklestirilmis
bircok kacak kaziy1 da ortaya ¢ikarmistir.

Nekropo! alanindan hatirr sayilir miktarda Kibris-Geometrik ve Kibris-Arkaik tarihli seramik
pargalart toplanmistir. Toplanan seramikler Kibris Demir Cagt seramik endustrisine ait bes farkl
mal grubuna aittir. Yaklagtk 241 parcadan, 18 parca veya formdan olusan bir katalog
olusturulmustur. Bu parcalar/formlar disinda diger bircok forma ait parcalar da tespit edilmis ancak
sunduklart kisith verilerden dolayt bu makaleye detayli olarak dahil edilmemistir. Kataloglanmis
esetler beyaz boyalt 1/I1/II1 ve bikrom IN /N amphora’laty, beyaz boyalt 11 ve bikrom 11 sturahileri,
beyaz boyali I/II/III kaseleri, beyaz boyalt II ayakli kadeh ve beyaz boyali II tabaklarindan
olusmaktadir.

Arastirma Merkezi (AKVAM) binyesinde
1998 yilindan beri gerceklestirilmekte olan

Salamis  Kazist  Kuzey Kibnis — Tirk
Cumbhuriyeti sinirlarindaki tarthi  ve
arkeolojik  degerlerin saptanmast  ve

yorumlanmast konusunda 6nemli bir yere
sahiptir. 2006 yilt ile birlikte, Salamis kazisi

bunyesinde, Karpaz bolgesinde “2006

Karpaz Cevre Arastirmasi” adi altinda
yuritilen genis ¢aplt bir arkeolojik ylzey
arastirmast ise Kibris'in bu boélge kiltiir
tarihini daha iyi anlamaya yonelik 6nemli
bir adimdir. 2006 sezonu kapsaminda
Kalecik ve Bafra koyleri
gineyde kalan kiy1 = seridi
tzerinde yer alan Knidos kenti nekropo/
alant da bu arastirmaya dahil edilmistir

gunimiiz

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(Res. 1)'. Nekropol alani cografi ve mimari
olarak incelenmis ve bu alanda bulunan
bircok seramik parcalart da veri olarak
toplanmistir”. Knidos ve gevresinde gecmis
yillarda bazi arastirmalar gerceklestirilmis
olsa da’, burada yer alan nekrgpo/ alani
hakkinda  yirttilen  calismalar  kiicik
tespitlerden ileriye gidememistir .

Nekropol alani, Knidos antik kentine
yaklasik olarak 1 km. uzaklikta, kiyidan ise
yaklasik olarak 500 m. icerde yer almaktadir.
Yogun bir maki bitki ortist ile tamamen
kaplanmis nekropo/ alanmi kiyidan i¢ kesime
dogru (giney-kuzey yontunde) yaklagik
olarak 300 m. kadar sokulan kayalik bir
vadinin her iki yamacint kaplayacak sekilde
bir yayllim gostermektedir (Res. 2). Nekropo/
alan hem ge¢miste, hem de glinimuzde
halen stren kagak kazilar sonucunda bircok
yonden zarar gormustiir. Bu kacak kazilar ile
mezarlarda  deformasyonlar
gelmistir. 2006 yilinda yuritilen yizey
arastirmalart sirasinda kacak kazilar sonucu
bu mezarlardan c¢ikarilan seramik agirlikli
eserlerin tahrip edildigi ve kirilarak dis
etkenlerin verecegi her tirli zarara maruz
birakildigt g6zlemlenmistir. Bu bakimdan bu
calisma Knidos kenti nekropo/ alaninda 2006
yili ylzey arastirmalart sirasinda ele gecen
seramik buluntulari
amaclamaktadir.

Diger mezarlar ise “Dromoslu veya
Dromossuz Oda Mezar” olarak anilan
tiplerdir (Res.

