Bu sayimizda Henry Jenkins “Yakinsama Kiiltiiri Uzerine Genel Bir Géz-
den Gecirme” baslikl calismasinda basta “Cesur Yeni Medya” ve henuz Turk-
ceye cevrilmemis olan “Yayilabilir Medya: A§ Baglantil bir Kiltlirde Anlam ve
Deger Yaratmak” ve “Gerekli Olan Herhangi bir Medya Yoluyla: Yeni Genglik
Aktivizmi” olmak Uizere cesitli kitaplardaki ana kavramlari gézden gecirmek-
te, eski ve yeni medyanin carpismasinin belirleyici oldugu bir déneme dogru
dalarken, bizi hangi yeni meselelerin bekledigine deginmektedir.

(N&ro)Psikolojilestirmedeki Dijital-
lesmenin Kokenlerinin Bir Elestirisi” baslikli calismasi néropsikolojik modelle-
rin icerisinden elestirel bir bakisla avatarlarimizi ve akilli cevremizi, 6znelera-
rasihgin da destegiyle nasil modelleyecedimizi tanimlamaktadir.

“Facebook Kullanicisi Kiz Cocuklarina Yonelen Zorbalik Odakh Siber Taci-
zin Cinsel Tacize Donlsiimii: Gazete Haberleri Uzerinden Betimsel Bir Deger-
lendirme” baslikli calismalarinda Betiil Onay Dogan, Yildiz Dilek Ertiirk, Pinar
Aslan, cocuklarin maruz kaldigi siber zorbalik vakalarini iletisim pratikleri aci-
sindan yorumlamaktadir. Facebook paylasimlarinin zorbalik, siber taciz araci
olarak nasil kullanildigini, magdur kullanicinin Grettigi icerigin, gercek yasam-
da tuzak olarak taciz icerigine nasil donistirildigini ornekler Gzerinden
degerlendirmektedir.

Tugce Er, Alev Elmas, Gokben Hizli Sayar, “Su¢ ve Medya” baslikl calismala-
rinda radyo, televizyon, internet ve gazete gibi medya araclarinda yayinlanan
suc ve siddet icerikli programlarin kisiler Gzerindeki etkilerini incelemekte,
medya ve sug arasindaki iliskiyi ortaya koymak (izere arastirmacilar tarafindan
gelistirilen kuram ve hipotezleri agiklayarak konu ile ilgili yapilan arastirmala-
ra yer vermektedir.

“Dijital Cagda Savas: Dron Ornegdi” baslikli calismasinda M. Ertan Kardes,
dron ve robotigin savaslarda yol actigi diizeltilemez ve geri cevrilemez sorun-
lar oldugunu vurgulayarak dronun her seyden 6nce ¢agin krizinin kaniksana-
rak stirdurilmesi siireclerine génderme yapmakta oldugunu belirtmektedir.

Ceyiz Makal Fairclough, “Sosyal Bilimlerde Bir Yontem Olarak Fotografin
Degeri” baslikh calismasinda arastirmacinin arastirma siirecindeki roli de da-
hil olmak lizere, fotografciigin sosyal bilim arastirmasinin degerli bir yontemi
haline gelmesine olanak taniyan temel teorik gelismeleri ortaya koymakta,
ayni zamanda sosyal bilim arastirma projesi kapsaminda fotografcilar tarafin-
dan benimsenebilecek farkl yontemleri arastirmaktadir.

“Cizgi Film ve Animasyon Egitiminde Son Egilimler” baslikli calismasinda
Ayse Nesrin Akoren, yeni gelisen anime etme yontemleri, yaraticilik stirecinde
kiresel ve sanatsal etkilesimin izlenmesi, uygulamalardaki son egilimler ve
bu stratejilerin 6grencilerin egitiminde daha iyi coziimlerle nasil bilgilendiril-
meleri gerektigi Gzerinde durarak, bircok dnemli 6grenme ve 6gretme strate-
jilerine genel bir bakis sunmaktadir.

Gulcennet Oztiirk Celebi, “Tarih Oncesi Dénemlerde iletisim” bashkh ca-
smasinda Paleolitik donemleri ele almakta, s6z konusu donemlerin iletisim
simgelerini betimsel bir analizle aciklamakta, yazili uygarhgin 6ncesinde insa-
nin diinyayla ve diger bireylerle nasil iletisim kurdugunu anlatmaktadir.

