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The Vocational Training Faculty of Gazi University and
SUMERHALI A.$. have made an agreement on a one year
joint project We believe that this project including design,
ornamentation, handicraft and textiles, will be a successful
product of university-industry co-operation.

The first of the activities of the 1996-1997 academic
year was performed at the conference hall of the Vocational
Training Faculty of Gazi University on November 20, 1996.

The meeting under the title of “1st Turkish Hand-Made
Carpet Trade" was enriched by an exhibition including the
products of Siimerhali carpets and kilims. The exhibition
covering beautiful samples was important because it showed
visitors the characteristics of Turkish hand-made rugs and
the work of Sumerhah.

5 panellists including Siimerhali staff were listened to
by officials of related public institutions, academics and
students.

The panel was opened by a speech of the Vocational
Training Faculty Dean Prof. Refet Yinang stressing that the
rug trade goes back to ancient times and belonged to the
Turks.

The panel was chaired by Assis. Prof. Goniil Ighilen. The
first panellist was Fahrettin Kayipmaz, specialist of Stimerhali
A.S. Product Research. Development Directorate and with
his presentation "The Historical Development of The Turkish
Hand-Made Carpet", he dealt with phases of the Turkish
hand-made carpet from the 4th century to the Anatolian rug
tradition. The presentation prepared by Fahrettin Kayipmaz
and Naciye Kayipmaz concluded that "these beautiful carpets,
sold at astronomical prices, are taken away from Anatolia
because we do not protect them. Regular registration of
carpets and kilims found in mosques is not carried out
which shows us what a long way still we have to go in order
to protect our carpets. Inthe past these noble carpets were
weaved by Turcomen, those weaved at Hereke, Sivas and
isparta were also Turcomen. One of the most important
responsibilities felt by Sumerhah is to put to good use

current productions keeping in mind they are the result of
2000 years of experience of tradition and industry.

The second panellist, Nevzat Ganioglu Deputy Director
of Stimerhali A.S., dealt with the historical background of
the institution, its responsibilities, objectives and its role as
a protector of the Turkish hand-made rug sector and its
position in the sector through his presentation under the
title of "Historical Development and Position in the Sector
of Stimerhali A.S.". In his speech he dealt with exhibitions
held in Turkey and abroad in which Stimerhali took part. Fie
also talked of skill acquisition courses, training courses for
300 migrants from Bosnia and courses to produce quality
carpets, which Stimerhali A.S. organised.

Adem Kaderli, Simerhali A.S.'s General Director's
Advisor gave two presentations, “SiimerhalTs View of
Traditional Turkish Carpet-Making" and "The Characteristics
of Fibres Used by Stimerhali and the Methods used for
colouring loop fibres". He stated the continuous activities
throughout the country on the protection of the authentic
nature of Turkish hand-made rugs during its historical
development and continuing this up to today and the
pioneering status of Stimerhali in its sector, in his first
speech. Inthe other presentation, he dealt with the views
of Sumerhall on the production of fibres that are the main
elements of carpets, and the painting of them.

Ali Yurdakul, Deputy Director of Product Research-
Development of Siimerhall, mentioned the development of
various figures used in carpets in parallel to cultural,
geographic, artistic, traditional and historical changes, and
colour and composition approaches, in his presentation.
"Figure-Colour and Composition Approaches Used in Hand-
Made Rugs of Stimerhali".

The last panellist, Yalgin Dorteller Deputy Director of
the Quality Control Commission of Stimerhali A.S., in his
presentation under the heading of "Total Quality Management
of Suimerhall" dealt with SiimerhalTs approach to quality
and its implementations in parallel to its politics.

After the summary of chairperson Assis. Prof. Goniil
Icbilen showing her dedication to the subject, the General
Director of Apprenticeship-Non Formal Training, Esat Sagcan
stressed the requirement of training young people to protect
our culture, our handicraft, our traditions, and the importance
of apprenticeship training in the carpet sector.

Sumerhali A.S. has carried out its activities with the
2nd Turkish Hand-made Rug Panel on December 3, 1996
to inform relevant parties about its activities, to establish
a common approach between Gazi University Vocational
Training Faculty and Stimerhali A.S, to preserve traditional
motifs, colours, techniques used in Turkish hand-made
rugs, and to improve today's hand-made carpet sector.
The articles about "The Pattern Characteristics of Turkish
Hand-Made Rugs and creating patterns", “Structural Changes
Transition from Traditional Hand-Made-Made Kilims to
Commercial Kilims", and "The Share of Turkish Hand-made
Rugs in National and International Markets" which
were discussed on this panel, will be published in the next
