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Tirk sanatinin en eski érneklere sahip oldugu
dallarindan biri hali dokumacilhigidir. Bilindigi gibi
Anadolu'daki erken drnekleri 13. yiizyila indirilen Turk
halilari uluslararasi bir tine sahiptir. Konya Mevlana, Konya
islam Tiirk Eserleri, istanbul Tiirk ve islam Eserleri,
istanbul Vakiflar Hali ve Kilim Miizesi gibi miizelerimiz
bu konuda kronolojik bir sistematikle Selguklu, Beylik ve
Osmanl dénemlerine ait bilinen, bilinmeyen, yayinlanmis,
yayinlanmamis pek ¢ok haliyi biinyesinde korumaktadir.
Diger taraftan bu miizeler ve tlkemizdeki pek cok miize
Cumhuriyet donemine ait ¢ok sayida etnografik degeri
bulunan hali koleksiyonuna sahiptir. Bu durum
yurtdisindaki mizeler agisindan da aynidir. Yurtdisindaki
pek ¢ok mizenin en degerli koleksiyonlari Tirk
halilarindan olusmaktadir. Bu baglamdaAris Dergisi gerek
bilinmeyen 6rneklerin giin 151§1na cikarilmasi, gerek
bilinen érnekler Uzerinde yeniden calisiimasi ve gerekse
halilarin dokiimantasyon islemlerinin tamamlanmasi
acisindan bilylk dnem tasimaktadir. Diger taraftan bu
dergi hali Gzerine calisan profesyoneller ve bu konuya
gonil vermis amatdr sanatseverlerin bulustugu,
haberlestigi bir ortam saglama acisindan da énem
tasimaktadir. Yuzyillar boyu siiregelen hali sanatinin
ihtisaminin yanisira adini ¢6zgi karsihgi kullanilan aris
s0zclglnden alan bu dergi ayni zamanda kilim, cicim,
sumak, zili, isleme vb. gibi ¢dzgl tzerinde gelisen diger
sanat dallarina da egilerek onlarin da taninmasini,
sergilenmesini saglayacak ve Tirk kiltiirinde biyik bir
acikhgr dolduracaktir. 09
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Carpet weaving is one of the branches of Turkish art
that has old specimens. As is known, Turkish carpets of
which the earliest examples were found in the 13th century
are famous world-wide. Such museums as the Konya
Mevlana, the Konya Islam Turkish Arts, the Istanbul Turkish
and Islamic Arts, and the Istanbul Foundations Carpet and
Kilim Museums help conserve many carpets known or
unknown belonging to the Seljukian and Ottoman periods.
On the other hand, several museums in Turkey in addition
to those mentioned above hold a wide range of carpet
collections having ethnographic value. The same can be
said for museums abroad. Turkish carpets are the most
valuable collections of these museums. In this context, Aris
is important in terms of both explaining unknown aspects,
and the revaluation of known samples, and the completion
of the documentation of these carpets. Aris, on the other
hand, will serve as a platform where professionals of carpet-
making and amateur lovers of art will meet and exchange
views. Aris, whose meaning is 'warp', besides the
magnificence of the art of carpet-making, will also deal with
other types of weaving art such as kilim, cicim, sumak, and
zili which have developed on the warp and make them
known and exhibite them. Consequently, Aris fills an important
gap in Turkish culture. «»
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
