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Tirk hali sanatinin ihtisamini gozler 6niine seren,
gerek fotograflariyla, gerekse baski kalitesi ile mikemmel
sayilabilecek yeni bir yayin Turk kultirinin hizmetine
sunuldu. Turk hali sanati i¢in oldukga iddial bir donem
olan 13 ile 18 yuzyil arasindaki dénemi ele alan bu kitabin
her zaman basvuru kitabi olacagi siiphesiz. Yurtici ve
yurtdisindan ¢ok 6zel 163 parca halinin tam sayfa
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resimlerinin bulundugu bu kitap, Londra National Gallery,
Varsova Museum Narodowe ve Berlin Nationalgalerie’de
bulunan Turk halilarinin resimlendigi tablolarin gériintileri
ile zenginlestirilmistir.

Istanbul Tiirk ve islam Eserleri Miizesi, istanbul
Vakiflar Hall Miizesi, Konya Mevlana Miizesi, Berlin islam
Sanatlari Mizesi (Staatliche Museen zu Berlin Museum
fur Islamische Kunst), Budapeste Uygulamali Sanatlar
Muzesi (Iparmiiveszeti Mizeum) ve Heinrich Kirchheim
Koleksiyonundaki en nadide parcalarin bir arada tanitildigi
bu kitap Ahmet Ertug tarafindan yayma hazirlanmis,
Tekstilbank' m sponsorlujunda Milano'da basiimistir.

Turk ve islam Eserleri Miizesi Mudiirii Dr. Nazan
Olcer, Berlin islam Sanatlari Miizesi Miidiirii Dr. Volkmar
Enderlein, Budapeste Uygulamali Sanatlar Miizesi Hali
Seksiyonu Baskani Dr. Ferenc Batéri, Londra National
Gallery Danigsmani Dr. John Mills'in Tirk hali sanati ile
ilgili yazilarinin yer aldigi kitapta, kataloglanan hallarin
teknik incelemeleri Berlin islam Sanatlari Miizesi Tekstil
restoratdri Nils Riters tarafindan yapilmistir. Robert
Bragner'in edit ettigi bu kitabin tasarimi Joelle Danon
tarafindan yapilmig, renk ayirimi ve baskisi Milano'da,
ciltleme islemleri Padova'da gerceklestirilmistir.

Bu kitabin ortaya ¢ikmasinda blyiik gayretleri olan
Nazan Olger, kitabin basinda Tirk hali sanatinin
tamtiminda Friedrich Sarre, Ernst Kiihnel, Kurt Erdmann,
Oktay Aslanapa ve Serare Yetkin'in cok énemli rol
oynadiklarini belirterek mevcut calismalar tizerine bilgi
vermektedir. Turkiye ve Avrupa'da Tiurk hahlarinin
bulundugu miizelerdeki énemli parcalari Tiirk ve islam
Eserleri Mizesi'nde bir araya getiren serginin somut bir
calismasi olan bu kitabin ortaya ¢ikmasinda Tekstilbank'in
sponsorlugu tistlenmesinin 6nemine deginen Olger, sergiye
katilan Kisilere teker teker tesekkur etmektedir.

Kitabin Turk hali sanati ile ilgili ilk yazisi Dr. Nazan
Olger tarafindan kaleme alinmistir (s.VII-XXII). Ttirk hali
sanati tarihini ele alan yazi (Turkish Carpets and Their
Collections in Turkey) Pazink Halisindan 19. ylzyila kadar
olan dénemi en yeni bilgilerle yeniden yorumlamaktadir.
Konya Halilar olarak bilinen Selcuklu halilari, Osmanl
halilari, Turk halilarin Avrupa'ya ihraci ve Avrupa'da Turk
halilarina karsi baslayan buyuk ilgi, hayvan figurli halilar,
Usak halilan, Memlik ve Osmank saray haklan, ehl-i hiref
Orgltiinde halicilar, belgelere gore diger hali dokuma
merkezleri, fiyatlari ve Bati'ya ihraci, Turkiye'de hal
koleksiyonu ve Topkapi Sarayi halilari Nazan Olger'in
yazisinda degindigi baslica konulari olusturmaktadir.
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A new publication revealing the magnificence of the

art of carpeting and wvhich can be considered to be
perfectfrom the points of both photography and printing,
has been released to serve the Turkish culture. There is
no doubt that this publication dealing with the very
generous period of Turkish art of carpet making from
1Bth to 18th centuries, will alvways be a majoér reference
book. in addition to full page photographs of 163 carpets
from both Turkey and abroad, the book has been
enriched with pictures of paintings from London National
Gallery, Warsaw National Museum and State Museums
of Berlin National Gallery, in which Turkish carpets are
illustrated.

