Altincr yilimizda yeni sayimiz ile karsmizdayiz. Bu sayida iki Ingilizce bes
adet de Tirk¢e bagimsiz makale ile ¢ikiyoruz. Hadi Gamshadzehifar ve
Abdolmoghset Banikamal ¢alismalarinda Beluci-Siinni etnik azinliginin iran
Islam Cumbhuriyeti’nin asimilasyon temelli yaklasimina karsi tepkisini ele
almaktadir. Ibrahim Efe ise ¢alismasinda sosyal medyada Kiirt kadin savas-
cilarin imgelerine yakindan bakmakta ve bu imgelerin Batili giicler ve Kiirt
siyasi gruplari tarafindan Suriye’deki uzun siireli i¢ savasta siyasi konumla-
rin1 mesrulastirmak i¢in nasil kullanildigini ortaya koymaktadir.

Tiirkge makalelerde ise Fuat Aksu ve Ayse Kiiciik Tiirk dis politikasinin
o6nemli krizlerinden biri olan Musul Rehineler krizi sirasinda Tiirkiye nin
kriz yonetimine yakindan bakiyor. Caligma Tiirkiye’nin silahli devlet dis1
aktor ile yasadigi krizi ele almasi1 nedeniyle son donemde popiiler olan devlet
ve devlet dis1 aktorler iliskisine dair literatiire nemli katkida bulunmaktadir.
Diger bir ¢alisma olan Helin Sar1 Ertem’in makalesinde Tiirkiye’nin, yeni
dis politika aktorlerinin Filistin’e yonelik soso-ekonomik yardimlari ele alin-
maktadir. Ertem ¢aligmasinda Tiirk Kizilayi, Tiirk Isbirligi ve Koordinasyon
Ajansi (TIKA), Yurtdisi Tiirkler ve Akraba Topluluklar Baskanlig1 (YTB),
Yunus Emre Enstitiisii (YEE) ve Diyanet Isleri Baskanhig: (DiB) gibi resmi
kurumlar ve THH Insani Yardim Vakfi gibi sivil toplum drgiitlerinin Filistin’e
yonelik yardimlarina yakindan bakmaktadir.

Irak’ta devlet kimliginin mevcudiyetini, niifuzunu ve kapsamini tarihsel ve
giincel yansimalari tizerinden ele alan ¢alismasinda Tunahan Yildiz, Irak si-
yasetini tarihsel olarak okumanin ana paradigmasi olan yapaylik tezine karsi-
lik alternatif bir tarih ortaya koymaktadir. Hiidayi Sayin ve Ahmet Cirakoglu
ise Iran’daki siyasi ekolleri ele aldig1 calismasinda fran’daki Muhafazakar,
Reformist ve Ilimlilar ad1 altindaki siyasi bloklar1 yakindan inceliyor. Biitiin
farkliliklarina ragmen, Sayin ve Cirakoglu aktif siyasal aktorlerin tamaminin
Humeyni’nin cilibbesinden ¢iktigini ve onun anlayigimin farkli yorumlariyla
giincellestirilmis formlar1 oldugunu da not etmektedir.

Son ¢aligma olan Mustafa Oztop’un Muhammed bin Selman’a odaklanan
makalesi rejimin giivenligi i¢in dis politikanin nasil aragsallagtirildigini ele
almaktadir. Oztop bu iki dinamik arasindaki aragsal iliskiyi “kimliklerin
yeni olustugu ya da degisim gecirdigi donemlerde dis politikanin daha 6nem-
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li hale geldigi” arglimani iizerine temellendiriyor. Bagimsiz makalelerin yani
sira bu sayida okuyucular dort farkli kitap tanitimini1 da okuma imkani bula-
caktir.

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EDITOR’S NOTE

Dear readers,

We are here again with our new issue in our sixth year. In this issue, we
come out with seven independent articles, two in English, five in Turkish.
Hadi Gamshadzehifar and Abdolmoghset Banikamal discuss the reaction of
the Baloch-Sunni ethnic minority to the assimilation-based approach of the
Islamic Republic of Iran. In his study, Ibrahim Efe closely looks at the images
of Kurdish female fighters on social media, and reveals how these images
are used by Western powers and Kurdish political groups to legitimize their
political positions in the long-term civil war in Syria.

Among Turkish-language articles, Fuat Aksu and Ayse Kiiciik look at Turkey’s
crisis management during the hostage crisis in Mosul, one of the major crises
of Turkish foreign policy. Since it deals with a crisis, which Turkey has
had with an armed non-state actor, the study contributes significantly to the
literature on the relationship between state and non-state actors, which has
recently become popular. Another study done by Helin Sar1 Ertem deals with
the socio-economic aid of Turkey’s new foreign policy actors to Palestine. In
her examination, Ertem takes a keen look at government agencies such as the
Turkish Red Crescent, the Turkish Coordination and Cooperation Agency,
the Presidency for Turks Abroad and Related Communities, the Yunus
Emre Institute, the Presidency of Religious Affairs, as well as civil society
organizations like the Humanitarian Relief Foundation (IHH) and their help
to Palestine.

Tunahan Yildiz, who in his study scrutinizes the existence of Iraq’s state
identity, its impact and scope through the lens of current and historical
repercussions, suggests an alternative history in place of the artificiality
thesis, which has been the main paradigm in the historical reading of
Iraqi politics. Exploring Iran’s political schools, Hiidayi Sayin and Ahmet
Cirakoglu dwell on Iran’s political blocs embodied by the conservatives, the
reformists, and the moderates. Despite all differences, Sayin and Cirakoglu
find that all active political actors rose from Khomeini’s ashes and so are
versions — updated by various interpretations — of his understanding.

The last article, in which Mustafa Oztop focuses on Muhammad bin Salman,
provides an analysis on how foreign policy is instrumentalized to maintain
regime security. Oztop bases the instrumental relationship between these two



dynamics on the argument that “foreign policy becomes more important as
identities newly form or undergo change”. Apart from independent articles,
readers will have the chance to read four distinct book reviews in this issue.
