Ugiincii makalede,
Zeynep Gamze Kalkanly, 11 Eyliil saldirilar: 6zelinde teroriin psikolojik etkilerini ele
almustir ve iyilestirici terapiler kapsaminda EMDR (Eye Movement Desensitization
and Reprocessing) terapisiyle tedavi olan iki vaka iizerinden travma sonrasi stres
bozuklugunun tedavisine deginmistir. Dordiincii makalede, Cemile Burcu Kartal,
Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti'nin baskenti Ankara’nin imarinin 1920’lerde yasanan biiyiik
doniisiimii temsil eden niteligini, 1928-1930 doneminde Hdkimiyet-i Milliye
gazetesinde yayimlanan koge yazilariyla destekleyerek tartismustir. Besinci ve son olarak,
Merve Bas, Melisa Aksu, Hiiseyin Uniibol ve Gékben Hizli Sayar'in makalesinde,
akademisyenlerdeki is doyumu ile algilanan sosyal destek arasindaki iligki incelenmistir
ve bu amagla Uskiidar Universitesi'nde gerceklestirilen arastirmanin sonuglar:
paylagilmstr.

Fifth and
lastly, in the article of Merve Bas, Melisa Aksu, Hiiseyin Uniibol and Gokben Hizli
Sayar, the relationship between job satisfaction and perceived social support among
academicians is examined and the results of the research conducted at Uskiidar
University are shared.
