Yeni bir say1 ile daha karginizdayiz. Bu sayida yedi bagimsiz makale ve dort
kitap tanitim yazisi bulacaksiniz. . Aytag Kadioglu’nun kaleme aldig1 ilk
makale, Suriye I¢ Savasi’n1 sona erdirmede uluslararasi goriismelerin etkisi-
ni ele almaktadir. Bu baglamda Arap Birligi Baris Plani, Birlesmis Milletler
(BM) baris girisimleri, Cenevre, Viyana ve Astana barig goriismelerini yakin-
dan incelemektedir. Bu detayli incelemenin sonunda yazar, arabulucularin
dogrudan ya da dolayli olarak catigsmalara miidahil aktorler olduklarini ve
bu nedenle tarafsiz bir siyaset izleyemedikleri sonucuna varmaktadir. Uste-
lik uluslararasi toplum da i¢ savasi sona erdirme noktasinda ortak bir tavir
gelistirememistir. Dolayisiyla, neredeyse biitiin aracilik girisimleri soruna bir
¢Oziim getirememistir.

Ikinci makale Eray Alim tarafindan kaleme alinmistir. Fransiz Sosyolog Pier-
re Bourdieu’niin sembolik gii¢ kavramindan yararlanan ¢aligma, sokak sana-
tinin Filistin kolektif bilincine direnis duygusu asilamada nasil etkili bir arag¢
oldugunu gostermektedir. Yazar ayrica Israil’in Filistinlilerin yaptig1 sokak
sanatini1 engelleme ¢abalarina da deginmekte ve bunlar1 nasil giivenlik nem-
leri ile ele aldigini gostermektedir. Esra Cavusoglu’nun kaleme aldig1 bir di-
ger makale ise Katar’in uluslararasi siyasette 6ncii konumunu ele almaktadir.
Yazara gore 1995 ve 2013 arasinda hem ekonomik hem de politik diizlemde
etkinligini artiran Katar bu tarihten sonra uluslararasi siyasetteki bu giiciinii
kaybetmeye baglamistir.

Bu sayidaki dordiincii makale Tiirk/Tilirkmen toplum ve siyasi tesekkiille-
rin Kiirt topluluklar1 ile modern millet ve milliyet¢iligin dogusuna kadar
olan donemdeki karsilikli iligkilerini kimlik temelli bir perspektiften tarihsel
olarak incelemektedir. Mustafa Onur Tetik bu incelemesiyle en son Donald
Trump’in glindeme getirdigi “Tiirkler” ve “Kiirtlerin™ yiizyillardir birbirle-
riyle savastig1 seklindeki popiiler argimanin neden problemli oldugunu ka-
nitlar1 ile ortaya koymaktadir. Birinci Diinya Savasi’nda Arap Cephesi’nde
gbrev yapan lttihat ve Terakki Cephesi hiikiimetinin 6nde gelen isimlerinin
hatiralarini ele alan Can Eyiip Cekig, son Osmanlic1 diigiinceye yakindan
bakmaktadir. Bu baglamda caligma, Falih Rifki, Cemal Pasa ve Halide
Edip’in savag sonrasi anilarinda nasil Osmanli i¢indeki Arap ve Tiirklere or-
tak bir gelecek tahayyiil ettiklerini gostermektedir.

Misir’da devrim ve karst devrimi ele alan ¢alismasinda Ayfer Dogan, 2013
askeri darbesinde dis giiclerin roliinii sorguluyor. Bu baglamda Dogan, Av-
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rupa Birligi, Amerika Birlesik Devletleri ve Korfez monarsilerine yakindan
bakiyor. Bu incelemenin sonucunda dig aktorlerin Misir’da demokratik bir
gecise olumlu katkilari olmadig tespitine vartyor. Ali Bilgenoglu ve Hikmet
Mengtiaslan’in kaleme aldig1 son yazi ise tarihsel sosyolojik bir bakisla dev-
rim sonrasi Libya 6rneginde “demokrasiye gegis” paradigmasinin uygunlu-
gunu sorgulamaktadir.

Bu sayida Filiz Cicioglu’nun derledigi Ortadogu’da Sivil Toplum — Imkanlar
ve Kisithliklar, U. Giilsiim Polat’m kaleme aldig1 Tiirk-Arap iliskileri: Eski
Eyaletler Yeni Komsgulara Doniistirken (1914-1923), Zekeriya Kursun’un
editorliigiinii yaptign Ortadogu’yu Kuran Ideolojiler ve son olarak da Hasan
Hanefi, Abdulvehab Messiri, Muhammed Abid Cabiri ve Rasid Gannusi’nin
yazilarindan olusan Cagdas islam Diisiincesinin Sorunlari kitaplarmin deger-
lendirmeleri mevcuttur.

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EDITOR’S NOTE

We are here again with a new issue. In this issue, you will find seven
independent articles and four book reviews. The first article by I. Aytac
Kadioglu addresses the impact of international negotiations in ending the
Syrian Civil War. In this context, the Arab League Peace Plan, the United
Nations peace initiatives, and the Geneva, Vienna and Astana peace talks are
closely examined. At the end of this detailed analysis, the author concludes that
mediators are actors involved directly or indirectly in conflicts, and therefore
cannot pursue a neutral policy. Moreover, the international community has
not developed a common attitude towards ending the civil war. Therefore,
almost none of the mediation attempts could achieve a solution for the Syrian
civil war.

The second article is written by Eray Alim. Using the symbolic power concept
of French Sociologist Pierre Bourdieu, the study shows how street art is an
effective tool to instill a sense of resistance into the Palestinian collective
consciousness. The author also addresses Israel’s efforts to block street
art by Palestinians and shows how it treats this art with security concerns.
Another article written by Esra Cavusoglu addresses Qatar’s leading position
in international politics. According to the author, Qatar, which increased its
effectiveness in both economic and political levels between 1995 and 2013,
started to lose this power in international politics after this date.

The fourth article in this issue examines the historical relations of the Turkish/
Turkmen society and political organizations with Kurdish communities
during the times before the birth of modern nation and nationalism from the
identity-based perspective. With this analysis, Mustafa Onur Tetik reveals
how problematic the popular argument that the “Turks” and “Kurds” have
been fighting each other for centuries is. Can Eyiip Cekig, addresses the
memoirs of the leaders of the Union and Progress Party, who served at the
Arab Front during the First World War, and takes a close look at the last
Ottomanist thought. In this context, the study shows how Falih Rifki, Cemal
Pasha and Halide Edip imagined a common future for the Arabs and Turks in
the Ottoman Empire in their post-war memories.

In her work on the revolution and counterrevolution in Egypt, Ayfer Dogan

questions the role of external actors in the 2013 military coup. In this context,
Dogan takes a close look at the European Union, the United States and the



Gulf monarchies. At the end of this analysis, she concludes that foreign
actors do not have a positive contribution to a democratic transition in Egypt.
The last article by Ali Bilgenoglu and Hikmet Mengiiaslan questions the
suitability of the “transition to democracy” paradigm in the post-revolution
Libya example a historical sociological perspective.
