As of May 2020, Uskiidar University Journal of Social Sciences has reached its tenth issue.
As we have done so far, by preserving our multidisciplinary approach, we have included
in this issue studies by distinguished academics from the disciplines of International
Relations, Political Psychology, History, Psychology, and Cultural Studies. In addition
to original research articles, we share a translated article and a book review with you
in this issue.

In the first article, Ibrahim Arslan and Soner Karagiil tackle the COVID-19 pandemic
as a global threat and aim to develop insights and productive discussions regarding the
present and probable results of this both personal and social and local, national, and
global experience. Secondly, there is my article in which I introduce and outline political
psychology as an interdisciplinary field whose development accelerated since the second
half of the twentieth century and depth and extent have gradually widened. The purpose
is to convey information about the depth and extent of political psychology and to increase
its visibility in Turkish literature, by touching upon the psychological foundations of
individual and social political behaviors, the emergence of political psychology as an
academic field, and the intersection between political psychology and terrorism studies. In
the third article, Mustafa Caliskan focuses on the historical analysis of Kurdism activities
in Syria and the activities of PKK and PYD, upon turning points such as the Arab
Spring and the Syrian Civil War, within the framework of continuity and transformation.
In the fourth article, Ibragim Khasanov discusses the ways of reflections of the Syrian
crisis continuing in connection with the Arab Spring on Russian press by analyzing the
newspapers and explaining the social dynamism that the Arab Spring generated in the
Middle Eastern countries. In the fifth article, Pinar Demir and Nursu Cakin Memik
elaborate the relation between self-injury behavior and the experiences of childhood
maltreatments within the context of the relevant research by analyzing the tendency of
self-injury behavior to emerge and/or increase along with emotional abuse, sexual abuse,
physical abuse, and neglect. Finally, as the sixth article for this issue, Berhan Ozdemir
Eroglu’s article conducts postcolonial analysis on the comic book “Tintin in Congo” by
investigating and criticizing the biases embedded in the book. Besides the original research
articles, this issue involves a translated article by Tayfun Dogan and Mert Akcanbas
in which Sigmund Freud's thoughts on happiness are collected in the form of a virtual
conversation by the author Timothy C. Thomason, and secondly, a book review by Saniye
Aybiike Berk con “Cagdas Tiirkcede Kelime Gruplart”, which is Oktay Selim Karaca’s
translation of A. N. Baskalov's book “Slovosogeteniya v Sovremennom Turestkom Yazike.
