From the Editors

While preparations for the TJPH Covid
special issue continue, we present our
August installment to your attention. We
have prepared 8 articles in this issue. Two
of the research articles consist of
methodology-based original research. In the
first article, different methods for
calculating the value of statistical life in
Turkey are compared and their applicability
is discussed in the national and
international  contexts.  The  second
methodology-based  research is  an
validation of the "Obstacles to Healthy
Eating at Home Scale” developed for
parents by Cullen et al. In their original
research article, Ocal et al. examine the
relationship between optimism levels in
adult life and quality of life in health,
emphasizing the importance of making
optimism and hope a part of people's lives
in order to improve their quality of life. In
another research article, the public health
nursing competencies of graduating nursing
students are examined. The study reports
that the highest levels of student
competencies are in community-based
planning. In their study, Orhaner et al.
examine the effects of performance-based
payment systems on physicians’
perceptions of organizational justice and
showed that performance-based payment
systems affect physicians' perception of

organizational justice negatively. In the
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study, it was emphasized that
approximately 90% of the physicians' daily
working hours are more than eight hours,
likely contributing to increased instances of
professional burnout. In his review article,
Donar examines the concepts, applications,
opportunities and challenges of digital
epidemiology and the use of digital data —
an increasing trend in research in recent
years. Yavuz, in his report evaluating the
spread of mercury - an important
environmental health problem - summarizes
the available literature on mercury exposure
in Turkey and abroad, focusing on its health
consequences. He  emphasizes  that
protective measures are insufficient and
necessary policies should be developed and
implemented. Lastly, Aslan and Giiler’s
hopeful letters to the editor, which they
have dedicated to John M. Last, will
provide an enjoyable read for all public

health professionals.
