Anadolu ve gevre kiiltiir bolgelerinde gergeklestirilen arkeolojik ve arkeoemetrik ¢aligsmalar yaninda eski ¢ag dilleri
ve sanat tarihi {izerine yapilan bilimsel arastirmalarin sonuglarinin yayinlanmasinda iilkemizin 6nde gelen hakemli
siireli yayinlarindan biri olan TUBA-AR Dergisinin 26. sayisini1 sizlere sunmaktan memnuniyet duymaktayiz.

25. sayidan itibaren gorev basina gelen yeni editorler heyeti ile, derginin uluslararasi goriiniiliirliigiiniin artirilmasi,
yayinlanan makalelerin kalitesinin yiiksek tutulmasi ve uluslararasi yayin endekslerindeki yerini daha da kalici
kilmak adina, dniimiizdeki sayilarda, sadece Anadolu degil, Anadolu'nun ¢evre kiiltiir bolgelerinde yiiriitiilen
disiplinleraras1 arkeolojik ¢aligmalara da yer vermeyi hedefleyen TUBA-AR dergisi, ciddiyetle ele alinan
hakemlik stirecleri ve hakkaniyetle uyguladigi titiz makale segimleri sayesinde iilkemizin en saygin bilimsel yayin
organlarindan biri durumundadir.

Tiirkiye arkeolojisini dogusundan, bat1 kiyilarini olusturan Ege denizine; kuzeyde Karadeniz’den giineydeki
Akdeniz’e kadar uzanan cografik kapsamda ve Paleolitik Cag’dan Orta Cag’a kadar uzanan genis kronolojik
yalpaze gergevesinde ele alan farkli konulardaki dokuz makalenin yer aldigit TUBA-AR’n 26. sayis1, iilkemizde
gergeklestirilen arkeolojik kaz1 ve arastirmalarin gesitliligini de yansitmaktadir.

26. sayiin i¢erisinde Orta Anadolu Bolgesindeki yeni Paleolitik kesifler, Anadolu ve Mezopotamya — kuzey Suriye
kiiltiirleri arasindaki gecis noktasi olan Toroslar’in kuzey ucunda, Kalkolitik dénemdeki kiiltiirel ve ekonomik
gelismelerin ele alindig1 makaleler yaninda dzellikle Karadeniz bolgesinde Inonii Magarasinda gerceklestirilen
kazilar 1s181nda, bolgenin ¢ok az bilinen Kalkolitik Cag yasamina ait dnemli bulgular ilk kez bilim diinyasina
sunulmaktadir. Kuzey Ege’de Maydos Kilisetepe’de agiga ¢ikarilan belli bir buluntu grubunun zamansal siire¢
icerisinde yerlesimdeki mekansal dagilimlarinin analizinin yapildigi makale, giiniimiizde arkeolojik ¢aligmalarda
hassas bir sekilde yapilan dokiimantasyon sayesinde ulasilabilecek ilging sonuglar1 ortaya koymasi agisindan giizel
bir 6rnegi teskil etmektedir. Derginin bu sayisinda, 6zellikle Hellenistik donem Anadolu’su ile ilgili ii¢ makale
sirastyla, Antik donem yazili kaynaklar1 ve sikke buluntularinin karsilagtirmali bir sekilde degerlendirilmesiyle
Paphlagonya bdolgesindeki Amastris antik kentinin yonetici kiiltliniin ortaya konmasi, Metropolis antik kentinin
nekropolisinin Hellenistik donemden itibaren kentin gelisimiyle paralel olarak degisen lokalizasyonuna ait tespit
caligmalar1 ve Karadeniz bolgesindeki Hellenistik ve Roma dénemi kaya mezar gelenekleri ile ilgili yeni bulgular
ele alinmaktadir. TUBA-AR dergisinin yayin ilkeleri kapsaminda énem verdigimiz konulardan biri olan arkeolojik
arastirmalarla koordineli bir sekilde yiiriitiilen arkeometrik ¢aligmalar kapsaminda, Cizre kalesi kazilarinda ele gegen
Orta Cag donemine ait cam Orneklerinin analizleri ve yine ayni donemlere ait Batman — Hasankeyf yerlesimindeki
Er Rizk Camii minaresindeki yapisal malzemelerin arkeometrik analizlerinin sonuglarinin yayinlandig: makaleler,
derginin bu sayisinda yer almaktadir.

