11-15 Aralik tarihleri arasinda ise Delhi, Hindistan’da 19. ICOMOS (Uluslararas1 Anitlar ve Sitler Konseyi)
Genel Kurulu ve Bilimsel Sempozyumu gergeklestirildi. Ana temasi “Miras ve Demokrasi” olan bu Uluslararasi
Bilimsel Sempozyum, farkli paydaslarin var oldugu diinyada yeni olanaklar kesfedilmesini, kiiltiirel farkliliklarin
yarattig1 zorluklar ile yerel ve kiiresel topluluklar arasi tartigma ve miicadelelerin anlagilmasini amaglamaktaydi.
Sempozyum boyunca kiiltlirel miras ve demokrasi temasi, kiiltiirel miras ve siirdiiriilebilir kentsel kalkinma iligkisi;
farkli topluluklarin koruma ve yonetim siirecine katilimi; barigin ve demokrasinin insasinda kiiltiirel mirasin rolii
gibi temel konular 15181inda kapsamli olarak tartisildi. Diinyanin cgesitli yerlerinden ve farkli disiplinlerden ¢ok
sayida katilimciy1 bir araya getiren bu uluslararasi toplanti, kiiltiirel miras alaninda anlayis ve iletisimi giiglendiren,
uluslararasi igbirliginin gelisimine katki saglayan 6énemli bir ortam olusturdu.

Her iki toplantinin da odaginda yer alan kiiltiirel miras ¢esitliligi, farkli topluluklarin kiiltiirel mirasa iligkin
farklilasan algilari, kiiltiirel miras odaginda bir araya gelebilme ve diyalogun 6nemi, i¢inde bulundugumuz dénemin
ve cografyanin 6ne ¢ikan konulari olarak siiphesiz ki daha uzun siire tartigilmaya devam edilecektir.

PRESENTATION

Coexistence of different societies with diverse values, beliefs, traditions and life styles leads to a cultural wealth;
while at the same time, provokes tensions and conflicts causing the destruction and loss of cultural heritages. This
raises the importance of understanding the differing perceptions of different stakeholders related to the same heritage
places and ensuring the dialogue among them.

These current issues were addressed recently in two scientific meetings, in national and international levels:

During 26th-28th October, 2017, a National Symposium entitled “Conservation: Dialogue between Past | Present |
Future” was organized by Chamber of City Planners Ankara Branch, TED University Faculty of Architecture and
METU Graduate Program in Conservation of Cultural Heritage, for the memory of Prof. Dr. Goniil Tankut. The
symposium, which was focusing on the search of dialogue for conservation, provided a highly participated, multi-
faceted and fruitful discussion medium covering the themes such as, dialogue within habitat; dialogue between
different stakeholders; interdisciplinary dialogue, dialogue with local authorities; dialogue between society and
space; dialogue between societies and cultures; media as a tool for dialogue and conservation struggles in search for
dialogue.

Another important event was 19th General Assembly and Scientific Symposium of ICOMOS, which was held
in Delhi, India from 11th — 15th December, 2017. The theme of the Scientific Symposium was “Heritage and
Democracy”, with the aim to explore the possibilities for cultural heritage in a world of multiple stakeholders,
recognizing the challenges of cultural diversity, and resulting contestations among local and/or global communities.
During the Symposium, cultural heritage and democracy are discussed comprehensively, considering the main issues
such as, relation between cultural heritage and sustainable urban development; engaging diverse communities into
the conservation and management process; the role of cultural heritage in building peace and democracy. Participants
from different disciplines all around the world attended the meeting, which provided an important occasion to promote
international co-operation and strengthen understanding and communication in the field of heritage.

Being at the focus of both meetings, diversity of cultural heritage, diverse perceptions of different communities about
the cultural heritage, the ability to come together around cultural heritage and the importance of dialogue for heritage
conservation, will undoubtedly continue to be discussed for a long time as issues of the era and geography we are in.

As TUBA-KED, we aim at contributing to the formation of a qualified scientific publication, communication and
discussion platform in the field of cultural heritage, by bringing these current topics and news to the agenda, as well as
by publishing scientific studies that emphasize the diversity of cultural heritage. In this respect, the articles in the 16th
issue of TUBA-KED, represent a wide spectrum ranging from the ancient period to the modern, from rural areas to
urban, from houses to monuments, from movable cultural properties to immovable ones, through which we continue
to reveal the tangible and intangible traces of cultural diversity and historical continuity.
