SUNU

“Bilgi ¢cagr” va da ““dijital ¢ag” olarak adlandirilan 21. yiizy1l, teknolojik yenilikleri insanligm hizmetine sunmakla
kalmamug, farkli disiplinlerde yeni bilimsel yontemlerin gelismesine de imkan tanimugtir. Kiiltiir tarthi ile 1lgili yapilan
belgeleme ve analiz caligmalarinda bilgi cagmin teknolojik imkanlari kullanilmakta, daha 6nce hayal dahi edilemeyen
bilimsel verilere kolayca ulagilmaktadir. Ancak, bugiin bu gelismeler yasanirken, insanligmn ortak mali olarak kabul
edilen maddi kiltiir varliklar (antik yerlesimler, dini yapilar, sivil mimarlik érnekleri ve hatta miizeler), basta savas
ve teror eylemleri nedeniyle belki de tarihinin en aci kiyimini yagamaktadir. Bunun bir 6rnegi olarak son yillarda
ozellikle Irak ve Suriye’de yasanan tarihi eser talani ve katliami ne yazik ki hepimizin gézii 6niinde gergeklesmis ve
tim diinya tarafindan garesizce izlenmistir. Benzer olaylar maalesef iilkemizde de zaman zaman cereyan etmektedir.

Dolayisiyla bir yandan 21. yiizyilin sundugu teknoloji firsatlarindan bahsederken 6te yvandan esi benzeri olmayan
kiiltir varliklarinin yok edilmesi bugiiniin tartismasiz en biiyiik ¢eliskisidir. Maddi kiltiir varliklarinin talani bir yana,
toplumumuzu ya da toplumlari bekleyen en biiyiik tehlikelerden biri de gelenek-gérenck-6rf-adet vb. gibi kavramlarla
ifade edilen degerlerin unutulmasi, unutturulmasidir. Somut olmayan kiiltiirel degerler olarak adlandirabilecegimiz
bu davranis ve gelenck bilinci, adina “iletisim ¢ag1” denilen ancak duygusal iletisimsizligin 6n planda oldugu
bugiinlerde zaman zaman demode olarak goriilmektedir.

Alaninda igerigi
itibariyle bir ilk olan TUBA-KED, sadece iilke 6lgeginde degil diinya cografyasi itibariyle bolgesel anlamda da
bilimsel ¢alismalara ev sahipligi yapmaktadir.
