SUNU

mahremiyet, kisisel mekan, toplumsal iliski, bireylerin davranis ve normlari, ortakliklar, iiretim bigimleri, gelenekler
kiiltiiriin bilesenlerini olusturmaktadir. TUBA-KED olarakhedefimiz; kiiltiir kavrami altinda degerlendirilen ve
yukarida da genel hatlan ile ifade edilen biitiin bilesenleri makale ve envanter formatinda bilim diinyas ve toplumun
ilgili kesimleri ile paylagmaktir.

Harun Urer’in “Tarihe Taniklik Eden Evlerden Bir Ornek: Salihli Miidire Evi” baslikli makalesinde Salihli’nin
istasyon bolgesinde bulunan, Kutulus Savasinda da rol oynamis énemli bir mimari ve kiltiirel miras érnegini teskil
eden Miidire Hanim Evi ele alinmis ve tarihe taniklik eden 6zellikle sivil mimarlik 6reklerinin korunmasi konusuna
dikkat ¢ekilmistir.

PRESENTATION

The region we live in brings a wealth of culture and diversity with it. Culture includes a sum of material and emo-
tional values created within the historical and social development process, which are expressed as tools showing
the dominance of people on their natural and social environment to create these values and transfer them to the next
generation.

Climate and topographical features, active language, religion and other characteristics, settlement patterns,
land divisions, land ownership, deed systems, family and relation structures, eating habits, eating styles, religious and
symbolic systems, status identification styles and symbols, social identity, attitudes and nonverbal communication,
cognition charts, privacy, personal space, social relations, behavior and norms of individuals, associations, produc-
tion styles and traditions are the components of culture. As TUBA-KED our goal is to share all of the components that
are considered to be part of the culture concept, and for which we have provided the general outline above, i article
and inventory format with the science world and community.

The TUBA-TUKSEK (Turkish Culture Sector) project, which was started in 2001 under the coordination of Prof.
Dr. Ufuk Esin, began with studies concerning the tangible and intangible cultural heritage done in different regions
of Turkey and continued to the present with the TUBA-KED Culture Inventory Journal, which began publication
contributing to the field of science as of 2003. In the 12th edition of the TUBA-KED journal there are 7 important
articles that will set a precedent for our tangible and intangible cultural heritage.

In Zeliha Demirel Gokalp’s article on archeological heritage and the preservation of archeological heritage titled
“The Bronze Byzantine Coins in the Bilecik Museum™ the dating and assessment of Byzantine coins in the Bilecik
Museum are discussed as the most important data of Byzantine coin circulation. Leyla Kaderli’s article titled “The
Preservation of Archeological Sites Approach from the Beginning to the Present” opens a debate on the subjects of
archeological site preservation methods, the development of preservation awareness as of the republic’s establish-
ment, the development of general preservation history and the progress of museums in Turkey, as well as various
types and methods of preservation.

In Harun Urer’s article titled “An Example of a House that has Witnessed History:: The Miidire Hanim’s House in
Salihli,” Miidire Hanim’s house located in Salihli’s station district, which played a role in the War of Independence
and constitutes an important example of an architectural and cultural heritage is discussed and attention is draw to the
need for preserving samples of civil architecture in particular that have been witnesses to history.

In “The Symbols of Past Water Culture: The Existing and Lost Ottoman Period Fountains of Izmir — Cesme™, the
work by Ahmet Karac¢ol and Selim Sarp Tuncoku, the existing Ottoman fountains and those that did not make it to
the present in [zmir’s Cesme district are documented for preservation purposes and various recommendations are
presented on this subject.

In Ahmet Ali Bayhan’s article titled “Two Examples of Canti Mosques from Ordu/ Persembe™ two examples of
mosques, the Kutluca Quarter Mosque and the Afirli Quarter Mosque, built by Canti technique with special features
i response to the region’s conditions and needs are discussed.

The article on “Sorcery-Religion Association in the Context of a Handwritten Prayer Book in the 19th Century™ is an
mteresting work in the field of cultural heritage that is discussed on a different scale. In this article that was written by
H. Saim Parladir, while the practical dimensions of religion are discussed, the existence of prayer books in the con-
temporary period when printed sources were developed and sorcery-religion associations in a handwritten document
including prayers and spells dated back to the 19th century and the relation between traditional religion and sorcery
logic are discussed in parallel.



The last article in the 12th edition belongs to Tugge Sahin entitled “Micro Freedom Areas in Urban Locations™. This
work opens the concept of how urban culture is formed in our present cities to discussion; and ‘micro freedom areas’,
alternative uses that correspond to this concept, the venues an urban resident discovers during their daily activities
as well as the micro spaces they create and how these alternative venues are positioned in the memory of the city are
emphasized.

On behalf of Assoc. Prof. Dr. Harun URER and Assoc. Prof. Dr. Giiliz BILGIN with whom we fulfilled the dutics of
editorship, I wish to express my respect and gratitude to TUBA Chairman Prof. Dr. Ahmet Cevat ACAR, who con-
