SUNU

TUBA-TUKSEK TURKIYE KULTUR ENVANTERI PROJESI

1. GIRIS: TUBA-TUKSEK’in Amact

Tiirkiye Bilimler Akademisi konseyinde alinan bir kararla 21 Kasim 2001 tarihin-
den itibaren Tirkiye Kiltir Sektori’ni (TUBA-TUKSEK) yasama gegirdi. Bu
amacla cesitli tiniversitelerden akademisyenlerin ve sivil toplum orglitlerinden uz-
manlarin yogun katihmlariyla bir dizi toplanti diizenlendi. Turkiye Kultur Sekto-
riiniin amaci, 6ncelikle korumakla yiikiimli oldugumuz somut ve soyut gesitli kiil-
tiir varhklarimmizin kendi ekolojik ortamlariyla belgelenmesi ve evrensel kiiltiir mi-
rasimizin toplumsal ve ekonomik bir gelismeye katkisi olacak sekilde degerlendi-
rilmesi olarak belirlendi.

2. TUBA-TUKSEK KULTUR ENVANTERI PROJESININ
OLUSTURULMA SURECI

Kiiltiir mirasimizin gerektigi sekilde degerlendirilebilmesi, korunabilmesi ve gele-
cek kusaklara aktarlabilmesi igin, éncelikle tiim kiiltiir varhklarimizin tam bir do-
kiimiiniin yapilmasi, yani envanterinin gikarilmasi zorunluydu. Buna ek olarak
kiiltiir varliklanmizla ilgili birikmis sorunlarim ¢éztimti i¢in yeni dneriler getirecek
sekilde egitim, miizecilik, restorasyon, mevzuatin ve idari yapinin cagdaslastiril-
masi, sanal ortamda veri tabanlarmin uygulanabilmesine ait ¢ahsmalarin yapila-
rak, bu konularda raporlann hazirlanmasi karar altina alindi.

Ancak akademisyen ve uzmanlardan olusacak ekiplerce gesitli alanlarda kiiltir
varliklarimin envanterlerinin ¢ikarilmasinin, onlarm tahribine engel olacag: ve ko-
runmalarim saglayacag aciktir. Bu bilincin yansimasi olarak 3 Mayis 2001 tarihin-
de TUBA ile Kiiltiir ve Turizm Bakanli arasinda Kiiltlir Envanteri Projesi igin ku-
rulan isbirligini belgeleyen bir protokol imzalandi

Envanter ekiplerinin ¢calismalarinda tam bir birlik saglanmasi gerekiyordu. Bu da
ancak cesitli alanlara ait kiiltiir varhklarimin kendilerine 6zgii tipte envanter figle-
rinin hazirlanmas: ve aym yontemlerin uygulanmasina baghydi. Akademisyenle-
rin uzun ugraslan sonucu her alan igin ayr1 envanter figi 6rnegi hazirlandi ve yon-
tem birligi saglandi. Ekiplerin envanter belgeleme ¢aligmalari sirasinda yalnizca bu
fislerin ve yontemlerin kullanilmast ilkesi bir zorunluluk olarak kabul edildi. Ctin-
kii ancak bu sistem ve yontem birligi i¢inde belgelenen kiiltir varhiginin sanal or-
tama aktarilmas: olasiydi.
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Boylece TUBA-TUKSEK kapsaminda en az 10 yil siirecek “Kiiltiir Envanteri Proje-
si” baslatildi.

3. TUBA-TUKSEK KULTUR ENVANTERININ
PILOT BOLGE UYGULAMALARI

Uygulamada karsilasilabilecek sorunlarin giderilebilmesi icin proje 6zellikle ‘ilge’
bazinda biri Giineydogu Anadolu’da Birecik-Surug (Sanhurfa), digeri I¢ Bati Ana-
dolu’da Buldan (Denizli) olmak tizere iki ayn pilot bolgede 2001 yili yaz aylannda
yasama gegirildi. Pilot Bolge ¢alismalar:1 2002 yilinda da stirdtirdildii.

