Sunus

Eski Tiirk kabileleri Altay Daglari’ndan Dogu Mogolistan’a kadar uzanan
bolgede olusmus ve daha sonra Orta Asya ve Avrasya’da kendi devletlerini
kurmustur. Ik Tiirk devletleri arasindaki ticari ve ekonomik iliskiler, go¢ akimlari,
etnodemografik siirecler ortak tarihi teoriler olusturmustur. Ik Tiirklerin defin
kiiltiiriinde mezar hoyligiinlin insasi, mezar taslar1 olarak gorev yapan c¢esitli
antropomorfik balbal ve kog taslarin yerlestirilmesi, birgok Tiirk halkinin kiiltiirel
diinya goriisii i¢in ortak bir 6zelliktir. Tiirk, Kazak, Azerbaycan, Tiirkmen, Gagauz
ve Kirgiz halklarmin etnik kokenlerindeki ortak gen havuzunu olusturan Oguz
kabilelerinin yerlesimleri ve antik kentleri, giiniimiizdeki Sirderya nehrinin orta ve
alt akimlarmin her iki tarafinda yer almaktadir. Oguz devletinin baskenti olan
Cankent’deki arkeolojik kazilarda bulunan anitlar, erken Tiirk kiiltiirtiniin ortak ve
en eski ornegidir. Tiirk¢e konusan halklarin Tiirk ailesine ait dilleri konugmasi da
onlarin belirli kiiltiirel 6zellikleri, genel olarak atalarmin ortak olusu ve tarihsel
kokenleriyle iligkilidir.

Tirk halklarmin kokeniyle ilgili efsane de Tiirk halklar1 i¢in ortaktir.
Kendilerini Ko6kbori’nin soyundan gelenler olarak goren Tirk toplumu, kurdu
inan¢larin temeli saymis ve ona deger vermistir. Eski Tirklerin soyagacina gore,
disi kurt ilk Tiirklerin annesi olmustur. Bir efsaneye gore, eski zamanlarda bir
tilkeyi diismanlar isgal eder ve bir cocugun kol ve bacaklarini keserek terk ederler.
Cocugu bir disi kurt bulur ve besler. Bu ¢ocuk ve disi kurttan tiireyen nesle ise
Tiirkler veya Asena soyundan gelenler denir. Bir baska efsaneye gore, tas bir
kaleye hapsedilen hanin iki kiz1 oray1 kaziyarak giren bir kurttan hamile kalir ve
onlardan Tiirkler tiirer.

571-582 yillarinda hiikiim siiren ilk Tirk Kaganlarindan biri olan Taspar
Kagan (Kutlik) tarafindan yapilan mezar kompleksinde korunan yazitta “kurt”

Imgesi tasvir edilmistir. Arastirmacilar bu yazitin st kismindaki borii (kurt)



imgesini “Asena (Kurt)” efsanesiyle iliskilendirirler. Eski Tiirkler kagani, onun
ordusunu, kaganhigin ist diizey yetkililerini Yabgu, Sad, Tarhan, Buyruk,
Tegin’leri gece ve giindiiz muhafizlari, giivenlik askeri birimlerini de “borii” diye
adlandirmiglardir. Kok borii (Mavi kurt), “Tanri’nin kurdu” anlamina gelir. Bu
nedenle Eski Tiirkler kurdun kafatasini bir direge baglayarak sembol, bayrak ve
sancak olarak kullanmislardir.

Tirk halklarinin ortak miras1 olan “Dede Korkut” kitabindaki “Salur
Kazan’in Evinin Yagmalanmasi”adli destanda Salur Kazan, diisman saldirisina
ugrayan ailesini aramaya ¢ikar.Yolda kurtla konusur ve ailesine kavusma yollarini
sorar. Tirk halklarmin ortak miraslarindan biri olan “Oguzname” yazitinda, sefere
¢ikan Oguzhan’in Oniine diisen kizil kurdun ona yol gosterdigi ve insan gibi
konustugu anlatilir. Bu yazili kayitlarda, kurdun tiim {ilkenin koruyucusu oldugu
goriinmektedir.Farkli zamanlardaki Tiirk devletlerinin bayraklarinda mavi Kkurt
tasvir edilmistir. “Mavi Tanr1”, “Mavi Gok”, “Mavi Kurt”, bunlarin hepsi Tiirkler
icin kutsal kavramlardir. Bu nedenle onlar kurtlar1 kendi pirleri olarak gormiistiir.

