“Liibnan Hiikiimeti ve Liibnan
Toplumu Perspektifinden Liibnan’daki Suriyeliler” baslikli makalede Murat
Tinas, Liibnan’a 6zgili bazi siyasi dinamiklerden hareketle bu iilkenin Suri-
yeli miilteciler konusunda neden diger miilteci kabul eden iilkelerden farkli
oldugunu aciklamaktadir. Tbrahim Karatas ise “Ortadogu’daki Demokrasi
Eksikliginin Sebeplerinin Islam’m Rolii Uzerinden Yeniden Degerlendiril-
mesi” baslikli makalesinde Ortadogu’daki demokrasi eksikliginin nedenle-
rine odaklanmakta ve Islam’a referansla ortaya atilan nedenlerin agiklayi-
c1 olmadiginm1 savunmaktadir. Ona gore, Islam herhangi bir siyasi yonetim
bicimi 6nermemesine ragmen bdlgedeki sorunlarda roliiniin arastirmacilar
tarafindan abartilmaktadir.

Feyza Nur Atabay Oztiirk “Kii¢iik Devlet Neden Siiper Giig Ittifakindan Ay-
rilir? Soguk Savas Dénemi Irak, Misir ve Iran Ornekleri” baslikli makalesin-
de rejim degisikligi, lider degisikligi, travmatik olay ve iktidarin mesruluk
krizi gibi dinamiklere bakarak Ortadogu iilkelerinin siiper giiglerle yaptigi
ittifaklar1 neyin sonlandirdigini agiklamaktadir. Sami Kiraz, Tirkiye’nin
“Dogrudan Miidahale Oncesi Dénemde Suriye I¢ Savasi’na Yonelik Dis
Politikasinin Analizi” baglikli ¢caligmasinda neoklasik realizmin kavram ve
arglimanlarin1 kullanarak Tiirkiye’nin dogrudan askeri miidahale segenegi-
ne bagvurmadan dnce Suriye’ye yonelik politikasindaki degisim ve siirekli-
likleri agiklamaktadir. “Soguk Savas Sonras1 Dénemde ABD’nin Jeopolitik
Tasavvurunda Istikrarsizlik Cografyasi Olarak Ortadogu” baslikli makalede
Betiil Ozyilmaz Kiraz, Soguk Savas sonrasinda yayimnlanan Ulusal Giivenlik
Strateji Raporlar1 (UGSR) ile politik karikatiirleri elestirel soylem analizine
tabi tutarak Soguk Savas sonrasi donemde ABD’nin Ortadogu’ya yonelik
jeopolitik tasavvuru incelenmistir.

Halil ibrahim Erol “1798-1850 Aras1 Misir’da Matbaa: Tarih Alaninda Ne-
sir ve Terclime Faaliyetleri” baslikli ¢caligmasinda Misir’daki matbaanin te-
sisi ve nesriyata baglanmasi meselesinde ana unsurun teknik-askeri saikler
oldugunu savunmaktadir. Bu baglamda makale 1822-1850 tarihleri arasin-
da Misir’da gevrilen ve basilan tarih eserlerinin Mehmet Ali Pasa yoneti-
mindeki reformlarin ayrilmaz bir pargasi olarak goriilmesi gerektigini ileri
siirmektedir. Mohammed Abu Saada ve Yildirim Turan tarafindan kaleme
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alinan “Israil’in Bolgesel Catismalar1 (2006-2016) Boyunca Avrupa-Israil
Askeri Iliskileri” baslikli calisma ise Avrupa Birligi (AB) devletleri ile Israil
arasinda askeri iliskilerin Filistin sorunu baglaminda yasanan c¢atismalardan
etkilenmedigini savunmaktadir. Engin Kog’un kaleme aldig1 “Iran ve Suudi
Arabistan Rekabetinin Israil ve Filistin Sorunu Uzerinden Analizi” baslhikli
makale, Israil’e yonelik yaklasim ve Filistin sorununa bakis farkliliklar iize-
rinden Iran ve Suudi Arabistan arasindaki rekabeti degerlendirmektedir.

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EDITOR’S NOTE

We are here again with a new issue. In this issue, you will find 8 independent
articles and 4 book reviews. In his article “Syrians in Lebanon from the
Perspective of the Lebanese Government and Lebanese Society,” Murat Tinas
explains why Lebanon is - due to its peculiar political dynamics - different
from other refugee hosting countries. Ibrahim Karatas argues in his article
entitled “Reassessing the Reasons of Democracy Deficit in the Middle East
through the Role of Islam” that the reasons related to Islam fail to explain
the democracy deficit in the Middle East. According to him, researchers have
been overstating the role of Islam in the conflicts of the region although
Islam does not propose any form of political government.

Addressing the question of what ends the alliances, which Middle East
countries formed with super powers, Feyza Nur Atabay Oztiirk focuses in
her article “Why Does the Small State Disengage from the Super Power
Alliance? Cases of Iraq, Egypt and Iran during Cold War” on dynamics such
as regime change, change in leadership, traumatic event, and governments’
crisis of legitimacy. In his article “Analyzing Foreign Policy toward the
Syrian Civil War in the Period prior to Direct Intervention,” Sami Kiraz
applies the concepts and arguments of neoclassical realism in analyzing
the changes and continuities of Turkish foreign policy in Syria prior to the
decision of military intervention. In the article entitled “The Middle East as
the Geography of Instability in the Post-Cold War Geopolitical Imagination
of the USA,” Betiil Ozyilmaz Kiraz explores the geopolitical imagination of
the USA toward the Middle East in the post-Cold War period by subjecting
political cartoons along with National Security Strategy Reports published
after the Cold War to critical discourse analysis.

Halil Ibrahim Erol posits in his article “The Printing Press between 1798-
1850 in Egypt: Publication and Translation Activities in the Field of History”
that the main factor behind the establishment of printing houses and the start
of publication in Egypt is the technical-military motives. In this context, the
article argues that historical works translated and published in Egypt between
1822 and 1850 should be deemed an integral part of the reforms undertaken
during the rule of Mehmet Ali Pasha. The article “European-Israeli Military
Relations during Israel’s Regional Conflicts (2006-2016)” by Mohammed
Abu Saada and Yildirim Turan finds that the military relations between



European Union (EU) countries and Israel remain unchallenged by armed
conflicts related to the Palestine Issue. Engin Kog¢ has penned an article
titled “Analyzing the Rivalry between Iran and Saudi Arabia over the Israel/
Palestine Issue” that examines the rivalry between Iran and Saudi Arabia by
tackling the differences these states have in their approach toward Israel and
their assessment of the Palestine Issue.

Lastly, Ayta¢ Kadioglu has joined our editorial team in this issue. With him
on board, we believe that our journal will progress more powerfully. May
everyone have a pleasant reading.
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
