Donemin
hareketli dis politikasinin bir sonucu olarak 1959 yilinda Sir Winston Churchill
Tiirkiye'ye gayri resmi bir ziyaret gerceklestiriyor. Yard. Dog. Sedef Bulut'un
yazisinda bu ziyaretin ayrmntilarini ve Ingiltere'nin uluslararast diplomasideki
inceliklerini ilgiyle okuyacaksimiz.
