Biitiin diinyay1 etkisi altina alan COVID-19 salgini etkisinde, zorlu sartlar altinda Nosyon:
Uluslararast Toplum ve Kiiltiir Calismalar1 Dergisi olarak 6. sayimizla birlikte siz degerli
okuyucularimizla tekrar bulusmanin mutlulugunu yasiyoruz. Nosyon: Uluslararast Toplum ve
Kiiltiir Caligmalar1 Dergisi olarak 2018 yilinda basladigimiz yolculugumuzda sosyal bilimler
alaninda 6zgiin ¢calismalar1 okuyucularimizla bulusturmay1 temel amag edindik. Bu sayimizda
oncelikle caligmalarini degerlendirmek iizere dergimize gonderen yazarlarimiza, kiymetli
zamanlarmi ayirarak dergimize hakem olarak katki sunan hocalarimiza ve biiyiik bir 6zveri ile
caligmalari inceleyen ve diger biitiin siiregleri yoneten editdrlerimize tesekkiir ederiz.

Bu sayimizda toplum ve kiiltiir alaninda 9 farkli bilimsel ¢alisma ile siz degerli
okuyucularimizin karsina ¢ikmis bulunmaktayiz. Biitlin ¢calismalar kor hakem uygulamasina
tabi tutulmus ve en az iki hakemden olumlu degerlendirme raporu almistir. Genel olarak bu
sayimizda yer alan ¢aligmalardan bahsetmek gerekirse;

Ilk sirada yer alan “Michel Foucault’da Biyoiktidar ve Benlik Teknikleri” baslikli
makalesinde Mehmet Bayir, iktidar olgusunun dogasi1 ve Foucault felsefesinde konumlandigi
yeri irdelemistir. Bayir calismasinda, orta ¢agda cezalandirma pratiginin nesnesi olarak bedene
cektirilen azabin seyirlik gorkeminden, modern ¢agda inceltilmis tekniklerle benlige uygulanan
cezanin tarihsel gelisimi disiplinci iktidar baglaminda analitik ve elestirel bir bakis agisiyla ele
almistir.

Ikinci makalede ise Hasan Yurdakul “Michel Foucault, Post-modernizm ve Bilgi”
baslikli ¢aligmasinda bilgi konusunu post-modernizm baglaminda Foucault’nun bakis agisiyla
ele almistir. Bilgi modernist anlayisin en temel kavramlarindan biri olarak bir¢ok tartismanin
merkezinde yer almaktadir. Calisma kapsaminda yazar, modernizmin tanimlanmasindan Gte
post-modernizmin, modernizm karsisinda nasil konumlandigina ve bilginin post-modern
diisiincedeki gelisimine odaklanmustir.

Ucgiincii sirada yer alan “Toplumsal Cinsiyet Dersinin Cinsiyet¢i Tutumlar Uzerine
Etkileri” bashikli makalede Hiiseyin Nihat Glines, liniversite Ogrencileri arasindaki olast
cinsiyetei tutumlarin niteliginin 6l¢iilmesi ve toplumsal cinsiyet dersinin bu tutumlar tizerindeki
etkisinin degerlendirilmesi tartigmaktadir. Calisma sonuglarinda erkek Ogrencilerin kadin
ogrencilere gore daha fazla ¢elisik duygulu cinsiyet¢i tutumlara sahip oldugu bulunmustur.
Ayrica ‘Toplumsal Cinsiyet’ dersinin, 6grencilerin cinsiyet¢i tutumlart tizerindeki etkisi
incelendiginde, bu dersin; her iki cinsiyetin s6z konusu tutumlarinda pozitif yonde bir degisime
sebep oldugu anlasilmistir.

Dordiincii sirada yer alan “Kiiltiirel Boyutu ile “Makerspace” Yapilanmalart:
Kiitliiphanelerin Rolii” baglikli makalede Giiler Demir ve Aysenur Giines, oncelikle temel
kavramlar1 agiklamig daha sonra konunun arka planini aydinlatmak iizere makerspace’lerin
tarihsel silirecte gelisimini ele almig ve arkasindan kiiltiirel boyut konusunda irdelemeler
yapmistir. Calismanin ilerleyen bdliimlerinde makerspace’lerin kiitiiphaneler i¢in 6nemi ve yeri
sorgulanmistir.

