PIRLS Applications Standards/ Uluslararas1 PIRLS Uygulamalar1 Olgiitlerine gére Tiirk
Ogrencilerin Ust Diizey Diisiinme Becerilerinin Degerlendirilmesi” bashikli ¢calismasinda
yazarlar, yaptiklar1 uygulama ile 6grencilerin farkh iist diizey diisiinme siirec¢lerine iliskin
becerilerini tespit etmeyi hedeflemislerdir. Yapilan uygulamada veri toplama araci, 2011
PIRLS uygulamasinda kullanilan iki farkli tiirdeki metin ve sorularmmin Tiirkgeye
cevrilmesi yoluyla olusturulmustur. PIRLS, Uluslararast Okuma Becerilerinde Gelisim
Projesi olarak alanda bilinmektedir ve bes yilda bir 10 yasindaki Ogrencilere
uygulanmaktadir. Demirel ve Yagmur elde ettikleri veriden yola ¢ikarak ¢alismada, Tiirkge
programindaki okuma kazanimlar1 ¢er¢evesinde bir tartigma kurarak dgrencilerin iist diizey
diisiinme siire¢lerine iligkin beceri durumlarini degerlendirmektedir. Caligsma, ilgili konuda
hem bir durum saptamasi igermekte hem de var olan durumun nedenlerine iliskin sonraki
calismalar1 6zendirecek bir akademik tartisma icermektedir. Agustos 2017 sayimizda yer
alan ikinci makale, Ozlem Kurtoglu Zorlunun bir ¢alismasidir.“Vocabulary of the 6th
Grade Turkish Book and Corpus-based Activity Suggestions/ 6. Sinif Tiirk¢e Kitabinin S6z
Varlig1 Gériiniimii ve Derleme Dayali Etkinlik Onerileri” bashkli bu ¢alisma, Tiirk¢enin
s0z varligi gorlinlimlerinin Tiirkge ders kitabindaki temsil Ol¢iisiinii odagina alan bir
calisma olarak kendini tanimlamaktadir. Yazar ¢aligmasinda, desenlenisi agisindan iki ayri
ama birbirini tamamlayan alt calismanin ortak {riinii olarak erisilecek sonuglari
Ongdrmiistiir. Bu alt calismalardan ilkinde 6. Simif Tiirkce Kitabinin s6z varhig
gorliniimleri tespit edilmis; tamamlayici nitelikteki ikinci alt ¢alismada ise derleme dayali
veriler kullanilarak s6z varligi kazanimlarini hedefine alan etkinlik onerileri sézciik
Ogretimi ¢ergevesinde bir tartisma esliginde sunulmustur. Bu sayida yer alan son makale
Tugba Celik, Semirhan Gokge, Arzu Aydogan Yenmez ve Ilknur Ozpinar’in ortak
calismasi olarak yapilmis bir arastirmayr igermektedir. “Online argumentation: perception
of self-efficacy at critical reading/ Online argiimantasyon: Elestirel okuma O6zyeterlik
algis1” basghigini tasityan makalede yazarlar, online argiimantasyon yontemini kullanarak
yaptiklar1 8 haftalik bir uygulama ile Matematik Egitimi Anabilim Dali’nda 6grenim goren
Ogretmen adaylarinin elestirel okuma diizeylerine ait ilk durum-son durum verileri ortaya
koymakta ve arastirmanin igerdigi uygulama kapsaminda olusturulan online tartigma
ortaminin, 0grencilerin elestirel diisiinme becerileri puanlarini istatistiksel olarak anlamli
derecede arttirdig1 iddias1 temelinde bir sav kurmaktadirlar.

There are three articles in this issue. Gozde Demirel and Kutlay Yagmur, in their article
entitled ‘An Evaluation of Turkish Children’s Higher Order Thinking Skills based on the
International PIRLS Applications Standards’ aimed to determine the Turkish children’s
skills related to different higher order thinking processes. The data collection instrument
was created by translating two different kinds of reading passages and comprehension
questions used in PIRLS in 2011, into Turkish. PIRLS is known as Development Project in
International Reading Skills and applied to 10-year-old children every five years. Based on
the data collected, Demirel and Yagmur evaluate the Turkish children’s skills related to
higher order thinking processes within the framework of the reading achievement in
Turkish. The study includes both the identification of the current situation and an academic
debate on the reasons of the situation that will encourage the subsequent work. The second
article, by Ozlem Kurtoglu Zorlu, is entitled “Vocabulary of the 6th Grade Turkish Book
and Corpus-based Activity Suggestions”. The study describes itself as a study that focuses
on the representation of the Turkish vocabulary on the textbooks as well as the workbooks.
The author predicted the results to be obtained as a common product of two separate but
complementary sub-tasks in terms of design. In the first sub-task, the vocabulary as
depicted in the 6th grade Turkish textbook was determined, and in the second
complementary task, by using the corpus-based data, examples of activities that target the
vocabulary learning gains were presented through discussions within the framework of
vocabulary instruction. The last article in this issue is co-authored by Tugba Celik,
Semirhan Gokge, Arzu Aydogan Yenmez, and Ilknur Ozpmar. In their study entitled
“Online Argumentation: Perception of Self-efficacy at Critical Reading”, the authors, using
online argumentation method for eight weeks, presented the pre- / post- test results on the
critical reading levels of teacher candidates in Mathematics education. Moreover, the
authors argued that online discussion environment led to a statistically significant increase
the participants’ scores of critical thinking skills.
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
