2015 tarihli Giglincti sayist yaklagik 25 yildir ilgili alanyazinda giderek artan bir etkiyle kendine
yadsinmaz bir yer agan metafor olgusuna ¢agdas yaklasimin tirettigi kuramlarin kavram ve ilkeleriyle
bigimlenen iki metafor temelli ¢caligmayi iceriyor. Biligsel anlambilim alaninin ¢ergevesi i¢inde sunum
bulan bu kuramlarin giinlimiizde bilis ve bildirisim ¢aligmalarinin merkezine oturmasina neden olan su
ortak iddiadir: Metafor sadece tasiyicida yani dilde varlik bulmaz. Oyle ki diisinme ve eyleme
stireclerini bi¢imlendiren kavramsal dizgenin temelde metaforik bir dogas1 vardir. Bir diger deyisle,
metafor insan zihninin en temel islem siireclerinden birine isaret eder. Dogal olarak bu 6zellik onun
iirlinii olan dil icin de gecerli olacaktir. Bu iddia, ¢esitli alanlara ve elbette dncelikle de dil 6gretimi
alanina 6nemli katmadegerler saglamistir. Dergimizin bu sayisinda yer alan agsagida tanitacagim iki
caligma bu katmadegerlerin somut 6rneklerinden bir boliimii igermektedir.

Nihat Bayat ve Siileyman Yiice’nin Metaforik Acimlamanin Fen Metinlerini Anlamaya Etkisi
baglikli yari-deneysel calismasi okuma-anlamada metaforik ag¢imlamanin etkisi iizerine bir sav
kurmaktadur. lgili savin igerdigi iddiaya veri olusturan deneysel arastirma 57 yedinci sinif 6grencisiyle
gerceklestirilmistir. Calismanin gerek okuma-anlama siirecinde a¢imlama, gerek okuma-anlamada
metaforik agimlama gerekse de teknik metin okuma-anlama (fen metinlerini okuma-anlama) ile ilgili
hedef davranislan birlikte gozlem altina aliyor olusu giicliik derecesini arttirmaktadir. Bu yoniiyle bu
caligma amagladiklari a¢isindan pekgok ileri tartigmanin yani sira ayni konuda yeni ¢aligmalarin, yeni
savlar1 olugturabilecegi bir akademik dogurganliga sahip gériinmektedir. Ozellikle agimlamanin genel
etkisi ile metaforik acimlamanin okuma-anlamadaki 6zellesmis etkisi lizerine okurunu yeni sorulara
yonlendirecegini ve dahasi metin tiiriine dayali 6gretim anlayisi cergevesinde de ileri sorulara el
verecegini sOyleyebilirim.

Bu sayida yer alan ikinci arastirmanin yazari olan Elif Arica Akkdk Sozvarhigr Ogretiminde
Bilissel Yaklasimlar baglikli ¢aligmasinda bilissel dilbilimin ilke ve kuramlarinin yabanci dil 6gretimi
siirecine nasil katki saglayabilecegi iizerine bir tartigma sunmaktadir. Bu ¢alismada Tiirk¢eyi yabanci
dil olarak 6grenmekte olan C1 diizeyindeki 6grencilerin sdézvarligini gelistirmek i¢in biligsel dilbilimin
verilerinden yararlanilarak olusturulan etkinliklerde kavramsal metaforlar one ¢ikarilmistir. Bu
etkinlikler alanda calisanlarin dikkatine sunulmakta ve onlar yoluyla bir 6gretim siireci segenegi
onerilmektedir. Ogrencinin dgretim ortaminda hedeflenen becerileri iist biligsel beceri gelisimi esas
olmak {izere sergileyebilmesine yol acacak didaktik yolda etkinlikler temel kilometre taslaridir. Etkinlik
cok renkli olabilir, ama bilisi renkle kandirmak miimkiin degildir. Bilis tipki bir motor gibi kendini
acacak yagi ister. Akkok’iin bu ¢aligsmasi biligsel dilbilimden damitilmis yagin bu amagla kullanimin bir
iirtinli durumundadir.

December Issue of the Journal of Language Education and Research includes two metaphor-
based studies.

Cognitive semantics finds space within the framework of the presentation of the theory
of information and communication today. The main reason for this is that metaphor does not
exist only in the language. In the very heart of conceptual string that shapes the processes of
thought and action processes is the metaphorical nature. In other words, metaphors point out
one of the basic transaction processes in the human mind. This feature will naturally concern
the language. This claim has contributed greatly to several fields, including language education.
In this issue, | will introduce the two studies that will provide concrete examples of these
contributions.

The semi-experimental study entitled The Effect of Metaphorical Paraphrasing on
Comprehension of Science Texts and conducted by Nihat Bayat and Siileyman Yiice focuses on
the effect of metaphorical paraphrasing on reading comprehension. The study included 57
students in the 7th grade. The analysis of paraphrasing in the reading-comprehension process,
metaphorical paraphrasing in comprehension as well as the technical reading-comprehension
(science texts) includes the observation of the intended behavior, which contributes
significantly to the findings. Considering this perspective, it is believed that the results of the
study will pave the way for similar studies that will bring about new hypotheses. | believe that
the study, particularly within the framework of the overall impact of the metaphorical
paraphrasing in reading-comprehension, would lead readers to new questions and further
research.

The second study in this issue conducted by Elif Arica Akkok is entitled Cognitive
Approaches in Teaching Vocabulary. This study discusses how the principles and theories of
cognitive linguistics can contribute to foreign language teaching and focuses on the importance
of conceptual metaphors in the activities that have been designed benefiting from cognitive
linguistics, which aim to improve vocabulary knowledge of C1-level students learning Turkish
as a foreign language. These activities are presented to the attention of readers, especially those
doing research in this field and provide examples for the teaching process. The didactic
activities that lead students to exhibit targeted skills based on improving higher order cognitive
skills are the key milestones. Activities might be colorful; however, it is not possible to gain
cognition through colors. Cognition requires the oil that would lead to start like a car. In this
respective, Akkok’s study appears to be the oil that would be used for this aim.
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
