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Degerli Meslektaslarim ve sevgili okuyucularimiz,

Dergimizin onlarca akademisyenin ve onlarin arastirma amaglariyla
iligskili olarak etkilesime girdigi, yiizlerce ogrenci ve G6gretmenin emeginin
tirtinii sayabilecegimiz yeni sayisini sizlerle paylagmaktan mutluyuz.

Bilimsel, akademik faaliyetlerin onemli bir pargast olarak
gorebilecegimiz yaywmlama,  kaliciligi ve etkisi uzun siireli olan bir
etkinliktir. Yayin yapma c¢abalari, baska bir deyisle, akademisyenlerin
arastirmalarmmin sonuglarmmi ve ¢esitli konulardaki goriislerini akademik
topluluk ve toplumla paylasma ¢cabalar igin kitap, gazete, radyo-tv, internet
alanlar, panel, konferans, sempozyum gibi mecralar disinda hakemli siireli
dergiler de o6zel bir yer tutmaktadir ve giiniimiizde éncelikle deger verilen
kaynaklardan biri haline gelmistir. Oyle ki, diinyaca taninmig bir iiniversite
olan Harvard'in kiitiiphane sorumlusu, iiniversite kiitiiphanelerinin
dergilere ve dijital kitapliklara iiye olmak i¢in odemek zorunda oldugu
miktarlarin  fazlaligi nedeniyle kiitiiphanelerin finansman kaynaklarim
tiikettigini ve yeni kitap almakta zorlandiklarimi belirtmekte, bu durumdan
yakinmaktadir (Waters, 2009). Bu degisimin oniine ge¢cmek zor olsa da,
bunun farkina varma ve bilingli mali tercihler, kolektif, kamusal kaynaklarin,
acik yaymciligin degerini bilmek, desteklemek ve onlart cogaltmak akademik
yaywmctligin topluma, okuyucuya ulagma seriiveninin mali kapana girmesini
onlemeye katkida bulunabilir. Bir diger onemli nokta, yayinlanmasit uygun
goriilen akademik bilginin ozgiir bir diisiince ve emegin tiriinii olmasidur.

Ozgiirliik yoklugu, bilimsel faaliyetlere baski ve yonlendirme, ozellikle
sosyal bilimlerde, akademik ¢calismalarin niteliklerini tiim diger kosullarin
olumsuzlugundan daha fazla diisiirebilecek, elde edilen veriler, bulgular,
yargilar ve sonuglar bugiin degilse bile gelecekte kusku ile
karsilanabilecektir. Ote yandan, bilimsel faaliyetlerin ve yaynlarin gerek
icerikleri gerekse metodolojilerinin, arastirmacilar ve gergeklik/toplum
arasindaki iliskinin disinda, - bir kismu gériiniir bir kismi goriinmez ancak
algilanabilen - miidahil toplumsal kiimeler tarafindan etkilendigini
gorebiliyoruz. Universitelerin ve iliskili kurumlarin édiil/tesvik sistemleri,
projelerin  desteklenme bagliklari, dergilerin yayin planlar, yiikselme
kriterlerinde yer alan faaliyet tercihlerinin her biri bilimsel faaliyetlere
miidahil kararlardir ve her biri politik bir karara karsilik gelir. Bilim
insanlart toplulugunun, fiziksel gerceklikle ve toplumsal gerceklikle ilgili
diigiincelerinin yayilmasina yonelik digsal etkiler artarken, arastirma ve
yayin konulari, yayincilik kosullar: ve ilkelerinin de zaman zaman ortaya



¢tkan yeni deneyimler, siyasi ve mali miidahaleler ve bilim insanlarinin
iliskili oldugu kurumlarin benimsedigi ilkelerin yenilenmesi, geniglemesi ile
degistigini soyleyebiliriz.

Degismeye yol acacak kararlarin bilimsel ozgiirliige miidahale etkisini
gozden gecirmek, buna karsi direng gelistirmek her bilim insanimin mesleki
kimliginin bir parcasi olarak onem tasw. Diger bir bashk da bilim
insanlarmmin yaptiklar: ¢alismalarin ve toplumsal/evrensel etkilerinin bilinci
ile arastirma konu bashklart ve metodolojilerinin degerleri ve dnemlerini
belirlemedeki rolleri, katitlimlaridir. Basart degerlendirme ve yiikselmelerde
Jiiri sistemi, stireli yayinlarda anonim hakemlik (blind refereing) topluluk ici
degerlendirme ve etkinin oénemli érnekleridir. Universiteler biinyesinde
stirmekte olan akademik, hakemli dergiler de bu katilim alanlarindan biridir.

