Bu
sayilda dort arastirma makalesi ve bir
derleme yer aliyor; 6grenecek ve iizerinde
diistinecek pek c¢ok sey bulacaginiza
inaniyoruz.

Bu saymin ilk makalesi c¢alisan
¢ocuklarin ailede istismar1 hakkindadir.
Oncii ve arkadaslar1 bu calismada c¢aligan
¢ocuklarin ailede ugradiklari istismar ttirleri
ile istismari etkileyen faktorlerini
degerlendirmislerdir. Aile gelirinin koti
olmasi her tiir istismar ve ihmal olasiligini
arttirirken, kiz olmanin duygusal ve cinsel
istismar ile duygusal ihmale ugrama
olasiligini arttirmaktadir.

“Sakarya ilinde gerceklesen intihar
girisimi  vakalarinin  degerlendirilmesi”
calismasinda Onsiiz ve arkadaglari, Ocak
2009 ve Aralik 2010 tarihleri arasinda
Sakarya’da bulunan tiim devlet ve 06zel
hastanelerin acil servislerine intihar girisimi
nedeniyle basvuran 1566 Kkisinin verilerini
degerlendirmistir. Degerlendirilen iki yil
icin 15 yas ve iizeri kaba intihar girisim hizi
kadin ve erkeklerde sirasiyla 100 000
niifusta 191.98 ve 51.88 bulunmustur.
Intihar girisim siklig kadinlarda
erkeklerden daha ytksektir.

Donmez ve arkadaslar1 yaptiklari
calismada, kadina yonelik siddet olgusunu
evli erkeklerin bildirimine dayanarak
degerlendirmis, 25-49 yas arasi evli
erkeklerin eslerine  yonelik  olarak
uyguladig1 siddeti ve etkileyen etmenleri
incelemistir. Ese yonelik psikolojik siddet
siklig1 %93, fiziksel siddet %37.5, ekonomik

siddet %34.4, cinsel siddet %3.9 olarak
saptanmistir. Erkeklerin issiz olmasi ya da
diizensiz islerde calismasi, haftada birkag
kez ya da her giin alkol kullanmasi,
istenmeyen gebelik varligi, kadinin 25-34
yas grubunda olmasi fiziksel siddette
belirleyici etmenlerdir.

izgi ve  Tirkmen yaptiklar
calismada Akdeniz Universitesi
Hastanesi’'nde taseron olarak calisan 128
saglik iscisinde, taseronlasmanin
calisanlarin isci saghg ve is gilivenligi
acisindan etkisini degerlendirmistir. Elde
edilen sonuclara gore calisma ortaminin
saglhk risklerinden arindirilmasi, is
glivencesinin saglanmasi ve saglik hizmet
Uretiminde insan haklarinin yasama
gecirilmesi  i¢cin  taseronlasmaya son
verilmesi gerektigini bildirmislerdir.

Bu sayidaki son yazi, baz
istasyonlarinin olasi saglik etkilerine iliskin
bir derlemedir. Hassoy, Durusoy ve
Karababa bu kapsamli derlemede konu ile
ilgili 22 arastirma makalesini incelemistir.
Arastirmalarin sonuglari, baz istasyonun
saglik riski tasiyabilecegine iliskin isaretler
gostermektedir. Uyku bozuklugu, depresif
semptomlar, bas agrisi, bas doénmesi,
konsantrasyon giicliigli, en sik tespit edilen
semptomlardir.  Yazarlar, bu alanda
yapilacak ileriye doniik izlem calismalarina
ihtiya¢ bulunduguna isaret etmektedirler.

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From the editor

Dear Readers,

We are happy to be greeting you with the
last issue of the Turkish Journal of Public
Health in 2012. There are four original
research articles and one review in this
issue which will, we trust, give you much to
learn and think about.

The first article of this issue deals
with the abuse of working children within
the family. Oncii et al. in their paper
examined/studied the types of abuse of the
working children within the family and the
factors influencing the abuse. Whereas low
family income increases the possibility of all
types of abuse and neglect, they showed that
being female increases the possibility of
emotional and sexual abuse and emotional
neglect.

In “Evaluation of suicide attempts in
Sakarya” Onsiiz and colleagues investigated
1566 patients admitted to the emergency
rooms of the all hospitals and attempted
suicides in the period from January 2009 to
December 2010 in Sakarya province. The
frequency of suicide attempts was 191.98
per 100,000 population in women and 51.88
per 100000 population in men. The
frequency of suicide attempts was higher
among females.

Donmez et al. in their paper, o
investigated violence against women. They
evaluated spousal violence and related
factors in married men aged between 25 to
49 years. The frequency of psychological,
economic, physical and sexual violence
toward the wife was estimated to be 93%,
34.4%, 37.5% and 3.9%, respectively.

Associated factors for physical violence
determined by a logistic regression analysis
were:  unemployment or  irregular
employment; alcohol consumption, daily or
several times per week; presence of an
undesired pregnancy, and the age of the
woman between 25-34 years.

Izgi and Tirkmen in their paper
evaluated the effect of subcontracting on
health and safety of 128 health workers in
university hospitals. According to the
results, the authors concluded that
subcontracting should be ended in order to
remove health risks from the working
environment, to provide safety at work, and
to ensure human rights in the health
services.

The last paper of this issue is a
review on the possible health effects of
mobile phone base stations. Hassoy,
Durusoy and Karababa in their
comprehensive review, appraised 22
research articles. Results of the study
indicated signs of possible health risks due
to base stations. Sleep disorders, depressive
symptoms, headache, dizziness,
concentration difficulties are the most
frequently identified symptoms. Based on
these results, the authors indicated a need
for prospective studies in this field.

We hope you enjoy this issue of the
Turkish Journal of Public Health. We would
like to thank all the authors and reviewers
who have contributed to this issue of the
journal.
