Aun Hasan Ali, “Some Notes on the History of the Categorization of Imami
Hadith” adli calismasinda Imamiyye fikhinin gelisim seyrini hadislerin sistematik
kullanimi tUzerinden degerlendirmis ve 7/13. asirda hadislerin sistematik
kullanimina yénelik bir tipoloji gelistirildigi tespitini aciklamistir.

Catismas1” baslikli makalesinde Ortadogu kaynakli mezhep catismalarinda etkili
unsurlar tizerinde durmustur.

3/9. asrin 6nemli figlirlerinden biri olan Ibnt’r-Ravendinin Mutezili ve Sii
geleneklerle iliskisini tespit etmeye calismistir.

Hasan Apaydin, “Nehctil-Belaga ve Kaynaklari Sorunu” adli makalesinde Serif
er-Radi tarafindan yazildig kabul edilen ve iceriginin ise Hz. Ali’nin hutbeleri,
sozleri ve mektuplari oldugu belirtilen Nehctil-Belaga adli eserini degerlendirmeye
tabi tutmustur.

Rumeysa Balci presents the thoughts of Ibn al-Rawandi, one of the prominent
figures of 3th/9th century, and his relations with Shiite thoughts in her article “The
Place of Ibn al-Rawandi in Shiite Thought”.
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Hasan Apaydin presents an evaluation of Nahj al-Balagha, which is confirmed
to be written by Serif er-Radi and said to include Imam Ali’s sermons, words and
letters, in his article titled “Nahj al-Balagha and It’s Sources Problem”. Nahj al-
Balagha, with its process of formation, is also considered as one of the leading
works which enlightens the breaking points in history of Shiite world.

Seyyed Masoud Shahmoradi highlights the importance of numismatics in history
studies and projects on Shiite history with it in his article “The Use of Numismatic
in Shiism History Studies in Iran (from the second to the tenth century AH)” written
in Persian language.

In addition, a conversation is also included in this second issue of our journal.
The conversation with Abdulaziz Sachedina, one of the prominent Islamic scholars
in the U.S.A., is presented by Bettll Yurtalan with the title “A Conversation with
Professor Abdulaziz Sachedina on Shi’a”.

Moreover, this issue also includes a research note by Halil Isilak. The note titled
“An Observation of Jummah Prayer in Tehran” involves the author’s reflections on
his observations of Jummah prayers while he was staying in Iran for his research
projects.
