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Editorlerin Sorumluluklan ve Yiikiimliiliikleri

AURUM editorleri, derginin yayimlanmasi kapsaminda ydrdittikleri tim faaliyetlerde hesap verilebilirlik ilkesi
cercevesinde hareket etmekle yiikiimlidurler. Editorlerin ana hedefi okuyucularin ihtiyaclarina cevap vermenin
yaninda AURUM'un akademik niteligini artirmaktir. DUslince ve ifade 6zgurligiini desteklemek ve yayimlanan
akademik icerigin guvenilirligini temin etmek baslica gorevleri arasindadir. Yayimcilik sektoriinde yasanan
finansal zorluklar g6z 6niinde bulunduruldugunda, AURUM'u ticari kaygilardan korumak, onun entelektiel
ve etik standartlarindan 6diin vermesini 6nlemek editorlerin sorumlulugundadir. Editorler, gerekli oldugu
durumlarda duzeltme, tekzip ya da 6zlr yazisi gibi metinleri yayimlamayi pesinen kabul ederler. Dergi'nin
okuyucuya karsi sorumlulugunun hassas bir mesele olmasina binaen AURUM editérlerinin okuyucuyu herhangi
bir arastirma ya da akademik ¢alismanin finansal destekgilerini agiklama mecburiyeti bulunmaktadir. Finansal
destekgilerin, akademik bir calismanin Gzerinde herhangi bir etkisi olmasi durumunda, okuyucu mutlaka
bilgilendirilmelidir. Editorlerin akademik bir calismayi kabul ya da reddetme sireci 6znel degerlendirmelere
gore degil, nesnel standartlar cercevesinde, calismanin 6zgiinliigi ve AURUM'un arastirma alanlarina uygunlugu
baglaminda gerceklestirilir. Makale génderimleri tamamen demokratik esaslara gore yuratallr ve yapisal
bir hata olmadikca tim basvurular degerlendirmeye alinir. Bir yazarin, calismasina iliskin AURUMdan kabul
yazisi almasi halinde, bu hakki siireg icinde degisen/gdreve yeni baslayan editorler tarafindan geri alinamaz.
Yazarlara, editoryal degerlendirmelere itiraz etmesini saglayacak surreclerin isletilmesi hakki verilir. Editorlerin,
AURUM'da yayimlanacak metinlerin yayimlanmasina dair bir kilavuz hazirlama mecburiyetine binaen AURUM,
web sitesinde yer alan yazim kurallarinin arkasinda durmakla beraber bu kilavuzda herhangi bir degisiklik
yapma hakkini mahfuz tutar.

Liabilities and Responsibilities of Editors

AURUM editors are obliged to be accountable for all kinds of activities they engage within the context of
publishing the journal. Their main goal is set to respond the need of readers and authors while enhancing
the academic performance of the journal. It is their duty to support freedom of opinion and ensure the
reliability of the academic content. Considering the financial challenges in publishing sector, the editors are
obliged to exclude impacts of any commercial concerns on AURUM not to sacrifice from its intellectual and
ethical standards.

They accept in advance to publish any kind of corrections, refutations and excuses when required. The
responsibility towards readers is a sensitive issue where the editors should inform about the funder of particular
research or other academic work. If the financial supporters of particular research have any impact on a
scholarly work, the reader must be informed. Editors’ action to admit or reject a scholarly work must be free
of subjective criterion but based on objective standards related to its uniqueness/originality and relevance
to the research areas of AURUM. The process of receiving application shall be fully democratic where all
applications to be considered unless major errors are observed. Once an author receives an acceptance of
publishing from AURUM, his/her right cannot be withdrawn in case of an editor change within the process.
The authors shall be given an opportunity to initiate an appeal process against any editorial discretion. As
editors should offer a guidance of preparing the manuscripts, AURUM stands behind it's published ‘style
guide’and preserves it's right to make revisions.

