Ahu Ergen and Cemal Aksoy, tackle the impacts of the worldwide pandemic Covid-19 on the purcha-
sing behaviour of generation Y. One of the findings of the study, which was conducted with in-depth in-
terview techniques, is that the coronavirus pandemic has encouraged Gen'Y consumers to save money
rather than spend it.

Dr. Ozan Bakir and Glinay Safarzade investigate the effects of brand reputation on both brand love and
willingness to pay more in their research titled “The Effect of Brand Reputation on Willingness to Pay:
The Mediating Role of Brand Love and a Research on Nike Brand”. The research reveals findings that jus-
tify why companies should nurture brand reputation.

“Fraudulent Bankruptcy”authored by Research Assistant Bekir Isik explores the common aspects of bank-
ruptcy fraud, penalties for fraud, and statute of repose.

Dr. Orhan Erkal's “A Female Figure That Brought Together Literature and Painting In the 19th Century:
Adaptations of Lord Alfred Tennyson’s Lady of Shalott” examines the visualizations of this lyrical ballad
by different artists as well as its contributions to 19th century British painting.

Investigating the impacts of Covid-19 on art in the context of digital technologies, Firat Arapoglu offers
a review from an art historian’s perspective through which he analyses and interprets the artworks cre-
ated during the pandemic. As an effort that criticises the pandemic’s impact not only on human health
and wellbeing, but also on art, Arapoglu’s work includes some significant views that require some care-
ful reading.




Lastly, in our book review section, you may enjoy a book review by Giilhan Seyhun who analyses for
us Isil Cakan Haciibrahimoglu's “Republican Turkey and its Perception of Humanism” by is Bankasi Kiil-
tlr Publishing.
