Covid-19 pandemisi tiim diinya ile birlikte Turkiye’yi farkli boyutlarda etkisi altina almistir.
KoronavirUs salginin, insan saghgi ve saglik sistemleri lizerinde yarathigl olumsuz etki sii-
recin uzamasi ile birlikte artan sekilde sosyo-ekonomik alanlarda da kendini gdstermeye
devam etmektedir.

Surecin igerdigi belirsizliklerin ve ani degisimlerin, toplumun direnglilik ve adaptasyon
becerilerini mekansal ve zamansal baglamda nasil kavramsallastirilacagina yonelik olarak
cesitli alanlarda bilim insanlari tarafindan arastirmalar yapilmakta ve sonuglari bilimsel
mecralarda paylasilmaya devam etmektedir. Bu ¢erceveden hareketle Covid-19 siirecinin
Turkiye Cografyasi baglaminda ele alinmasi amaciyla, “Tiirk Cografya Dergisi” kendi tze-
rine disen sorumlulugu yerine getirmek distincesiyle Mayis 2020 tarihinde 6zel sayisi
cagrisina ¢ikmistir. Dergimize bu ¢agriya istinaden farkl disiplinlerden bilim insanlari ta-
rafindan iletilen galismalar yayin politikamiz gergevesinde degerlendirilerek “Covid-19
Ozel Sayisi” 7 adet arastirma makalesi ve 2 adet derleme makalesi olmak iizere 9 adet
makale ile olusturulmustur.

Covid-19 pandemi siirecini Cografya biliminin glincel perspektifi ile ele alan 6zel sayimiz
icerisinde; Web CBS ve Covid-19, yash niifus ve pandemi iliskisi, eve kapanma ve deza-
vantajli insanlari mekansal deneyimleri, turizm hareketliligi, havayolu sektord, saglik tu-
rizmi, sosyal-ekonomik ve mekansal esitsizlikler, pandemi ve online egitim siiregleri ile
mekansal deneyim, halk sagligi ve planlama konularina odaklanan ¢alismalari bulabilir-
siniz.

Covid-19 6zel sayimizin, Tiirk Cografya Dergisi icin 6zel anlami bu sirece iliskin akademik
calismalar ile katki sunmasinin yani sira 76 yillik tarihinde ilk kez 6zel bir sayi yayinlayarak,
yeni bir bilimsel yayin pratigine ge¢mesidir. Bu yaklasim gergevesinde dergimiz, Cografya
biliminin glincel konularina iligskin refleks olusturulmasi noktasinda multi-disipliner ve
inter-disipliner ¢alismalar iceren 6zel sayilar aracili§lyla okuyucularimizin karsisina ¢gikmak
niyetindedir.

Dear Colleagues,

As else-where in the world, Turkey has been suffering from the Covid-19 pandemic and
its impacts. The negative impact of the coronavirus epidemic on human health and
health systems continues to be widespread. Meanwhile, within the socio-economic
arena, it has caused stagnation and decline.

Around the world, scientists from many disciplines, are working hard to understand
the social effects of this still evolving pandemic in spatial and temporal terms and to
comprehend its interactions with the capacity of different societies to cope, adapt and
be resilient in the face of a rapidly changing threat. In the same way, the Turkish
experience and response to Covid-19 needs to be considered in the context of Turkish
geography. To fulfil its responsibility to respond constructively to this emergency, the
"Turkish Geographical Review" called for papers toward a special issue. This deals
with Geographical perspectives on the Covid-19 pandemic process but our call invited



scientists from any discipline to contribute insights of Geographical relevance.These
were evaluated within the framework of the publication policy of TGR, and now appear
in a "Covid-19 Special Issue". This consists of nine articles, seven research and two
review. These studies deal with the web GIS and Covid-19, the relationship between
demographic structure and the pandemic, place experience and planning, tourism and
mobility, the experience of the transportation sector, health tourism, social-economic
and spatial inequalities, and online teaching experience.

This special issue of Covid-19 has special significance to the Turkish Geographical
Review, not only because it contributes with academic studies of great national
relevance but also because it signals a new scientific practice by publishing a special
issue for the first time in the TGR’s 76-year history. It hoped that, through special issues
of this type, that include multi-disciplinary and inter-disciplinary studies and that tackle
problems of immediate global significance, our TGR journal will reach out to a new,
more diverse, readership and do more to highlight the importance and relevance of our
Geographical perspective.

I would like to thank co-editors of the journal, A/Prof.Dr. Cihan Bayrakdar, A/Prof.Dr.
Ahmet Ertek, Prof.Dr. Barbaros Goénenggil and Research Asst. Onur Halis for their
invaluable help, | would also like to thank our esteemed colleague authors for their
contributions and the referees, who, though generously donating so much expertise,
effort and time, have contributed greatly to turning these studies into valuable
publications.

| hope that you will enjoy reading the studies in our Covid-19 special issue and that they
will make useful contributions to society and to the world of science
