From the editor
Dear Readers,

We are happy to greet you with the first
issue of 2011. In this issue you will find
three original research articles, one review,
one notes from the field and one letter to
the editor.

In this issue there are both research and
review articles dealing with the recent
changes in the organization at all level of the
health services in Turkey, as part of the
Health Transformation Program. Two
research articles in this issue were
submitted from two close cities in the west
region of our country aiming to evaluate the
Family Physician System from different
points of view. In the Manisa study, Lagarh
et al. aimed to evaluate structural and
functional properties of family physician
services by using the scale of the PCAS
(Primary Care Assessment Survey: Primary
Care Evaluation Scale). The validity of the
scale had also been assessed by the same
authors in a previous study. According to
the study results, it was found that, in
general, structural dimension scores were
low; whereas patient-physician relationship
domain scores were in a normal range. In
addition to these findings, the elements of
the recently modified primary health care
system were found to be poor in general
except for the continuity element.

Durusoy et al, in their study, evaluated the
registration and follow-up rates of pregnant

women by family physicians (FP). According

to the study results, they suggest, the
participation of FPs in antenatal care should
be increased and interventions should be
undertaken to ensure a more effective role
of primary care in prenatal care.

The draft law of Public Hospital
Associations is discussed by Tiirkkan in the
notes from the fields section of the Journal.
He argues that the principles of equity,
representation and participation are not
properly taken into consideration in the
process of selection of the highest decision
making organ of the associations, namely
the board of directors. The financially
oriented services that the associations are
going to deliver will affect all of society but
especially the poor.

Evaluation of the short and long term effects
of the recently introduced services as part of
the Health Transition Program on the health
of society is one of the important
responsibilities of public health workers.
We would like to provide space for both
research and review articles on this topic in
the next issues of the Journal.

We hope you enjoy this issue of the Turkish
Journal of Public Health and we would like
to thank all the authors and reviewers who

contributed to this issue of the journal.
