Diger taraftan dergimizin
kurumsal altyapisinda onemli degisiklikler
yapildi.  Derginin  gorlnirligiinic  ve
standartlarini yiikseltmek i¢in uluslararasi
dizinlere girme ¢abalarini siirdiiriiyoruz. ilk
olarak “Acik Erisim Dergileri Dizini (DOAJ-
The Directory of Open Access Journals)
basvuru hazirliklarimiz tamamlandi. DOAJ
10,000 den fazla agik erisimli hakemli
dergilerin dizinini olusturan, merkezi Isvegc-
Lund {iniversitesinde olan bir kurum. Bu
tyeligin Dergimizin goruntrligini
artiracagini ve dis denetimler igin bir
referans olacagimi  diigliniiyoruz. Ikinci
olarak ¢ok 6nem verdigimiz etik konusunda
kurumsallasmamizi saglayacak “Yayin Etigi
Komitesi” (Committee on Publication
Ethics- COPE) basvurusu i¢in calismalar
tamamlandi. COPE hakemli dergi editorleri
ve yayimcilarinin olusturdugu bir komite ve
boylelikle yayimcilikla ilgili uluslararasi
standartlar1 izleyecegimizi garanti altina
almis oluyoruz. COPE kurallar1 ayni
zamanda “Diinya Tibbi Editorler Birligi
(WAME), DOAJ standartlar ile de birlikte
degerlendirilen bir kurum.

Ayrica Kasim 2015 ayi itibari ile dergimizin
ulusal dergilere online altyapt destegi
saglayan ULAKBIM DERGIPARK'a basvuru
yapmasl icin karar alindi. DERGIPARK,
Tiirkiye Halk Saghgi Dergisi gibi acik
erisimli dergilere teknik olarak online alt
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yap! destegi saghyor. DERGIPARK bunun
yaninda DOl numarasi hizmeti de veriyor.
DERGIPARK bizim kullandigimiz  agik
dergicilik  sistemini  kullandigi  igin,
dergimize yaz1 kabulii ve yonetimiyle ilgili
bir degisiklik olmayacagini da duyurmak
isteriz.

Dergimizin 2015 yilinin bu son sayisina
gelince; bu sayida 5 arastirma ve 1 tartisma
makalesi okuyacaksiniz. Tartisma
makalesinde  Hindistan'daki  asimetrik
cinsiyet oranindan kaynaklanan olumsuz
sosyal sonuglar ele alinmaktadir. Arastirma
makalelerinden birisi Gazze- Al Azhar
Universitesi 6grencilerinin HIV-AIDS e kars1
tutumlari ile ilgili sonuglar tartismaktadir.
Bir baska arastirma makalesinde yazarlar
iki farkl fabrikada vardiyali ¢alisan is¢ilerde
gliindiiz uykululugu ve bunun anksiyete ile
depresyon diizeylerine etkisini
calismislardir. Van’da yapilan bir baska
calismada ise, 0-12 aylik bebegi olan
annelerin bebeklerini besleme ile ilgili
davraniglar1 ele alinmistir. Bir baska
arastirma makalesinde yazarlar Turkiye'de
trafik denetimlerinin ve cezalarin trafik
kazalar ile iligkisini incelemek lizere 2008-
2012 donemine ait 81 ilin trafik denetleme,
ceza ve kaza verilerini degerlendirmislerdir.
Son arastirma makalesi ise lise 6grenciler
arasinda sorunlu internet kullanimi ve
bununla iligkili etkenleri degerlendiren bir
calismadir.

2015 yii ne yazik ki savaglar, yerinden
edilen insanlar, cevre tahribati ve artan
esitsizliklerle her bakimdan olumsuz bir yil
oldu. Yeni gelen yil icin sagligin en temel 6n
kosulu olan barisi diliyoruz.

From the Editors

Dear Readers

We are happy to be greeting you with the
last issue of Turkish Journal of Public Health
in 2015. We now provide a summary of
published articles in 2015 and share some
recent developments. In 2015 a total of 17
research articles was published, 14 of which
were Original Articles, 1 was a Meta
Analysis and 2 were Short Reports. In
addition we published 3 Letters to the
Editor, 1 Debate and 1 Notes from the Field.
Comparing with previous years, there is no
difference in terms of the number of the
articles but we can say that there is an
improvement in the quality of the papers.
Our efforts are continuing in this matter.
Likewise, our Editors organized a course in
writing scientific paper for our potential
authors and/or reviewers during 18t
National Public health Congress in Konya
this year.

In addition to this some changes have been
made in the managerial infrastructure of the
Journal. We continue our efforts to enter the
international indexes in order to increase
the visibility and standards of our Journal.
Firstly, we have completed the necessary
submission documents for DOAJ- The
Directory of Open Access Journals. DOAJ is
an institution which provides an index
covering more than 10,000 open access
journals; its center is in Lund University of
Sweden. We believe that this membership
will increase the visibility of our Journal and
will be a reference for external auditing.
Secondly, we have completed our
preparations to apply to the Committee on
Publication Ethics- COPE and have given
that a high priority. COPE is a committee
that consists of editors of peer review
journals and publishers. In this way we
assure that we would follow international
standards regarding publishing. COPE
guidelines are also connected with the
World Association of Medical Editors
(WAMA), and with DOAJ standards. Beside
these international improvements, it was
decided to apply to the ULAKBIM
infrastructure, so called DERGIPARK, which
supports online submission systems for
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open access Journals. DERGIPARK also
provides DOI number services. DERGIPARK
uses the same open system that we have
used so far, so that there will be no changes
in procedures for manuscript applications
and management of our Journal.

If we take a look at the latest issue for 2015
we have 5 research and one debate paper. In
the debate paper, adverse social
consequences resulting from the
asymmetric sex ratio in India is discussed.
One of the research papers is from the Gaza-
Al Azhar University and discusses the
student attitudes against HIV-AIDS. Another
research article studied the relationship
between daytime sleepiness and anxiety
and depression among shift workers in two
different factories.

Behaviors of mothers relating to the feeding
of their babies were explored in a study
conducted in Van. In another study the
effects of traffic enforcement were
examined in relation to fines charged and to
road crashes and traffic fatalities in Turkey.
Finally, one study evaluated the problematic
Internet use among high school students
and factors associated with this.

Unfortunately, 2015 has passed with much
turmoil and many conflicts including the
displaced people, environmental
degradation and increasing inequalities in
many regions in the World. We wish for
peace as it is the most basic prerequisite for
the peoples’ health.
