Emile Durkheim, 150 years ago, puts society in the place of God by taking
positivism into sociology and the argument that “We should look at the society
in the way we look at God” had made a revolution in sociology. According
to Durkheim, “Social incident is not such a process bound to individual and
a process that starts and ends withindividual.

Gathering a thousand of monkeys to a field
cannot make them a society but when a thousand of people gathered together
they can make social network.

I would like to thank to all my friends for their efforts and
once again I wish the journal would make a great value and benefit to everyone.
