The first paper is by Fikret Gortin, of Middle Edgchnical University.
He observes two strands running through econondosagion: one regards
economics as a sort of sub-discipline of engingerfivhile the other views the
field from an ethical perspective. The author esdsrthe latter approach as
being more appropriate for the university econoroigsiculum. He also explores
the notions of rationality and self-interest in nsifeam economics, as well as
gives an overview of the “engineering” view curigrttolding sway in eco-
nomics departments throughout Turkey.

Hasan Kazdgi, of Pamukkale University, is the author of owcend
contribution. He examines economics education éndbntext of the fourth
industrial revolution and stresses the need fagrating technology and new
teaching methods into the process of educatinggi@aonomists. In addressing
the Turkish situation, the author calls for a costploverhaul of economics
education in the country, one that would be based detailed profile of in-
coming students, particularly their education eigrere before entering the
university.

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Our fourth paper represents a collaboration betv@®istophe Schinckus,
of the Monarch Business School and the Universityecester, and Cinla
Akdere, of Middle East Technical University. Thesegent a relatively new
influence on the field of economics, namely, ecdrysjts. Physics apparently
began its interaction with economics back at therdaf econometrics, and it
is still called upon to carry out empirical analysendertaken by economists.
