Bu
calismalar, giindelik yasami 6nemli élglide
donistlirme giciine sahip olan ve makine
0grenme, goruntileme sistemleri, sanal
gerceklik gibi yenilikgi yonleriyle dikkat
ceken bir dizi teknolojiyi anlamlandirmak,
kullanim  pratiklerine iliskin  detaylarn
kesfetmekigin 6nemliipuglarisunmaktadir.
Bununla birlikte, yeni medya alanindaki
akademik  bilgi  Uretiminin  6nemli
sayilabilecek bir bolimi de s6z konusu
yenilik ve teknolojileri toplumsal boyutuyla
ele alma egilimi tasimakta, bu tirden yeni
teknolojiler ve uygulamalarin toplumun
farkh kesimleri tarafindan nasil kullanildigi,
toplumsal bakimdan hangi firsatlari ve
tehditleri  barindirdigl, hatta toplum
kesimleri tarafindan nasil algilandigi gibi
konulara odaklanmaktadir.

Bu giris niteligindeki sorgulamalarin
yanisira, yeniiletisim teknolojileri esliginde
beliren kiltlirin ve yasam deneyiminin
toplumsal alandaki mevcut krizler ve
catismalarla nasil iliskilenebilecegi, bu
kriz ve c¢atismalarin toplumsal c¢iktilari

Approaches and studies aimed at
explaining the field of new media, according
to their focal points, seem to concentrate on
two axes. The first of these is studies that
place new media platforms, applications
and technologies at the center of their focus
and highlight the technical dimensions of
new communication technologies. These
studies offer important clues for making
sense and exploring the details of a series
of technologies that have the power to
transform daily life significantly and that
attract attention with their innovative aspects
such as machine learning, imaging systems,
virtual reality. In the studies representing the
second axis, the tendency to deal with the
innovations and technologies in question with
their social dimension comes to the fore and
these studies focus on questions such as ‘how
such new technologies and applications are
used by different segments of the society?’,
‘what opportunities and threats do they
pose socially’ and ‘how are these innovative
technologies and applications are perceived
by certain segments of society’.

In addition to these introductory inquiries,
more in-depth questionings such as ‘how
the culture and life experience emerging
with the help of these new communication
technologies can be related to the current
crises and conflicts in the social sphere?’ and
‘what effects does this new culture might
have on the social outputs of these crises and