Iyi elenmis,
yok denecek kadar az katkili kahverengi
renkli hamur ve purtzsiz krem rengi bir
astara sahiptir. Bezeme kahverengiye calan
siyahlikta mat boya ile verilmistir. Amphora,
boyun kisminda 0,2 cm’lik, gévde kisminda
ise 0,4 cm’lik bir cidara sahiptir. Form
basitce dairesel ve algak bir kaide Uzerinde
duran, fazla yiiksek olmayan, siskin govdeli,
dar agizli ve omuzdan sepet kulplu bir
amphora seklindedir.

Eldeki pargalardan timunun tzerinde
bezemeler  mevcuttur.

Kahverengi, kaba bir
hamur yapisina sahip par¢a griye calan
siyah boya ile tamamen kaplanmustir.

12. Kusmen Korunmus Beyaz Boyalt 11
Tabak (Res. 19 a-b). Yaklasik capt 14,6
cm olarak Olgtlen tabak olduk¢a sig bir
profil vermektedir. 0,4 cm’lik bir cidara
sahip kabin derinligi 0,9 cm’dir. Disa agik
bir agiz kenarina, bir adet yatay kulpa
sahip olan bu tabak diz diplidir.

Uc¢ kisimlart bir memecikle biten
kulplar eldeki tek o6rnekten anlasildigt

CERAMIC FINDS FROM THE NECROPOLIS OF KNIDOS
(KARPASS/CYPRUS)

Abstract

This essay aims to examine the surface pottery recovered from the necropolis area of the ancient
city of Knidos in the region of Karpass during the 2006 season of the Salamis excavations in Turk-
ish Republic of Northern Cyprus. A series of rock-cut tombs has been detected through surface in-
vestigations in the necropolis area of Knidos. The investigations revealed the usage of pit-shaped
tombs as well as chamber tombs with or without dromoi in the necropolis area. Unlike the conven-
ience of talking about the tomb forms the dating has been a big problem due to the refilling of the
most of the tombs. In case of the tomb groups, a dating of Cypro-Geometric seems valid for the
present. The basic examining of the tombs also showed a long tradition of looting which has been
undergoing all around the necropolis area.

A modest assemblage of distinctive Cypro-Geometric and Cypro-Archaic pot sherds has been col-
lected in this necropolis area. These pot sherds belonging to five different ware groups of the Cyp-
riote Iron Age pottery tradition are closely examined in this study. From a total of 241 sherds, a
catalogue of 18 pieces or partly restored vessels was made. Apart from these pieces/vessels some
other forms were also detected, but found too unimportant to be included in this catalogue. Cata-
louged forms consist of amphorae of White-Painted I/II/I1II & Bichrome IV/V, jugs of White-
Painted II & Bichrome II, cups of White-Painted 1/1I/I1I, goblet of White-Painted II and dishes of
White-Painted II.

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cropolis area was examined geographically
and architecturally and a large amount of ce-
ramics were collected as data’. Although
some studies were conducted recently in
Knidos and its surroundings’, those about
the necropolis area were not more than
small determinations®.

The necropolis area is approximately 1 km.
far from Knidos and it is situated approxi-
mately 500 m. inside the coast. The ne-
cropolis which is totally covered with mas-
sive bushes appears to spread by covering
both slopes of a rocky valley penetrating
some 300 m. from the coast to the inner
land (south-north direction) (Fig. 2). The
necropolis area had been severely damaged
because of the illegal excavations of the past
and the present. These illegal excavations of
the tomb looters, mainly caused enormous
deformations on the tombs. It has been ob-
served in the survey of 2006 that mostly the
ceramic objects found from these tombs by
the looters were destroyed and left out
against the damages brought in by external
effects. In this context, this study aims to
evaluate the ceramic findings obtained in
the necropolis of Knidos in the survey of
2006.

Tombs

All the tombs in the necropolis were
formed by carving in the natural rocky
surface’. Consequently, it can obviously
be mentioned that all the tombs in the
necropolis are “rock-cut” tombs. Three
different types of tombs were found in
the surface research in the necropolis.