“Turk Medyasinda Trafik ve Yol Glvenligi Haberleri: Karsilastirmali Bir ice-
rik Analizi” baslikli calismalarinda Aydan Ozsoy, Ebru Arikan Oztiirk, Tirkiye'de
medyanin trafik ve yol glivenligi konusuna yaklasimlari ve habercilik anlayis-
larini ortaya koymakta, yazili ve gérsel medyanin, trafik konulu haberleri bi-
cimsel ve icerik olarak nasil verdigini ¢oziimlemektedir.

Omer Acikgdz, Merve Kardelen Bilir,“Bireysel Emeklilik Sistemi ve Etkili ile-
tisim Bicimi Olarak Reklam” baslikli makalelerinde Turkiye'de Bireysel Emekli-
lik Sistemi (BES) ile reklamlari arasindaki etkilesimli iliskiyi analiz etmektedir.

Our second issue, including original and in depth research, compilation
and book reviews which deal with communication from several point of
views, carries on to interact academically with eleven articles and two essays.

In his article “Convergence Culture, Revisited”, Henry Jenkins reviews the
main concepts in “Convergence Culture: Where Old and New Media Collide’,
“Spreadable Media: Creating Meaning and Value in a Networked Society’,
which hasn't been translated into Turkish yet, and “By Any Media Necessary:
The New Youth Activism” in this issue. Moving toward a phase in which the
collision of new and old media is determinant, Henry Jenkins touches on the
new anticipated issues.

Jan de Vos' “Which Subject for the Digital?: A Critique of Digitalization’s
Roots in (Neuro)Psychologization” article looks critically into how (neuro)psy-
chological models are used precisely in modelling our avatars and smart en-
vironments with the help of (inter)subjectivity.

Betiil Onay Dogan, Yildiz Dilek Ertiirk and Pinar Aslan are interpreting chil-
dren’s bullying cases in terms of communication practices in “Cyber Bullying
Oriented Cyber Harassment Towards Female Facebook Users Become Sexual
Harassment: A Descriptive Analysis Through News Coverage” They analyze
how Facebook shares are used for cyber bullying, cyber harassment and how
this content the victims produce may turn into a means of harassment in real
life through exemplary cases.

In“Crime and Media’, Tugce Er, Alev Elmas and G6kben Hizli Sayar examine
the effects of crime and violence programs on people in media such as radio,
television, internet and newspaper. They explain theories and hypotheses de-
veloped by researchers to reveal the relationship between media and crime,
also include studies which are related to the subject.

In “Investigative Journalism: A Conceptual Evaluation’, Siileyman irvan
defines investigative journalism; then goes on to explore the distinctive
qualities of investigative journalism; the development of investigative jour-
nalism in the world and in Turkey; institutionalization of investigative jour-
nalism; methods of investigative journalism and discusses public support
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for investigative journalism.

In “The War in the Digital Era: The Example of the Drone” article, M. Ertan
Kardes emphasizes that the drone and the robotics in wars give rise to incorri-
gible and irreversible problems and also the drone is referring to the process-
es of maintaining the crisis of the age.

Ceyiz Makal Fairclough’s “The Value of Photography as a Methodology
within the Social Sciences” sets out the main theoretical developments, in-
cluding around the role of the researcher within the research process, that
have allowed photography to become such a valuable aspect of social sci-
ence research. It also explores the different methodologies that can be ad-
opted by photographers within a social science research project.

In “Recent Trends in Teaching Animated Cartoons and Animations” article,
Ayse Nesrin Akoren presents an overview of several important learning and
teaching strategies: evolving new anime methods, tracking of global and ar-
tistic interaction in the process of creativity and recent trends in applications
and how these strategies should inform learners for better solutions.

Gulcennet Oztiirk Celebi deals with the Palaeolithic periods, aims to ex-
plain the communication symbols of the related periods with a descriptive
analysis and how human beings communicate with the world and other in-
dividuals before the written civilization in “Communication in the Prehistoric
Ages”.

In “Traffic and Road Safety News in Turkish Media A Comparative Content
Analysis”, Aydan Ozsoy and Ebru Arikan Oztiirk aim to present approaches
and understand news of media channels in Turkey about traffic and road.
They also aim to analyze how the written and visual media gives traffic news
as formal and content.

Omer Acikgdz and Merve Kardelen Bilir's “The Individual Pension System
and Advertising as Effective Communication” analyzes the interactive rela-
tionship between the Individual Pension System (BES) in Turkey and its ad-
vertisements.

We would like to express our gratitude to the esteemed scholars who
contributed to this issue with their articles and book criticisms. To become a
substantial and strong interactive platform with each new journal, we expect
your contributions to our April issue.