The most rare pieces from istanbul Museum of Turkish
and Islamic Arts, istanbul Vakiflar Carpet Museum, Konya
Mevlana Museum, Berlin Museum of Islamic Arts (Staatliche
Museen zu Berlin Museum fur Islamische Kunst, Budapest
Museum of Applied Arts (Iparmuveszeti Mizeum, and
Heinrich Kirchheim Collection are introduced in this book
which has been prepared by Ahmet Ertug, sponsored by
TekstilBank and published in Milan.

Articles from Dr. Nazan Olger, Director of istanbul
Museum of Turkish and Islamic Arts, Dr. Volkmar
Enderlein, Director of Berlin Islamic Arts Museum, Dr.
French Batari, Curator of the Carpets Section of Budapest
Museum of Applied Arts, Dr. john Mills, London National
Gallery Advisor on Turkish art of carpeting are included
in the book; the technical inspection of the classified
carpets is performed by the Textile Restaurateur of Berlin
Museum of Islamic Arts, Nils Ruters. The book designed
by Joellle Danon, has been edited by Robert Bragner;
preprint, and print processes were held in Milan, where
binding has been completed in Padova.

Nazan Olger, who has made a lot of effort during ali
the preparation and production period of this book,
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mentions Friedrich Sarre, Ernst Kiihnel, Kurt Erdmann,
Oktay Aslanapa and Serare Yetkin's significant role in
the presentation of the Turkish art of carpeting in her
prologue, and gives information about current studies.
Olger, also highlights the importance of the sponsorship
provided by Tekstil Bank for the creation of this book
which is a very solid output of the exhibition held in
istanbul Museum of Turkish and Islamic Arts, and extends
her gratefulness to ali the contributors.

The first article in the book, concerning the Turkish
art of carpeting, is again provided by Dr. Olger. Turkish
Carpets and Their Collections in Turkey titled article
revievving the history of Turkish art of carpeting, re-
evaluates the period starting with Pazirik Carpet and
comes up to the 19th century. Other topics of the article
are Seljuk carpets, which are also knowwn as Konya carpets,
Ottoman carpets, the exportation of Turkish carpets to
Europe and the great interest of Europeans to those
carpets, carpets with animal figures, Usak carpets, Memluk
and Ottoman palace carpets, carpet manufacting centers,
prices, and Turkish carpet collections.

Dr. Volkmar Enderlein, in his article, reminds the
importance and superior quality (vvhich is a result of
3600 per square meter of Pazirik carpet found by Russian
archeologist in 1949, and states that Turkish knot
technique had been used in this carpet. Enderlein, also
gives detailed information about Seljuk period Konya
carpets which had been considered to be the best and
most beautiful carpets by Marco Polo. European painters
such as Holbein, Bellini and Lotto depicted Anatolian
carpets in their paintings, is another topic of Dr.
Enderlein's article named Medieval Carpets from Asia
Minér. Finally, he comments on carpets with geometrical
figures vvoven in Cairo under the influence of Memluks,
and their impact on Ottoman palace carpets after the
concurrence of Cairo.

Dr. Ferenc Batari, highlights the importance of carpets
in the cultural relations betvveen Turkey and Hungary,
in his article titled Turkish Carpets from Budapest. Also
giving numeric records of the Turkish carpets in their
collections, Dr. Batari states that Turkish carpets grasp
noticeable interest in Hungary. Three Memling, two
Holbein, thirteen Lotto and a number of 17th century
prayer rugs from the Museum wvhich possesses a very
rich collection of Turkish carpets, are pointed out in his
article. Batari, determines the origin of the prayer rugs,

metrekarede yaklasik 3600 diigimi oldugu vurgulayarak
kalitesi ile 6énemine deginmektedir. Enderlein, Marco
Polo'nun "Diinyanin en iyi ve en giizel halilar" dedigi
Selguklu donemi Konya halilan hakkinda aynntili bilgiler
vermektedir. Hans Holbein, Lorenzo Lotto, Gentile Bellini
gibi Avrupali ressamlann eserlerinde Anadolu halilannin
resimlendigini belirten Enderlein, ayrica yazisinda
Kahire'de Memlik Sultanlarinin himayesinde Uretilen
geometrik desenli halilarin, Osmanlllarin Kahire'yi
almasiyla Osmanh saray halilarini nasil etkilediklerini
vurgulamaktadir.