Her yil 400’den fazla arkeolojik kazinin ve 150’den fazla yilizey aragtirmasinin ytriitiildigi tilkemizde, ortaya
¢ikarilan yeni bilimsel sonuglarin en kisa zamanda ve en genis 6lgekte, uluslararasi bilim diinyasina duyurulmasinda
giin gectikce daha da 6nem kazanan bir rolii olan TUBA-AR’1n yeni sayilarina makalelerinizi beklerken, 26. Sayinin
zamaninda hazirlanarak kaliteli bir sekilde sizlere ulastirilabilmesinde biiyiik emekleri olan TUBA Baskani Prof. Dr.
Muzaffer SEKER’e, Editor, Yayin ve Danisma kurullarindaki degerli hocalarimiza ve meslektaslarimiza tesekkiir
eder, bu sayinin teknik ve biirokratik islerini basar1 ile tamamlayan Asiye Komut, Fatih Akin Ozdemir ve Cansu
Toprak’a tesekkiirlerimizi sunariz.

EDITOR’S NOTE

We are pleased to present you the 26™ issue of TUBA-AR; one of Turkey’s leading refereed journals for publishing the results
of archaeological work carried out in and around Anatolia, including research on archaeological sciences, ancient languages
and art history.

With its new editorial committee from the 25" issue onwards, while acknowledging the hard work of our predecessors, we have
striven to increase the quality of papers presented here, as well as the international visibility of the journal and its accessibility.
We have also aimed to make the journal, as well as the articles contained within, to have a stronger impact among journals
featuring in international citation indexes. Our future perspective is to include more interdiciplinary research, dealing not only
with Anatolia but also with the neighbouring cultural areas.

The 26" issue of TUBA-AR includes articles dealing with a wide-ranging geographical area extending from eastern Turkey
to the Aegean coast in the west and from the Black Sea in the north to the Mediterranean coast of Turkey in the south.
Chronologically the articles range from the Palaeolithic until the medieaval period. The issue is thus a good reflection of the
wide range of archaeological work being conducted in Turkey.

The present issue includes an article revealing new evidence for the central Anatolian Palaeolithic and another focusing on the
cultural and economic developments between Anatolia and Mesopotamia (including northern Syria) during the Chalcolithic
period, reflecting a view from an important junction at the northern end of the Taurus mountains. Results from a new excavation
at the Inénii Cave in the Black Sea region, also presented in this volume, are shedding new light on the little known Chalcolithic
period of the region. The fourth article in this issue is a study dealing with a diachronic spatial analysis of a group of finds
from Maydos Kilisetepe in the northern Aegean region. The ensuing three articles deal with Hellenistic Anatolia. The first
focuses on the identification of a “ruler cult” at the city of Amastris in Paphlagonia within the Hellenistic period, based on
detailed analyses of ancient sources and coins. The second article on the period concerns the localization of the necropoleis of
Metropolis from the late Hellenistic Period onwards. The final article on Hellenistic Anatolia is a study on rock tombs found
in the Black Sea region during the Hellenistic and Roman periods.

The 26th issue of TUBA-AR also includes two more articles on archacometric studies of glass finds from the Cizre Castle
excavations as well as an analysis of building materials from Er Rizk Mosque at Hasankeyf, both dating from the medieval
period.

More than 400 excavations and nearly 150 surveys are currently taking place in Turkey, adding a vast amount of new
information to our archaeological and historical knowledge every year. The TUBA-AR journal is proud to be part of
this dynamic research environment and is eager to contribute to the advancement of archaeological research in Turkey
by creating a genuine environment for the publication of scientific academic research at an international level. We also
would like to take this opportunity to express our gratitude to all scientists who have contributed to this issue with their
research and academic evaluations of the current state of knowledge. Our special thanks to the Chairman of TUBA,
Prof. Dr. Muzaffer Seker, who has shown great effort in enabling the publication of this issue in a timely and exemplary
manner; and thanks to our fellow scholars and colleagues on the Editorial, Publication and Advisory Boards. We would
also like to thank Asiye Komut, Fatih Akin Ozdemir and Cansu Toprak for successfully completing the technical and
bureaucratic aspects of the 26" issue.