Boylece Birecik- Surugta arkeoloji, kentsel mimari, kirsal mimari ve etnografya
alanlarinda, Buldan'da ise arkeoloji, kentsel mimari, kirsal mimari, sozli tarih, et-
nografya ve etnobotanik alanlarinda envanterler, uzman akademisyen ekiplerce ¢i-
kanldi. (Bk. Tablo 1-2)

4. KULTUR ENVANTERI PROJESININ TURKIYE'NIN
DIGER BOLGELERINE YAYILMASI ICIN ‘CALISTAYLAR’ DUZENLENMESI

Ekip kurarak TUBA-TUKSEK Kiiltiir Envanteri Projesine katilacaklara fis sistemi
ve yontemini aciklamak tizere arkeoloji, mimarhk, sozli tarih, etnografya, etnobo-
tanik alanlarinda 27-28 Haziran 2002 tarihlerinde ¢ahstaylar (atolyeler) diizenlen-
di. Bu calistaylara 47 kisi katildi. (Bk. Tablo 5-6)

2002 yilinda ‘Pilot Bolge'lere ek olarak Turkiye'nin diger baz bolgelerinde, cesitli
alanlarda calistaylara katilan akademisyenlerin kurduklart ekiplerin envanter ¢a-
hismalariyla proje yayilmaya bagladi. 2002 yihinda 3 ayn ekip arkeolojik (Ihsu baraj
bolgesinde, Sirnak, Siirt, Batman’'da, Denizli, Aydin, Mugla'da ve Eskisehir, Afyon-
karahisar, Kiitahya illerinde), 2 ekip kentsel mimarhk (Sinop’un Boyabat ilgesinde,
[zmirin Kemeralt semtinde), 1 ekip kirsal mimarhk (Mersin'in Athlar koyiinde),
Canakkale’de bir ekip tarih (son Osmanh dénemine ait yazitlar) bir digeri de et-
nografya alaninda (Kuzeybati Anadolu’da ‘Avunya’ hali ve el dokumalar) envan-
ter calismalarina basladi. (Bk. Tablo 3)

Projeye yeni katilmak isteyen akademisyen ve uzmanlar igin 2003 yihi Nisan ve Ma-
yis aylarinda tiim kiltiir envanteri alanlarinda gene cahstaylar diizenlendi. 2003
yilindaki ¢ahstaylara 50 kisi katilda.

2003 yilinda ayrica jeolojik envanterin gerekliligine dayanilarak bu alanda envan-
ter belgeleme ¢alismalarimin baslatilmas: karar altina alinda.

Sivil toplum kuruluglarindan Bebek Rotary Kuliibti, Bebek’te (Istanbul) TUBA-
TUKSEK ile igbirligi icinde ‘kentsel kiilttir varliklar1 envanteri’ projesine baglama
karar: alda.

Rektorliiklerince TUBA-TUKSEK Kiiltiir Envanteri Projesine katkida bulunmak
tizere Ege Universitesi ve Mersin Universitesi ile isbirligi saglanda.

6. YAYINLAR

2002 yalinda ‘pilot bolge’lere ait envanter calismalar Birecik-Surug ve Buldan olmak
tizere iki ayri cilt geklinde yayimlandi. Bunlara ek olarak proje ve ekiplerin ¢alisma-
lar1 hakkinda 6zet bilgi veren bir brogiir ve kitapgik da ilgililerin dikkatine sunuldu.

2002 yali kiiltir envanteri cahgmalari ile ilgili 4 yaymn baskiya verildi. Bunlar sira-
styla TUBA-TUKSEK Kiiltiir Envanteri Kilavuzu, pilot bolge ¢calismalarinin 2002
yili raporlaninin sunuldugu Birecik- Surug ve Buldan’a ait 2 ayn cilt ile yayim ye-
ni baslatilan TUBA-TUKSEK Kiiltiir Envanteri Dergisi (Journal for Cultural In-
ventory) olarak belirlendi.