Gokler, yerylizii, su ve hayvanlar alemiyle iliskili arkaik dinlerin pek g¢ok
kalintilar1 zerdiistlilk, samanizm ve totemizm i¢in kutsal kabul edilmis ve daha sonra
eski dinlerin kalintilar1 islam dinine de dahil olmus ve nesilden nesile aktarilmustir.
Kuskusuz, Islam dini éncesi kalintilarin izleri (ates kiiltii, su kiiltii, hayvan kiiltii
vb.) buglinkii hayatimiza da yansimistir.

Tirk halklarinin ~ kiiltirindeki  butiinlik, ortaklik, geleneksel etnik
kiiltirimiizden acik¢a goriinmektedir. Tiirk halklarmin dili, kiltiri ve aile
geleneklerindeki ortak ozellikler, “Tek Tiirk™ ilkesini meydana getirir.Glinlimiizde
Tiirk devletlerinin asamali olarak Latin alfabesine ge¢isi, Tiirk devletlerinin ortak
yazi kiiltiirtinde bir birlik olusturulmas1 amaciyla atilan bir adimdir.

Bir dizi somut olmayan kiiltiirel mirasimizin UNESCO tarafindan Tiirk
devletlerinin ortak degeri olarak taninmasi, Tiirk devletlerinin manevi smirlarini
daha da yakinlastirmaktadir. UNESCO listesine, “Geleneksel meslege iliskin bilgi
ve beceriler” kategorisinde 2014 yilinda geleneksel prefabrik, mobil konut “kecge

cadir/yurt/boz iy”, “Sahne Sanatlar1” kategorisinde 2014 yilinda “Kiiy (ezgi)”,



2015 yilinda “Aytis (atisma)” Kazakistan ve Kirgizistan devletleri i¢in ortak bir
miras olarak dahil edilmistir. Nevruz Bayrami da UNESCO tarafindan “Gelenek,
gorenek, bayramlar” kategorisinde Tiirkiye, Azerbaycan, Hindistan, Iran,
Kazakistan, Kirgizistan, Tacikistan, Ozbekistan ve Pakistan’in ortak miras1 olarak
“Insanligm Somut Olmayan Kiiltiirel Miras1 Listesi’ne kabul edilmistir. 2016
yilinda ise lavas, katirma, jupka, yufka gibi ekmek yapma ve paylasma kiltiirii
Tiirkiye, Azerbaycan, iran, Kazakistan ve Kirgizistan halklarmin ortak kiiltiirel
miras1 olarak taninmustir.

2018 yilinda “Dede Korkut” destanlar1 Tirkiye, Azerbaycan ve
Kazakistan’in ortak degeri olarak taninarak UNESCO Aniti statiisiine layik
goriilmistir. “Koroglu” destan1 Tiirkiye ve Azerbaycan’in ortak mirasidir.Yusuf
Balasagun’un “Kutadgu Bilig”, Kasgarli Mahmud’un“Tiirk Dili S6zIigi”,Hoca
Ahmed Yesevi’nin “Hikmetleri’de Eski Tirk dilinde yazilmis ortak
degerlerimizdir.

Tirk halklarinin babadan ogula miras kalan ortak gelenegini “Yasayan
Miras” olarak kabul ediyoruz. “Kusbegilik” sanati, kartal ve sahin gibi yirtici
kuglar1 yetistirme ve ava gonderme uygulamasidir ve bu sanatin gelismesinde
Tirk ve Dogu devletleri halk bilgilerini nesilden nesile korumus ve aktarmistir.

Farkli yillarda Kazan, Tagkent, Tiirkistan ve Os sehirleri “Tiirk Diinyas1
Kiiltiir Bagkenti” olarak kabul edilmistir.

Tirkistan iki diinya esigidir;

Tirkistan er (yigit) Tirk’{in besigidir.

Muhtesem, Tiirkistan gibi yerde dogmak

Tiirk’e Tanr1’nin verdigi nasibidir, diyen sair Magcan Cumabayoglu,

beyitinde Turan vadisinden yayilan ilk Tiirklerin nesli olan Tiirk halkinin

heyecanini ortaya koyabilmistir.