Besinci sirada yer alan “Anadolu Romantizminden Islami Spiritiializme: Nurettin
Topcu’nun Reha’s1” baslikli makalede Sener Siikrii Yigitler, Nurettin Topgu’nun tek romani
olan Reha romaninin Tiirk roman tarihi bakimindan 6nemi, edebi degeri ve Topgu’nun diislince
diinyasindan tasidig1 izleri ele almistir. Yigitler’e gore, Nurettin Topgu kisitli edebi verimi
nedeniyle bir entelektiiel ve filozof olarak Tiirk siyasi diisiince tarihindeki biiyiik etkisine bagh
olarak bir¢oklar1 tarafindan edebiyatg1 goriilmemektedir. Ancak Nurettin topgu diisiinceleriyle
Tiirkiye’de muhafazakar gelenegi derinden etkilemis bir fikir adamidir.

Altinct sirada yer alan “Kiiltiir Endiistrisi ve Mevlana Kapitalizmi” baslikli makalede
Serap Kayaly, kiiltiir endiistrisi baglaminda Mevlana’ya atfedilen degerlerin doniisiimiinii odaga
alarak pazarlanan kiiltiir imgelerini incelemistir. Temel sorunlarin daha iyi anlasilabilmesi



amaciyla, kiiltiir endiistrisi teorik cer¢evede degerlendirilip Mevlana tipolojisi lizerinden
giderek, Frankfurt Okulu, elestirel teori, kiiltiir endiistrisi, sahte biling olusumu gibi kavramlar
1s18inda bir degerlendirme yapmistir. Bu ¢alisma ile Kayali, kiiltiiriin pazarlanmasi ve bu
durumun beraberinde getirdigi kiiltiir donlisimiinii ¢esitli kitaplardan, makalelerden,
sempozyum ve bildirilerden, tezlerden, internet sitelerinden ve gorsel kaynaklardan
yararlanarak olusturulan literatiir taramasi ve ¢esitli 6rneklerle agiklamistir.

Yedinci sirada yer alan “2000 Sonrasi Avrupa Sinemasinda Kiiltiirel Temsillerin
Yansimalar1” baslikli makalede Aysu Ugur ve Aydan Ozsoy, uluslariistii bir konumda olan ve
ortak bir kiiltiir inga eden Avrupa’nin kiiltiir ve degerlerini filmlerinde nasil temsil ettigini ele
almistir. Caligma kapsaminda 2000 sonrast Avrupa sinemasindan Muhtesem Giizellik/The
Great Beauty (2013) ve Toni Erdmann (2016) filmleri 6rneklem olarak seg¢ilmistir. Filmlerde
mekan, dil, ritiiel, giindelik hayat bi¢imi, miizik gibi kiiltiirel gostergelere bakilmis ve bu
kiiltiirel gostergelerin ulusal ve Avrupa Birligi degerleri baglaminda anlamlari tartisilmastir.

Sekizinci sirada yer alan “21. Yiizyilda Siyasi Partilerin Sosyolojik Doniistimii” baslikli
makalede Nurtuba Nurbaki, siyasi partilerin iiriiniinii pazarlamak veya satmak i¢in ¢agin getirisi
olan sosyal aglara daha fazla yogunlagsma durumunu analiz etmistir. 21. yiizyilda siyasi partiler
birer kisiye veya kisiselliklere biirlinmekte ve siyasal alanda 6ne ¢ikan kisilerin 6zel hayatlar
yani mahrem alanlar1 daha fazla 6n plana alinmaktadir. Caligma bu baglamda siyasi partilerin
bir kisisellik ve pazarlama formuna biiriindiigiinii tartismaktadar.

Bu sayimiz dokuzuncu ve son sirada yer alan “‘Altin Damarr’, Yanan Giinigigt ve Ay
Vadisi’nde Jack London’in Ekolojik Diisiincesinin Gelisimi” bashkli Hamit Olger’in Jingbi
Shi’den ¢evirdigi makale ile son bulmaktadir.

From the editor

Although the whole world is going through a difficult period under the influence of the COVID-
19 epidemic, we are glad to be able to continue our academic studies without interruption and
meet you again with our 6th issue as Nosyon: International Journal of Society and Culture
Studies. As Nosyon, we are working for bringing together original studies in the field of social
sciences with our readers since 2018. We would like to thank all authors, who have sent their
invaluable works to our journal, and our referees and editors for their contributions and efforts
in review and publication processes of this issue.