Tiim bu akademik ve toplumsal degisme c¢ercgevesinin bilinci icinde
dergimize sunulan ¢alismalara azami 6zeni géstermeye ve onlart alanda
calisan diger akademisyenlerin elestiri ve onerileri yoluyla gii¢lendirmeye
calistik. “Egitim bilimleri ve ogretmen yetistirme alaninda” ¢alisan ulusal
ve uluslararasi akademik toplulugun iiyelerinin birbirinden farkl ancak alan
icinde kalan bir biitiinliik gosteren on bir ¢alismast bu sayimizda yer
almaktadir. Calismalar, gerek nitel, gerekse nicel arastirma metodolojisinin
orneklerini icermektedir. Bunlarin yanisira, yetiskin egitim alaminda Malta
Universitesinden  tamnmis  bir isim olan Prof. Peter Mayo'nun
calismalarindan birinin ¢evirisi de bu sayimizda yer almaktadir.

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From the Editor

Dear Distinguished Colleagues and dear readers,

We are glad to share with you the latest issue of Journal of Ankara
University Faculty of Educational Sciences, JFES, which can be viewed as
a product of endeavors of tens of researchers and hundreds of students and
teachers with whom these researchers have interacted for their research
purposes.

Publication which can be seen as an important part of scientific,
academic practices has permanent and long term effects. For the publication
efforts, in another words for academicians’ efforts to share results of their
research and opinions about various topics with the academic community
and the society, apart from the channels such as books, newspapers, radio-
television, internet domains, panels, conferences, and symposiums peer-
reviewed periodic journals have a special place and nowadays these
journals have become precious sources. Such that, Harvard Universitys
library supervisor complained that since university libraries have to pay
high prices in order to become members of journals and digital libraries,
universities have run out of financial resources and they struggle to buy new
books (Waters, 2009). Even though it is difficult to avoid this change being
aware of this as well as making deliberate financial preferences, valuing,
supporting and increasing collective public resources and open publishing
may contribute to avoiding financial trap for the adventure of academic
publishing to reach the society and the readers. Another important point is
that academic knowledge which is deemed appropriate to be published is the
product of independent, free opinions and efforts.

The lack of academic freedom, pressure on and directing scientific
activities especially in social sciences would decrease the quality of
academic studies more than the negativity of any other conditions and the
findings, results, judgements, and conclusions would be viewed with
suspicion in a close future. On the other hand, besides both the content and
the methodologies of the scientific activities and publications having a
relationship with the researchers and the reality/society we can see that
these can be affected by the powerful societal/economical and political
groups which intervene — in some part being visible and in some part being
invisible but perceivable. Rewarding/promotion systems of the universities
and the related institutions, topics of the projects which are chosen to be
supported, publication plans of the journals, each of the activity preferences
which are involved in promotion criteria are intervening decisions for the
academic activities and each of them correspond to a political decision.



While the external influences increase for spreading opinions of the society
of scientists related to the physical and societal reality, we can say that the
topics of research and publications, conditions and principles of publishing
change with the emerging new experiences, political and financial
interference, and renovation and enlargement of principles in institutions
with which the scientists are affiliated.

1t bears the importance as the professional identity of every scientist to
review and to develop resistance to intervening effects of decisions which
can lead to change and erosion on academic freedom. Another topic is the
roles, participation of scientists on identifying the values and importance of
research topics and methodologies with the awareness of their activities as
scientists and their social/universal effects. Jury system in assessing
achievements and giving promotions, blind reviewing process in periodic
publications are important examples of intra community assessment and
influence. Publishing academic, peer-reviewed journals within universities is
one of the areas of this participation.

With the awareness of all these academic and social change framework,
for the studies presented to our journal we tried to show the ultimate
attention to and empower the studies with the criticisms and suggestions of
other academicians working in the related fields. Eleven studies of different
national and international academic society members who work in “the field
of educational sciences and teacher training” take place in this issue that
show an integrity by remaining within the field. The studies contain
examples of both qualitative and quantitative research methodologies. In
addition to that, in this issue there is a translation of one of the studies by
Prof. Peter Mayo who is a well-known researcher in the field of adult
education and sociology of education from Malta University.

I would like to thank our authors who shared their studies with the
readers through our journal and through us, our reviewers who could stay
“anonymous” and “blind” for some time, our editorial board, our readers
who have supported us to make our studies better by their criticisms and
suggestions, and our colleagues who contributed by their translations. [
would like to also thank my colleagues Assoc. Prof. Ayfer Alper, Res. Assist.
Ece Koger, and Res. Assist. Alper Yetkiner for their dearest efforts that
enabled publication of our newest issue, and Res. Assist Seyda Demir for her
help on translation this editorial from Turkish into English. I would like to
mention and thank our faculty s founding academicians who published the
first issue of our journal in 1968 having recognized the importance of
academic publications and our former administrators who have seriously
supported our journal, JFES, to date.