Uctinci yilimizin ilk sayisi, derginin kapsam cesitliligini yansitan, sosyal bilimler catisi altinda, tarih, hukuk,
siyaset bilimi ve uluslararasi iliskiler, ekonomi ve sosyoloji gibi farkl disiplinlerden alti 6zgtin makaleyi bir
araya getiriyor.

We are honored and pleased to be presenting issue 1, volume 3 of AURUM: Journal of Social Sciences.
In its third year, AURUM JSS continues to provide a venue for original research articles that enrich the
field and scholarly discussions. Published twice a year (June and December) as a peer-reviewed social
sciences journal, AURUM JSS is aimed at providing aplatform for critical social science research, theoretical
discussions forcing disciplinary limits and interdisciplinary works. Targeted at highlighting interdisciplinary
and comparative studies, our journal has been publishing articles, book reviews, critical reviews and
commentaries with strong theoretical and/or empirical analyses that make original contributions to the
field of social sciences.

The first issue in our third year brings together six original articles from a variety of disciplines under the
roof of social sciences, including history, law, political science and international relations, economy and
sociology.

In his article titled “State and ClassBefore and After the Civil War in Spain *, Sinan YILDIRMAZ makes a
comparative analysis of the transformation of the state and classes before and after the civil war. An
analysis of class contradictions and economic structure before the war, the political hegemony of the
Church, military and monarchy is provided.

“Shareholder’s Right to Withdraw from Joint Stock Company Mergers” is Yurdal OZATLAN's contribution
to this issue. It is a review of the context and features of the right to withdraw in cases of joint stock
company mergers and discusses the provisions especially regulating the right to withdraw within the
framework of the Turkish Code of Commerce.

Ayse YETIS BAYRAKTAR, Isik AYTAC and Bruce RANKIN’s article, “Economic Distress, Social Support and
Depression in Turkey’, is an analysis of a comprehensive research, reviewing the correlation between
depression and the economic difficulties, household economic problems and social support based on a
sample of 1100 married couples living in urban Turkey.

In his article titled “Law, Father and Lost Children: A study on Legal Imagination Through a Review of
Three Movies’, through an analysis of three films, Arda IBIKOGLU aims to demonstrate the fragility of
the parallel images of the law, as an institution that can comprehend life in its totality and solve all the
emerging problems, and the father as the ultimate authority who protects the child and shapes her life.
Instead of this precarious imagination, this study calls the reader to imagine the father and the law as
mundane and flexible.

Bahadir KAYNAK analyzes the energy dependence of Turkey on Russia and its reflections on the diplomatic
and commercial relations of the two countries in “From Blue Stream to Turkish Stream an Assessment of
Turkey’s Energy Dependence on Russia” This work focuses on the ongoing natural gas trade between Turkey
and Russia since the Cold War period, and the mutual agreements that have been in effect since then.




“Where do we Belong: Conflicted Circassian Identity between Diaspora and Turkish Citizenship”is Eylem
AKDENIZ GOKER’s contribution to the issue. Here, she investigates how Circassian citizens redefine the
concept of “citizenship’, the basic form of relation between the state and the individual, in a process
focused on diasporic identity by way of legal personalities.

The Critical Review section presents the article of Firat ARAPOGLU titled “Mardin Biennial” commenting
on the status of the biennial in modern art, the works of modern artists in the Mardin Biennial and the
general conceptual framework evaluated against the art works presented.

In this issue we have two book reviews: Stephanie J. NAWYN reviews Deborah A. Boehm’s 2016 book,
named Returned: Going and Coming in the Age of Deportation, and Rilya YUKSEL covers Kent F. Schull’s
Prisons in the Late Ottoman Empire: Microcosms of Modernity published in 2014.

In its third year, AURUM: Journal of Social Sciences has established its dedication to becoming a long-term
source of knowledge in social sciences and a continued milieu for original and high-quality works across
all social science disciplines.