First of them is the type named as “Pit-
Shaped Tomb” (Fig. 3). With their
roughly circular shaped forms, internal
sections which are not very deep and
broadening walls down to the bottom;
the Knidos pit-shaped tombs can typo-

logically be dated back to Cypro-
Geometric Period’.
Other tombs consist of “Chamber

Tombs with or without Dromoi” (Fig. 4-
5)". The Knidos chamber tombs with
dromoi have small chambers reached by
a long and narrow dromos. As it is un-
derstood from the tombs which had not
been totally opened, entrances of these
tombs which have narrow stomions were
originally closed by filler-block stones.
Almost all the dromoi of the tombs were
found opened. Some of the entrances of
the robbed tombs were sealed again by
the robbers and some had been closed by
natural effects.

All the found examples of the chamber
tombs without dromoi were also looted
and filled again. According to some ex-
amples which could be partly reached, it
is observed that some of the chamber
tombs has dome shaped ceilings.

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Due to the refilling of the chamber tombs, a
more detailed study couldn’t be conducted
on them. But the determined information
about the chamber tombs gives a spacious
dating of Cypro-Geometric.

Parallels of the Cypro-Geometric chamber
tombs of Knidos can be found leadingly in
Palaepaphos-Skales, Kition, Lapethos and
Amathus®, but also in less impressive sites as
Latsia’ and Khato Deftera'.

Pottery

The pottery sherds which were collected
during the survey, belong to five different
ware groups of the Cypriot Iron Age. These
five different ware groups are; White
Painted Ware, Bichrome Ware, Black Slip
Ware, Red Slip Ware and Plain White Ware
(Fig. 6)".

The summing up of the pottery collected,
exposes that both open and closed vessels
have an important place as per the quantity.
Only the sherds which provide profiles and
the ones which are preserved well enough to
contribute to dating had been catalogued
individually. Other small pieces haven’t
been detailly examined, generally both be-
cause of their tiny sizes and their amour-
phous shapes. From the viewpoint of quan-
tity, the most intense groups are formed by
White Painted and Bichrome Wares. Black
Slip, Red Slip and Plain White Wares are
represented by so few samples, as if they do
not exist. Reliable data cannot be obtained
from them; for, the majority of these frag-
ments are amorphous and they are so few in

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amount. Although it is possible to ac-
complish typological evaluations on the
ceramic sherds, it is not possible to fix
the connection and relation between the
tombs and the ceramics. There is no
doubt that the greatest factor here is the
undetermined position of finding of the
mentioned sherds'”.

Catalogue

18 pieces among the White Painted and
Bichrome Wares which form the majority
of the surface findings are catalogued he-
rewith. The catalogued sherds comprise
the pieces selected from the 241 pieces of
ceramics and forms which had been par-
tially integrated by the help of these piec-
es. 11 of the catalogued objects are the
closed vessels and the other 7 of them
represent the open vessels (Fig. 7). The
objects have been catalogued first accord-
ing to the chronological order and then
as per typological order. Chronological
order was made according to the loca-
tions of the ceramic groups within their
historical process (WP I, WP II, etc.)'.
Typological ordering is from the closed
vessels to open vessels accordingly.

1. Fragmentary amphora of White Painted 1
(Fig. 8). It is composed of a rim- neck
piece, various pieces of the body and a
ring-base. Its clay, brown in colour is well
silted with a smooth slip. Matt dark
brown (almost black) paint. The amphora

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has a wall thickness of 0,2 cm at the neck
and 0,4 cm on the body. It is simply an am-
phora which has a narrow mouth and a glo-
bular body with basket handles from the
shoulder, standing on a low circular base.

There are ornamentations all over the pre-
served sherds. The lip was decorated with
rows of solid triangles (as three groups,
probably). A broad band was applied just
below the lip. There are groups of horizon-
tal bands under these. Body ornamentation
of the vessel was made with thin horizontal
bands and a single wavy line extending
along the level of handles.

2. Body fragment of an amphora of White Painted
I (Fig. 9). The fragment with a wall thick-
ness of 0,4 cm had been preserved by di-
mensions: 6,5 cm height and 14,6 cm width.
The fragment has a pale brown, well silted
clay with a little temper of small grits. Pre-
served ornamentation consists of lines made
with matt black paint on buff slip and a
piece of a decorative band.