Budapeste Uygulamali Sanatlar Miizesi, Hali Seksiyonu
Baskani Dr. Ferenc Batéri'nin Budapeste'deki Turk
Halilarini (Turkish Carpets from Budapest) ele alan
yazisinda (S.XXIX-XXXVII) Tirkiye Macaristan kilturel
iliskilerinde halinin 6nemli bir yer tuttuguna
deginmektedir. F. Batéri, kayitlarda gecen Tirk haklannin
sayisal dokimuni vererek, Turk halilannin Macaristan'da
benimsendigini ifade etmektedir. Budapeste Uygulamal
Sanatlar Miizesi'nin son derece zengin bir Turk halisi
koleksiyonuna sahip oldugunu belirten Batari, bu yazisinda
Miize’de yer alan tic Memling, iki Holbein, onii¢ Lotto ve
17. ylzyila ait pek ¢ok seccadeye yer vermektedir. Bu
seccadelerin Ladik, Gordes, Kula oldugunu ve bunlarin
Transilvanya Halilari olarak adlandinldigim ifade eden
arastirici 1914'te Budapeste Uygulamali Sanatlar
Miizesi'nde 358 parcadan olusan cok buyuk bir sergi
gerceklestigini ve bunlarin bir cogunun Kkiliselerden
geldigini yazisinda belirtmektedir. Batari'nin Macaristan'da
Turk halilar1 Uzerine uzman olmasi, bir ¢cok belgeye
erisebilmesinin Turkiye igin ¢ok buyuk bir kazang
oldugunu dusiiniyoruz. Yazisi kiltirler arasi iliskiyi
pekistirmesi agisindan da son derece biiylk bir degere
sahip.

Kitabin son yazisi doktorasi da bu alanda olan Londra
National Gallery danismanhdi yapmis Dr. John Mills'a ait.
Bati Avrupa resimlerinde Turk halisi (The Turkish Carpet
in the Painting of\Westermn Europe) konusunu ele alan Mills
yazisinda (S.XXXIX-XLIV) Carpaccio, Holbein, Lotto,
Bellini, Crivelli, Pierro della Francesca, Andrea Previtali,
Sebastiano del Piombo, Willem Key, Francois Clouet,
Cornelis de Vos, Nicholaes van Gelder ve Pieter de
Hooch'un resimlerinde Tirk halilarinin nasil yorumlandig
ifade edilmektedir. Hemen hemen hepsi tarihli olan bu
ressamlann eserlerinde gorilen Turk halilan bugiin ancak
koleksiyonlarda yerini alan drnekler igin tarihlendirmede
O6nemli dl¢it olusturmaktadir.

Turk halh sanati icin ¢ok 6zel 163 parca 6rnek, tam
sayfa resimlerle ilgilenenlere sunulmaktadir. Bu halilann
bazilarinin detay resimleriyle gorsel zenginlige kavusan
kitapta ayrica Turk hallarinin resimlendigi tablolara yer
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verilmistir. Kronolojik sira ile verilen levhalar su bashklar
altinda toplanmistir: Erken Orta Cag halilari, Geg Orta
Cag hahlar, Buyik ve kiigiik sekizgenli hallar, Holbein
halilan, Memling halilan, geometrik desenli Konya halilan,
Lotto halilan, biytik boyutlu Usak halilan, madalyonlu ve
yildizh halilar, bulut motifli halilar, beyaz zeminli Usak
halilar1, Saf Seccadeler, anahtar delikli seccadeler,
seccadeler ve Transilvanya halilari.

Kitabin sonunda 163 parca halinin teknik analizleri
Nils Ruters tarafindan yapiimis. Bu bolimde (s.225-232)
donemi, ylzyili, malzemesi, boyutlari, digim teknigi,
nerede bulundugu ve yayinlanmissa yayin hakkinda bilgiler
bulunmaktadir. Kitap bibliyografya ile sona ermektedir.

Konusunda uzman birbirinden degerli yazarlarin
olusturdugu bu bilgi birikimi bu konuda hemen herkesin
basvuracagi bir yayin olarak karsimiza ¢cikmaktadir. Tlrk
hali sanatinin zenginliginin yabanci otoritelerce de kabul
edildigi bir yayin haline gelen bu kitabin hazirlanmasinda
emegi olan herkesi kutluyoruz. Kitapta yer alan yazilann
Turkee ve diger dillerde de yayinlanmis olmasinin boyle
bir yayinin daha genis kitlelere duyurulmasini saglayacagi
inancindayiz.

Sadece sanayisi ile degil kilturi ile de zenginlesen ve
bunu birbiri ile paylasan toplumlarin cajdas uygarlik
seviyesine ulasmalari da o kadar kolaydir. Son derece
zengin olan kilttr unsurlarimizdan halyi tanitan bu kitabin
minyatdr, ¢ini, seramik, tas, ahsap, maden... gibi diger
alanlara 6rnek olmasi ve sanayicilerimizin Tekstilbank'ta
oldugu gibi bu calismalari desteklemesi en blyik
istegimizdir. «

exhibition held in the Museum in 1914 which included
358 pieces most of vhich had been brought from
churches, is also given. We believe, that access of Dr.
Batari, who is an expert on Turkish carpets

in Hungary, to very important documents

can be very beneficial for Turkey, and his

article strengthening the inter-cultural

relationship isvery valuable especially from

this point of view.