Pilot bolgelerdeki envanter ¢alismalarimin bazi alanlar i¢in tamamlanmis olmasi ve
diger bolgelerde yeni envanter cahsmalarimin baslamasi nedeniyle, bu calismalara
ait raporlarm bundan boyle bir suireli olarak yayimlanan hakemli bir dergide su-
nulmasi kararlagti. Bu dergide yayimlanacak kiiltiir envanteri raporlarimn 2004 yi-
hindan itibaren ancak hakem denetiminden gectikten sonra baskiya verilebilecegi
ilkesi getirildi.

2003 yilinda 1. sayis1 basiimakta olan “TUBA-TUKSEK Kiiltiir Envanteri Dergisi”

bu kez yalmzca 2002 yilinda pilot bolgeler disindaki galigmalara ait raporlari kap-
sayacak sekilde planlandu.

7. SONUC

Kiiltiir envanteri belgeleme gahgmalarinin akademisyen/ uzman ekiplerin gogal-
masiyla yakinda tiim tilkemizi kapsayacak sekilde yayilacagi umudu igindeyiz. Bu

baglamda TUBA-TUKSEK Tiirkiye Kiiltiir Envanteri Projesine katkisi olan aka-
demisyen, uzman, sivil toplum oérgtitleri tiyelerine, projeye emegi gecen tiim birey-
lere yiirekten tesekkiirlerimizi sunmayi bir borg biliyoruz. Ulkemizde TUBA'nm,
Kiiltiir Bakanhgi'nin igbirligi ile baglattig bu kiiltiir seferberliginin bagariya ulas-
tirmanin bir yurttaghk gorevi olduguna ve ancak bu yolla kiiltiirel kimligimizin ay-
dinlanacagina inamyoruz.

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FOREWORD

TUBA-TUKSEK TURKEY’'S CULTURAL INVENTORY PROJECT

1. INTRODUCTION: Purpose of TUBA-TUKSEK

The Cultural Sector of Turkey (TUBA-TUKSEK) has been founded on Nowv.21st,
2001 by a resolution of the Council of the Turkish Academy of Sciences. For this
purpose, a series of meetings were organised and attended by academicians from
various universities, and NGO experts. The purpose of the Turkish Cultural Sector
is to document our diverse tangible and intangible cultural inheritance in their eco-
logical environment, and to assess our universal cultural heritage in such a way
as to contribute to the social and economic development.

2. CREATION PROCESS OF THE TUBA-TUKSEK
TURKISH CULTURAL INVENTORY PROJECT

In order for our cultural heritage to be properly assessed, protected, and trans-
ferred to future generations, it was first necessary to prepare a full list, or invento-
ry of all our cultural heritage.

Furthermore; in order to be able to offer new solutions for the accumulated prob-
lems concerning our cultural inheritance, the decision to modernise education,
museum studies, restoration, relevant regulations and the administrative organisa-
tion; to do the necessary preparations for implementing databases in the virtual
medium; and to prepare reports on these subjects was taken.

It is obvious that making an inventory of the cultural inheritance in various fields
by academicians and experts only shall prevent their being damaged, and shall aid
their protection. With this principle in mind, TUBA and the Ministry Of Culture
and Tourism have signed a protocol on May 3rd, 2003 to document their coopera-
tion on the subject.

The inventory teams had to work in complete coordination. This could only be
realised by preparing specific inventory cards for cultural heritage in different
fields; and by applying similar methods. After long studies by academicians, sam-
ple inventory cards were prepared for each field, and methods were standardized.
As a principle, it was accepted that the teams would only use these cards and meth-
ods during documentation of the inventory, as it was possible to transfer these
efforts to the virtual medium only by documenting the cultural inheritance in a
standardised system and method.