Tirkiye, 1991 yilinda Kazakistan bagimsizligim1 ilan etmesiyle
Kazakistan’in bagimsiz bir devlet haline geldigini yarim saat i¢inde ilk taniyan
kardes devlet olmustur. Tirkiye Cumhuriyeti, 2017 yilinda Alas Orda Devleti’nin

100. yilin1 kutlamig ve 2018’1 Magcan Cumabayoglu’nu anma yili ilan etmistir.



Bu sene diinyay:r etkisi altina alan kiiresel COVID salgininda, Tiirkiye
Kazakistan’a sadece maddi yardim etmekle kalmamig, ayni zamanda manevi
destek de saglamistir. Tlirkiye Cumbhuriyeti, kalbinin Tirk devletlerinin kalbi ile
birlikte attigin1 diinyaya ispatlamis kardes bir tilkedir.

Old/Ancient Turkish tribes came into existence in region which
extended from Altai Mountains to Eastern Mongolia and later, founded
their own states in Middle Asia and Eurasia. Commercial and economical
relationships between the first Turkish states, flows of migration and
ethnodemographic processes created common (joint/shared) historical
theories. Building of burial mound (tumulus grave/Kurgan) in the first
Turks® funeral culture and placing of various anthropomorphic balbal
(stelae) and ram-figured stones, which function as grave stones, are a
common feature/characteristic for a lot of Turkish peoples’ cultural view of
world. Oghuz tribes’ settlements and ancient cities, who constitute common
genetic pool in ethnical origins of Turkish, Kazakhian, Azerbaijani,
Turkmenian, Gagauzian and Kirghizian peoples/folks, are today located on
either sides of middle and lower currents/streams of Syr Darya river.
Momuments, founded/discovered in archaeological excavation in Cankent,
capital of Oghuz state, are common and the oldest example of the early
Turkish culture. Turkish-speaking peoples’ speaking languages of Turkic
family is also related to their certain culturel characteristics, in general their
ancestors’s being common and their historical origins.

Also legend of Turkish peoples’ origin is common for Turkish
peoples. Turkish society, seeing itself as descendants of Kdkbori (Gray
Wolf or Sky Wolf), regarded wolf as foundation of beliefs and valued to it.
According to genealogical tree of ancient/old Turks, female wolf (she-
wolf/Asena) was mother of the first Turks. According to a legend, enemies
occupied a country in old times and left it by cutting a child’s arms and
legs. A female wolf found that child and fed the child. Generation,
descending from this child and female wolf, is called Turks or descendants

of Asena (female-wolf, she-wolf). According to another legend, two



daughters of the khan who was imprisoned to stone castle, got pregrant by
a wolf which entered into by digging there and Turks descended from
them.

On the inscription, protected in grave complex which was made
(constructed) by Taspar Qaghan (Kutlik), who ruled between 571-582, one
of the first Turkic Khans, the image ‘‘wolf’’ was portrayed (depicted).
Researchers associate the image ‘‘borii (wolf)’” on the upper part of this
inscription to the legend of ‘“Asena’’. Ancient Turks called khan, his army,
his high-level officers, Yabghus, Shads, Tarhans (Tarkans), Buyrugs and
Teghins, night and daytime guards, security military units, as ‘‘borii’’, as
well. Kok bori (Blue Wolf) means "Wolf of God’’. For this reason,
Ancient Turks used head of the wolf as symbol, flag and sanjak by tying it
onto a pole (mast).

In the legend, titled ‘“’Plundering of Salur Kazan’s home’’ in the
book of Dede Qorqud who is the common ancester of Turkish peoples,
Salur Kazan goes out in search of his family whom was attached by enemy.
On the way, he speaks with the wolf and asks it the ways to reunite/come
together with his family. On the inscription ‘‘Oghuznama’’, one of
common heritages of Turkish peoples, it is narrated that the red wolf which
strayed into Oguzhan, guided Oguzhan, taking a cruise, and that it spoke as
if it was human. On these written records, the wolf is seen as protector of
the whole country. Blue wolf was depicted/portrayed on flags of Turkish
states in different times. ‘‘Blue God’’, ‘‘Blue Sky’’, ‘‘Blue Wolf”’, all of
them are the sacred concepts for Turks. For this reason, they regarded the
wolf as their peer (leader/patriarch/spiritual guide).