In this issue, we have published nine articles in the field of society and culture. All
studies have been subjected to blind referee review and received positive feedback from at least
two referees. To talk about the articles in this issue in general.

Firstly, in the article titled “Biopower and Self-techniques in Michel Foucault” Mehmet
Bayir has examined the notion of the power and its understanding in Foucauldian philosophy.
In his study, Bayir deals with the spectacular magnificence of the torment inflicted on the body
as the object of punishment practice in the middle ages and discussed the historical development
of the punishment applied to the ego with refined techniques in the modern era with an
analytical and critical perspective in the context of disciplinary power.

In the second article, Hasan Yurdakul in his work titled “Michel Foucault, Post-
modernism and Knowledge” discussed the subject of knowledge within the context of post-
modernism from Foucault’s point of view. Knowledge is at the centre of many debates as one
of the most fundamental concepts of Modernist understanding. Within the study’s scope, the
author focuses on the positioning of post-modernism against modernism and the development
of knowledge in post-modern thought, beyond the definition of modernism.

In the third article titled “The Effects of Gender Course on Sexist Attitudes” by Hiiseyin
Nihat Giines, the author discusses measuring the quality of possible sexist attitudes among
university students and evaluating the effect of the Gender course on these attitudes. According
to the study results, it has been found that male students have more contradictory sexist attitudes
than female students. Besides, when the effect of ‘Gender’ course on students’ sexist attitudes
is examined, it is understood that both genders had a positive change in their attitudes.

In the fourth article titled “Makerspace Structures with Their Cultural Dimensions: The
Role of Libraries” Giiler Demir and Aysenur Giines first explained the basic concepts and then
discussed the development of the makerspaces in the historical process to illuminate the
background of the subject, and then examined the cultural dimension. In the following parts of
the study, the importance and place of makerspaces for libraries were questioned.

In the fifth article titled “From Anatolian Romanticism to Islamic Spiritualism: Nurettin
Topcu’s Reha” the author Sener Siikrii Yigitler discusses the importance of Reha, the only novel
by Nurettin Topcu, in terms of the history of Turkish novel, its literary value and the traces of
Topcu’s world view. According to Yigitler, Nurettin Topgu, due to his limited literary works,
is not seen by many as a literary figure. However, due to his significant influence in the history
of Turkish political thought, Nurettin Topcu thought is a man of ideas, who profoundly
influenced the conservative tradition in Turkey.

In the article titled “Culture Industry and Mevlana Capitalism” in the sixth place, Serap
Kayali focused on the transformation of the values attributed to Mevlana in the context of the
culture industry and examined the marketed cultural images. In order to better understand the
fundamental problems, the culture industry has been evaluated in a theoretical framework by
using the Mevlana typology, and an evaluation has made in the light of the Frankfurt School
concepts such as critical theory, culture industry, and false consciousness formation. With this
study, Kayali has explained the marketing of culture and the cultural transformation brought by



this situation with a literature review using various examples from books, articles, symposiums
and notifications, theses, websites and visual sources.

In the seventh article titled “Reflections of Cultural Representations in European
Cinema After 2000”, Aysu Ugur and Aydan Ozsoy discuss how Europe, which has a
supranational position, built a common culture and represents these culture and values in their
films. Within the study’s scope, films from post-2000 European cinema; The Great
Beauty (2013) and Toni Erdmann (2016) are selected as samples. In the films, cultural
indicators such as place, language, ritual, daily lifestyle and music were examined. The
meanings of these cultural signs in the context of national and European Union values have
been discussed.

In the eighth article entitled “Sociological Transformation of Political Parties in the 21st
Century”, Nurtuba Nurbaki has analysed the increased interest in social networks, which are
the gains of the age, in order to market or sell the products of political parties. In the 21st
century, political parties assume the identities of individuals and the private lives of people who
stand out in the political arena are more emphasised. In this context, the study argues that
political parties take on a form of personality and marketing.

Lastly, this issue ends with the article translated from Jingbi Shi’s study titled “The
Development of Jack London’s Ecological Thought in ‘All Gold Canyon’, Burning Daylight,
and The Valley of the Moon”, by Hamit Olger.