3. Fragmentary rim of a bowl of White Painted 1
(Fig. 10). Fragmentary rim with height of
1,7 cm and a width of 53 cm has a wall-
thickness of 0,2 cm. Well silted, pale brown
clay with a little temper of small grits. Or-
namentation of two wavy lines of dark grey
paint.

4. Fragmentary dish of White Painted I (Fig. 11).
A part of the base and a little fragment re-
lated to it gives adequate clues about the
form and the type of the plate. From the
fragment, we understand that the dish was
fairly ornamented. The dish was originally
seated on a base of 0,1 cm high which is de-
corated with rows of solid triangles. Both
inside and above of the base was decorated
with bands. The decoration above the body
consists of lines placed between two bands.
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A little trace of a concentric circle(?) was
preserved on tondo section.

5. Fragmentary amphora of White Painted 11
(Fig. 12). Restored pieces consist of a
flaring rim, a slightly convex neck, shoul-
der pieces, upper body and two horizon-
tal loop handles (one of them is broken).
No parts of the lower body and the base
of the amphora could be found.

It is calculated that the amphora’s height
was approximately 30-35 cm and it is
fixed that the mouth has a diameter of 23
cm. Amphora has a body with wall thick-
ness of 0,8 cm. and neck of 0,5 cm. Buff
clay tempered with sand and fine grits.
Buff slip with greyish black paint on it.
The ornamentation consists of massive
groups of lines, bands and wavy lines
placed between the bands.

Rim is decorated with rows of solid tri-
angles. Massive groups of lines placed be-
tween thick and thin bands around the
neck. There are two thin bands around
shoulder. Two wavy lines were drawn be-
tween these and the bands below the
handle level.

6. Fragmentary neck of a White Painted 11 am-
phora (Fig. 13). On top of the preserved
piece of 24 cm height and 18 cm width,
there is also a small section belonging to
the extension of shoulder. The neck has a
wall thickness of 1,2 cm. Brown clay with
buff slip, black paint. Massive groups of
lines between the bands.

7. Rim-neck piece of a White Painted I am-
phora (Fig. 14). The piece 1s 14 cm. high
and 10 cm. wide in the broadest part. The
approximate wall thickness is 1 cm. Red-
dish brown slip was applied on tempered
brown clay. Black matt paint was used for
the ornamentation.
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Rim is decorated with solid triangles, a band
on the outer part of the lip. A black painted
band on the lower part of the neck.

8. Fragmentary shoulder piece of a White Painted
II jug (Fig. 15). The piece with a wall thick-
ness of 0,3 cm has a buff clay. Greyish black
motifs were applied on the slip which has a
similar colour with the clay. Decoration is
made of “tangent semi-circles” touching a
band on the lower part of the neck with
their edges.

9. Handle of a jug of White Painted II (Fig. 10).
It is 4,4 cm high and 1 cm wide. A partial
rim preserved on the handle shows that the
handle was joining from rim to shoulder.
Pale yellow clay with dark brown paint. The
decoration is formed by irregular transversal
strips placed between the two vertical lines
extending along the handle.

10. Fragmentary bowl of White Painted 1I (Fig.
17). Height of 3 cm. and width 4,5 cm. with
a wall thickness of 0,1 cm. Extremely pale
brown clay tempered with grits. Both sides
of the piece has decorations of dark grey
paint.

A broad band extending along the space be-
low the rim, two lines on the body and a
broad band placed just on top of the base.
A circular band around the lip, a thicker
second band placed in the tondo and inter-
nal concentric circles.

11. Fragmentary base of a White Painted 11 goblet
(Fig. 18). Fragment is 9 cm. wide and ap-
proximately 1 cm. high. Brown, coarse clay
was totally coated with greyish black paint.

12. Fragmentary dish of White Painted II (Fig. 19

a-b). The shallow dish has a diameter of ap-
proximately 14,6 cm. wall thickness of 0,4

cm and the depth of 0,9 cm. The flat bot-
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tomed plate has an flaring rim and a hori-
zontal handle.

As it is seen from the existing sample, the
handles which have a nippled end on the
edge were painted with black totally. The
handle’s connection to the vessel; left
hand side was ended by paint flow, on
the right hand side, the decoration was
ended by a solid triangular paint.