So, the “Cultural Inventory Project” within the framework of TUBA-TUKSEK was
started, to take at least 10 years.
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3. APPLIYING THE TUBA-TUKSEK
CULTURAL INVENTORY IN PILOT REGIONS

In order to be able to eliminate problems in practice, the project was implemented
in the summer of 2001 in two towns: Birecik-Surug (Sanhurfa) in Southeastern
Anatolia, and Buldan (Denizli) in Inner Western Anatolia. The pilot region studies
were continued in 2002.

Consequently, teams of expert academicians prepared inventories on archeology,
urban architecture, rural architecture, and ethnography in Birecik-Surug; and on
archeology, urban architecture, rural architecture, oral history, ethnography, and
ethno-botany in Buldan (Tbls. 1-2).

4. ORGANISING WORKSHOPS TO EXTEND THE CULTURAL INVENTORY
PROJECT TO OTHER REGIONS OF TURKEY

Workshops were organised on June 27-28, 2002 to explain the classification system
and method in the fields of archeology, architecture, oral history, ethnography, and
ethno-botany. 47 people joined these workshops (Tbls. 5-6).

In 2002, the academicians who had joined the workshops formed several teams,
and with their efforts to make inventories, the project started to expand. In 2003
three separate teams started work on inventorising archeology (around the Ihsu
dam; (in Sirnak, Siirt, Batman), Denizli, Aydin, Mugla, Eskisehir, Afyonkarahisar,
and Kitahya; two teams on urban architecture (Boyabat/ Sinop, Kemeralt1/ [zmir);
one team on rural architecture (Mersin”s Athlar village); one team on history in
Canakkale (inscriptions from the Ottoman rule); and another team on ethnography
(“Avunya” carpets and hand-woven fabrics in Northwestern Anatolia) (Tbl. 3).

Further workshops were organised in April and May 2003 on all cultural fields for
those academicians and experts who would like to join the project. 50 people joined
these workshops.

In 2003, it was decided that a geological inventory is also necessary, and studies
were begun to document an inventory in this field.

An NGO named the Bebek Rotary Club (Bebek, Istanbul) has decided to start the
“urban cultural inheritance inventory” with the cooperation of TUBA-TUKSEK.

Coordination was established with the rectorates of the Ege and Mersin universi-
ties to contribute to the TUBA-TUKSEK Cultural Inventory Project.

6. PUBLICATIONS

The inventory studies on pilot regions in 2002 have been published in two volumes
as Birecik-Suru¢ and Buldan. Furthermore, a leaflet and a booklet have been
offered on the projects, and the studies of the teams.

Four publications on the 2002 cultural inventory studies are prepared to be pub-
lished. These are; The TUBA-TUKSEK Cultural Inventory Guide, two volumes on
the 2002 reports about the pilot region studies on Birecik-Surug¢ and Buldan, and
the new TUBA-TUKSEK Journal for Cultural Inventory.

As the inventory studies in the pilot regions are completed in some fields, and new
studies are being started in others; it is decided to publish the reports of these stud-
ies in a refereed periodical. The cultural inventory reports to be published in this
periodical shall, in principle, be published only after being inspected by two refer-
ees.

The TUBA-TUKSEK Journal for Cultural Inventory, whose 1st issue is to be pre-
pared in 2003, is planned to include only those studies carried out in 2002 in towns
other than the pilot regions.

7. CONCLUSION

We hope that with the increase in the number of teams of academicians / experts,
the studies on the documentation of cultural inventory shall extend to all our coun-
try in the near future. Within this context, we would like to offer our sincere thanks
to all the academicians, experts, NGO members, and other contributors. We believe
that aiding the success of this cultural campaign started by TUBA with the coor-
dination of the Ministry of Culture and Tourism is a duty, and that our cultural
identity shall be revealed in this way.