A lot of remains of archaic religion associated with skies, earth, water
and animals were accepted as the sacred for Zoroastrianism, Shamanism and
Totemism and later, remains of old religions were also included into Islam

and were transmitted from generation to generation. No doubt, traces (fire



cult, water cult, animal cult etc.) of pre-Islam remains reflected on our today’s
life, too.

Integrity and commonality in Turkish peoples’ culture are seen
clearly from our traditional ethnic culture. Common characteristics in
Turkish peoples’ languages, cultures and family traditions constitute the
principle ‘‘One Turk’’. Today, transition of Turkish states to Roman/Latin
alphabet gradually is a step taken to combine (to create an uniformity) in
the common writing culture of Turkish states.

Recognition of a series of our intangible cultural heritage as
common value of Turkish states by UNESCO causes spiritual borders of
Turkish state to become closer. ‘‘Felt-tent/yurt/boz-iiy’” of traditional
prefabricated and mobile (portable) house/dwelling house in 2014 in the
category of ‘‘Knowledge and Skils to Produce Crafts’’; “‘Kily
(melody/song/tune)’’ in 2014 in the category of ‘‘the Performing Arts’’;
and ‘‘Aytis (Aytysh/duet)’” in 2015 were included into the UNESCO list as
a common heritage for Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan states. Also Nowruz
Bairam was recognized by UNESCO into ‘‘the List of Intangible Cultural
Heritage of Humanity’’ in the category of ‘traditions, customs and festive
events (social practices, rituals and festive events and knowledge and
practices concerning nature and the universe)’” as common heritage of
Turkey, Azerbaijan, India, Iran, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan,
Uzbekistan and Pakistan. In 2016, culture of making and sharing
(flat)bread such as lavash, katyrma, jupka or yufka etc. was recognized as
common cultural heritage of Turkey, Azerbaijan, Iran, Kazakhstan and
Kyrgyzstan peoples.

In 2018, epics/epic tales of ‘‘Dede Qorqud/Korkyt Ata/Dede
Korkut’ were recognized as common value of Turkey, Azerbaijan and
Kazakhstan and were deemed worthy of status of UNESCO monument.

The epic of “Koroglu” is common heritage of Turkey and Azerbaijan.



““Kutadgu Bilig’” by Yusuf Balasaguni, ‘‘Diwan Lughat al-Turk’’ by
Mahmud al-Kashgari and ‘‘Diwani Hikmet’” by Khoja Ahmad Yasawi are
our common values written in old Turkic language.

We accept common tradition of Turkish peoples/folks, inherited
from father to son, as ‘‘living heritage’’. Art of “Kusbegilik (Falconry)” is
a practice of raising/training raptors such as hawk and eagle etc. and
sending them to hunt and Turkish and Eastern States have protected and
transmitted folk/public knowledge from generation to generation in
developing this art.

Cities of Kazan (Republic of Tatarstan), Tashkent (Uzbekistan),
Turkistan (Kazakhstan) and Osh (Kyrgyzstan) were selected/declared as
“Cultural Capital of Turkic World™’.

Maghzan Zhumabayev, who said

““Turkestan is threshold of two worlds;

Turkestan is cradle of brave Turk.

Great, to be born in such a place as Turkestan.

Turkestan is its destiny (kismet) granted by God to Turk’’, in his couplet,
was able to present/reveal Turkish people’s excitement, who were
generation of the first Turks that had spread from Turan Lowland (Valley).

Turkey was the first brother/sister state to recognize within half-hour
that Kazakhstan became an independent state upon Kazakhstan’s
proclamation its independence in 1991. Republic of Turkey celebrated
centennial of Alash Orda State in 2017 and declared the year 2018 as
commemoration of Maghzan Zhumabayev.

In Global COVID pandemic which got the world under its influence
this year, not only did Turkey helped financially/materially to Kazakhstan
but also it provided moral support. Republic of Turkey is a brother/sister
country which has proved to the world that the heart of Turkey has beaten

together with that of Turkic states.



In each issue of international peer-reviewed ‘‘Academic Journal of
History and Idea’’, publication of articles by academic scientists from
Turkic states shows principle of clarity/publicity of Republic of Turkey in
science policy and that scientists have supported to scientific circulation of