Various linear decorations were used
again for ornamenting inside and outside
of the dish. Decoration was made up of
three groups of thin lines placed between
two broad bands. An ornamentation of
two or more (?) concentric circles were
preferred at the base of the plate. In be-
tween these two decorated spaces, there
are latticed triangles. Unfortunately, this
motif was fairly worn off. Inside decora-
tion consist of a band along the lip and
an empty or filled (?) circle placed in the
tondo.

13. Fragmentary dish of White Painted 11 (Fig.
20). Restored from two pieces. As per the
form, it is identical to No. 11. However
this example, shows some differences of
size with its diameter of 15 cm, wall
thickness of 0,5 cm and width of 1,1 cm.
Clay, slip and paint also same with cata-
logue no. 11 as well as its ornamenting
style.

14. Fragmentary amphora of White Painted 111
(Fig. 21). Restored as rim-neck-shoulder
piece, a fragment of the belly, various
pieces from the body and the base. Grit-
ty, rough textured greenish colour. Buff
slip with dark black paint.

The neck has a lightly angled concave
structure. A ridge is present around the
neck below the rim. The ovoid body be-
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comes slimmer towards the bottom and
ends with a flat base.

The lip is decorated with two different solid
triangle groups: having seven in one and
nine in the other. While a band was made
just under the rim, the ridge was kept re-
served. An ornamented area which was
bordered with double lined groups placed in
between the transversal strips is located be-
tween the reserved ridge and the joint point
of the neck-shoulder. Two different decora-
tions were applied in this place of orna-
menting which extends horizontally along
the neck.

The first one of the decorations was formed
by latticed vertical lozenges placed in be-
tween two individual borders created by
four vertical lines. The other one, despite its
location among similar groups of lines, is
formed by a latticed small lozenge figure
placed in another lozenge.

The upper body, just under the shoulder, is
decorated by two transversal ornamenta-
tions formed by a group of lines placed in
between two bands. The “latticed lozenge
motif” situated on the neck is again applied
in this ornamentation space. However, the
application here is different than the former,
the bordering of the mentioned pattern was
achieved by the three lines placed on both
sides of it.

It is understood from the existing pieces
that the lower body was also decorated by
transversal groups of bands. It is also no-
ticed that the amphora was standing on a
black painted flat foot.

15. Fragmentary bowl of White Painted 111 (Fig.
22). The bowl was restored as rim, handle
joints and a part which comprises a slight
part of the upper body. Approximate di-
ameter was measured as 16,4 cm, its wall
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thickness is 6 cm. and the depth is 2 cm.
The ornamentation is formed of a black
band which covers upper part of the ex-
ternal section including the rim, dense
linear groups underneath this band and
the other two.

16. Body sherds of a jug of Bichrome II. The
sherds have an approximate wall thick-
ness of 1 cm. According to the existing, it
is understood that the vessel had a rather
bulbous body structure. Ornamentations
with purplish red and black paint on the
pieces coated with matt buff slip. Orna-
mentations consist of red bands between
black lines, red bands and groups of
black lines.

17. Bichrome IV amphora handle (Fig. 23).
The handle of pale brown clay was
coated with a buff coloured slip. Bright
red and black paint. The piece with the
form of a vertical handle which is joined
from the rim to the shoulder is decorated
with red paint in between two black
bands along the handle.

18. Fragmentary neck-shoulder part of an am-
phora of Bichrome 17 (2) (Fig. 24). Gritty
coarse clay of brown colour, white slip
with black and purplish red paint. On the
neck, a red band and a black painted
group of lines below. The connection of
the neck and shoulder was decorated
with a broad black band and a triple
group of stripes were used on the shoul-

der.

Forms

The existence of six distinctive forms
were fixed as a result of the summing up
of the Knidos necropolis ceramic find-
ings. The fixed forms are amphorae, jugs,
bowls, goblet and dishes.
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Most of the forms belongs to White Painted
LILIII groups which dates to the Cypro-
Geometric (1050-750 B.C.). But forms be-
longing to the Bichrome IV and V groups
dates to the Cypro-Archaic I (750-600 B.C.)

Amphorae

It is possible to say that the most frequent
form was the amphora, both from the angle
of integration and by the comparison of the
other findings. Besides the partially inte-
grated four amphorae (1, 2, 5 and 14), there
are also some parts (6, 7, 17 and 18) and
various fragments of body and handles. The
most significant peculiarities on these pieces
are: highly in relief wavy lines and bands re-
alized with black paint (WP I), wavy lines
distinctive with their carelessly dense usage
and extending with low relief (WP 1I)",
bright red bands (B I) and linear decorations
made in between bands on the buff clay (B
I - IV)™.

No. 1 of the catalogued forms, can easily be
considered in WP I with its bulging body
which becomes slimmer down to the bot-
tom, neck, low base which is not broad and
the smooth transitions on profiles. The
smoothness of the slip in addition to the
clay and slip features as well as the mat paint
may support this thesis. The high profile
and the vividness achieved by the wavy lines
on the body provides a significant example
for the vivid and lively decorations of the
WP I samples.

The clay and smooth slip of the Catalogue
no. 2, exhibits the specifications of WP 1.
The exposed profile of the fragment which
becomes thinner towards the bottom shows
us that the object was an amphora with a

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depressed ovoid body. The form which
becomes thinner towards the bottom and
its upper part which is more swollen,
place the No. 2 to the lower body of an
amphora.

No. 5 is a typical example for the group
of “Belly Shaped Amphora” of the WP II
because of its form and additionally the
clay structure and coarse slip'’. The de-
crease in the concaveness of the neck and
the minor inclination of the shoulder-
body transition are other elements of the
examples of the WP II. But the most dis-
tinctive peculiarity which places the No. 5
in WP II is the mattness of the paint and
the dull decoration. Especially the com-
plete extension of the wavy line and for-
mation of a profile which doesn’t have
the high profile waviness seen in WP 1
examples are other determining ele-
ments'®,

No. 14 is included in WP III because of
its slightly profiled thick lip, its neck
which is far from concaveness, ridge un-
der the neck and the low profiled sharp-
ness observed in the neck-shoulder tran-
sition. Furthermore, the coarseness, col-
our and the tempered clay (very gritty)
supports this observation. A Cyprus am-
phora exhibited in Stockholm is the most
identical one with this sample'”.

In the Nos. 1, 2 and 5, linear motifs were
preferred densely for the decoration and
the general decoration was made with
“Zone Style” which is also densely used
in groups of WP I-11*". However, the ver-

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tical decorations we see on the neck and
upper body of No. 14 were made with
“Panel Style” which gained density with WP
.

No. 7, rim-neck fragment must have been
belonged to an amphora as per its form and
wall thickness. The plain profile and the less
of inclination observed on the neck, shows
that the piece is a “Handles from Rim-to-
Shoulder” amphora with a large rim. The
reddish brown slip and the matt paint be-
sides almost vanished concaveness includes
this piece in WP II.

The almost coarse clay and the reddish
brown slip are the main characteristics
which include the No. 6 neck fragment in
WP II. Other elements which date this
fragment to WP II are the carelessness and
density of the linear groups made with black
paint which had lost its brightness. Another
WP II specification on the neck is the loss
of wide concaveness seen on WP I samples.

No. 17 must belong to a medium-size am-
phora of “Handles from Rim-to-Shoulder”
type with its general form. The liveliness
and brightness of the red coloured decora-
tion on the handle includes this piece easily
in B IV. The handle, with its curve and pro-
file, is identical and belonging to the same
period with the ones on the amphorae
which are on exhibit in Cyprus Museum
Pierides Collection (46), Athens National
Archaeological Museum (Inv. No. 19542)
Eretz Museum in Israel and Odense Uni-

No. 18 has a peculiarity of being another
example to give clues about Bichrome
amphorae. The fragment, composed of a
piece of neck-shoulder transition, is
neatly identical with a Cyprus B V am-
phora which is on display in Eretz Mu-
seum in Israel (MHP 22760)*. Although
the Knidos example looks like similar
with the Eretz Israel sample as per the
slip and the choice of colours used in or-
namenting, the most significant differ-
ence comes out in the understanding of
the application of the linear decoration.
However, despite this difference, both of
the objects are from the same period™.

The un-catalogued body fragments of the
amphorae are included in groups WP I-1I
and B III-IV. The fragments of WP I-II
amphorae are qualified with transversal
groups of lines placed between bands be-
sides the lines applied on the belly sec-
tion. Pieces of the neck are decorated
with massive groups of lines and solid
triangles were used in the lip. The WP I-
I amphora body fragments have wall
thickness between 0,3 and 0,4 cm.

The ornamentations of the examples of
the groups WP III-IV are formed of lin-
ear groups between two thick bands or
bands only. The most identical examples
for the pieces which have massive groups
of lines between two thick bands are the
B III-IV amphora found in Salamis tomb
no. 1 and the decorations on a B III jug

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which is on display in Odense University
Collection™.

Jugs

Both the slip and the ornamentation of the
No. 8 which still has the slight transition
trace on its shoulder, helped determining
the date of it. The slip with buff colour, its
texture which had partially preserved its
smoothness despite the external effects and
the slight fading of the colours include this
piece in WP II framework easily. The nar-
rowness observed in the angles of the tan-
gent semicircles is also typical for WP II
decorations. A WP II jug included by Gjer-
stad in his typology, is a good parallel for
the Knidos example™.

No. 9 belongs to a miniature jug with a
spout both because its small size and the
utilization of it like decoration. The decrease
seen on the handle’s curve and the vanish-
ing of the sharpness in the transition of the
lines includes the piece in WP II easily. A
handle part of a jug included by Gjerstad in
his typology provides a good parallel for the
Knidos example®’.

Bowls

Besides the profiling pieces, Nos. 3 and 10,
various pieces of body and base of bowls
were also found. No. 3 which belongs to the
rim of a bowl, calls attention with its colour
of slip & clay and the bright black paint
used in its decoration. The high profile
achieved by the wavy decorating line is typi-
cal for WP 1 ornamentations™. Besides
these, the elegant lined curl observed easily

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on the profile is also one of the leading
specifications of WP I forms®.

No. 10 is included in WP II. The piece
which could belong to a miniature bowl
according to its small size, exhibits a
rather heavy appearance from the struc-
tural angle with its low base and curled
profile. It is fairly apart from the elegant
forms of the WP I bowls with all these
specifications. It will be possible to put
the piece and the vessel to which it be-
longs in the proper dating of WP II
group after considering the coarse clay
and slip structures of it.

All the small sherds of the bowls exhibit
WP II specifications. Though not cata-
logued it is possible to mention four
more different bowls which can be classi-
fied in WP II according to the existing
data. All the decorations comprise linear
motifs and bands.

No. 13 is distinctive with its pale slip
which is almost white and dark black de-
corations applied on it. The bowl made
of brown clay was decorated with mas-
sive groups of lines placed underneath
thick black band located on the upper
part. A Cypriot WP III bowl which is on
display in Spain forms the nearest parallel
with No. 13%.

Goblet

No. 11 belongs to a goblet as it is under-
stood from the thin and circular foot
piece which could only partially been
protected. The flatness of the base and
the mattness of the paint includes the
piece in WP II group.

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Dishes

It is not possible to have a proper idea
about the form of the No. 4 . Howevet, it is
possible to state that it was a large and not
very deep dish. The dish, with this form has
many parallels within the ceramic industry
of the Cypriot Iron Age. But it is included in
WP I with its brown, less tempered, well
silted clay, buff coloured slip and black
paint. In addition to these, the disc base
which is not very high and thick supports
these specifications from the perspective of
the form. Similar examples were seen in the
lower necropolis of Lapethos™ and tombs
number 43 and 89 of Palaepaphos-Skales.”

Among the similarly decorated dishes, we
can mention the two examples found in Ki-
tion, Area II, Floor I and grave number 89
of Palaepaphos-S§kales.”

The most outstanding difference between
Skales example and the No. 4 is observed on
the line motifs between the bands. While a
single line was placed between the bands on
the Skales example, double bands had been
applied on Knidos dish.

The Kition example has also a similar appli-
cation with the base decoration of the Kni-
dos plate. But it is seen that a different
choice was made for the number of the lin-
ear motifs on the Kition dish™. Unfortu-
nately it is not possible to know the level of
application of the other decorations of the
two similar dishes (latticed triangles and
filled rectangular bands) on the Knidos dish,
because of the inadequateness of the exist-
ing piece.

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The Catalogue nos 12 and 13 in part ex-
pose typical WP II specifications with
their tempered clay, rough slip and red-
dish brown slip colours. Both of the
dishes are similar with their forms and
decorations. However, these specifica-
tions which were observed in general,
show some differences in details. The
first difference is on the heights and
depths of the two plates. No. 12 becomes
significant with its smaller diameter and
less height. Furthermore there is a less
inclined profile structure on the No. 12
when compared with No. 13. Besides
this, the painted band around the lip re-
mains on the lip line in No 12. But in the
application on No. 13, it flows below to-
wards the body. The mentioned differ-
ences of the two examples could occur
because of the potter, not the workshop.
If the observed harmony in workmanship
is added to the clay content, it will be log-
ical to state that both dishes were pro-
duced by the same potter in different
times.

The triangular solid decoration placed at
the ending points of the handles is most
probably due to an application preferred
to conceal the prominent trace occured
by the finger pressing during the tying up
of the handles to the dish. Because this
application is placed identically on the
right hand side of both examples, it is
seen that the handle was tied to the dish
from left to right and the last pressure to
type it up was applied with right hand.

Conclusion

Conclusions achieved in the necropolis
area are realized with the coordinated
evaluations of architectural and ceramic
findings.
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Types of the tombs give us many clues both
with their rock-cut structures and typolo-
gies. With the help of the pit shaped tombs,
the earliest date we can give for the ne-
cropolis is Cypro-Geometric I (1050-950
B.C.). Tombs with dromoi and the chamber
tombs spread this date on all Cypro-
Geometric (1050-750 B.C.) with their typo-
logical specifications. The impossibility of
making more detailed researches on the
tombs as a result of the partially closed
tombs, made it absolutely impossible to fix
tombs dating back to Cypro-Archaic. But
with the general data given by the tombs, its
easy to find the parallels of Knidos tombs in
Palaepaphos-Skales, Lapethos, Amathus and
also in less impressive sites as Latsia and
Khato Deftera.

The ceramic findings gave almost similar
conclusions with the architectural data. The
earliest dated pieces, Cat. no. 1, 2, 3 and 4 of
the Cypro-Geometric I era confirm the
dates obtained from the tombs. It is also
possible to achieve determining results
about the spreading of the Cypro-
Geometric I objects within their own
groups. The existence of the plates which
“as a rule absent from transitional or early
assemblages™,  among  the  Cypro-
Geometric I findings and the perfectly
opened-out base of the Cat. no. 1, make it
possible for us to date the findings to the
following periods of Cypro-Geometric IA.
It is possible to spread this date to the
whole of the Cypro-Geometric (1050-750
B.C.) with the massive amount examples of
WP II and WP II1.

The Bichrome III-V examples (Cat. no. 15-
17) convey this dating beyond the Geomet-

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ric horizon and extend it up to the early
eras of Cypro-Archaic (c. 750-700 B.C.).

Ceramic findings expose totally local pro-
duction specifications as per their form,
decoration and clay contents. The care
shown for the majority of the forms and
the decorations are typical for the most
vivid periods of the Island’s History of
Art, Cypro-Geometric and Cypro-
Archaic eras. Furthermore, the massive
diversity of the forms in spite the small
amount of the findings gives important
clues about the importance and wealth of
the necropolis.

Consequently, it is understood that the
existing architectural and ceramic find-
ings contribute for shedding light on ne-
cropolis of Knidos for a period extending
from Farly Geometric era to Early Cy-
pro-Archaic (1050-700 B.C.)*.
