EDITORUN NOTU

Tiirkiye Bilimler Akademisi yayin organ1 TUBA-AR Dergisi 28. sayisinda da iilkemizde ve farkli cografyalarda
arkeoloji, kiiltiirel miras ve arkeometri alanlarindaki degerlendirme yazilarini sayfalarina aktarmaya devam etmistir.
Onceki sayilarda oldugu gibi cografi, kapsam ve kronolojik baglamda cesitlilige 6zen gostererek secilen yazilar
tilkemizde son yillarda ciddi bir veri artis1 oldugunu, yazar ve nitelikli yaz1 sayisinin da ayn1 oranda arttigini agikca
ortaya koymaktadir.

I1k yazida Rabia Aktas Antandros Antik Kenti MO 1. yiizy1l - MS 6. yiizy1l araligina tarihlenen bir grup Roma dénemi
canak ¢omlegini ele almaktadir. Makalede s6z konusu malzemenin tanitiminin yani sira, Roma Doénemi hamamina
ait su ile iliskili yapilar ve kentteki stratigrafisi tanimli alanlar iizerinden kronolojik bir tanimlama da bulunmaktadir.

Cilem Yavsan’in makalesinde, Giilpinar yerlesiminin Kalkolitik doneme tarihlenen tabakalarinda bulunan kemik
aletler iizerinde tipolojik ve islev analizlerine yer verilmistir. Ozellikle Orta Kalkolitik dénem olmak iizere Kuzeybati
Anadolu’da oldukga sinirli bilgiye sahip oldugumuz Kalkolitik dénem buluntularini konu alan bu degerlendirme son
derece 6nemli bir boslugu doldurmaktadir.

Abdulkadir Ozdemir ve Harun Danigmaz tarafindan kaleme alinan yazida ise Murat Hoyiik Orta Demir Cagr’na ait,
iizerinde tanr1 ve tanriga igaretleri olan amulet ve parmak baskili bir kadeh tanitilmaktadir. S6z konusu buluntular
Urartu Kralligr'nin etkisindeki bolgenin, Yeni Assur donemi kiiltiirlerle iletisimini yansitmasi agisindan ayr1 bir 5neme
sahiptir.

Bir diger makalede Nizam Abay Keramos’da bulunan figiir kabartmali bir sunagi ele almistir. Makalede sunagin
ikonografik ve stilistik tanim1 yapilarak Kremoslu ustalarin hangi atdlyelerden etkilendikleri ve sunagin islevi
konusunda degerlendirmelere yer verilmistir. Benzeri bir diger tanitim yazisi da Hiiseyin Erpehlivan’nin stilistik
analizi ve analojisini yaptig1 Vezirhan Steli’dir.

Hamza Ekmen’in makalesinde Inénii Magarr’nda bulunan i1k Tung Cag1 canak ¢omlekleri ele alinmaktadir. Kuzeybati
Anadolu’daki tarihdncesi donem arastirmalar1 genelde Marmara Denizi’nin ¢evresiyle sinirli kalirken son yillara Inénii
Magarasi’'nda yapilan ¢aligmalar Bat1 Karadeniz hakkindaki bilgilerimizin artmasini saglamistir. Ayrica magaralarda
yiriitiilen tarihoncesi donem arastirmalarinin artmasi iilke arkeolojisi agisindan da son derece sevindirici bir gelismedir.
[k Tung Cagr'na yonelik bir diger calisma ise Sinem Tiirkteki’nin Eskisehir, Bilecik ve Kiitahya illerinde yapilan yiizey
arastirmalarinin sonuglarini degerlendirdigi makalesinde yer bulmaktadir.

Derginin 11. sayisinda yayin kurulunun belirttigi gibi arkeolojik degerlendirmeler kadar arkeometri ve kiiltiirel miras
yonetiminin her alaninda yeni yontemlerin tartisilmasi ve uygulamalarin sunulmasiyla derginin kapsami genisletilmesi
hedeflenmisti. Gegen siire icerisinde bu yondeki yazilara daha fazla yer verilmis ve verilmesi arzu edilmektedir.
Nitekim derginin 28. sayisinda Negin Derakhshan Houreh ile Ali Akin Akyol’un yazdig, Isfahan’daki Harun Velayat
Tiirbesi’nde bulunan figiirlii kagitlarin arkeometrik analizlerini konu edindikleri bir makale bulunmaktadir. Bir diger
yaz1 ise Nizar Polat ve meslektaslarinin yazdigi, son yillarda arkeolojik projelerin vazgegilmez yonlerinden birini
yansitan, iha fotogrametrisinin arkeolojik yiizey arastirmalarina katkisini ele aldiklar1 makaledir.

Ulkemizin kentsel arkeolojik ¢alismalar1 agisindan 6ne ¢ikan calismalarindan biri 1940’1 yillardan bu yana Eski
Smyrna’da yiiriitiilmektedir. Bora Ertiiziin makalesinde, Eski Smyrna’da aralikli olarak farkli uzmanlarin aciga
¢ikardig1 Arkaik Donem sivil mimari 6rneklerini derleyerek yeniden yorumlamaistir.

Ulkemiz disindaki arkeolojik mirasi konu alan bir diger yazi, Mohsen Saadati ve meslektaslarinin yazdig1 Rey sehri
orneginde, iran’daki Selguklu sehirlerinin mekansal analizlerini konu edinmektedir.

Dergi Merih Cevdet Erek’in tarihdncesi yontmatas alet teknolojisini kuramsal yonleriyle ele aldig1 makalesiyle son
bulmaktadir. Erek makalesinde, dzellikle Paleolitik Cag ve Epi-Paleolitik doneme iliskin bazi tanimlari ve siiregiden
tartigmalar1 yeniden yorumlamaktadir.

Kronolojik ve igerik olarak genis bir yelpazeyi yansitan 12 makalenin yer aldigt TUBA-AR Dergisi’nin 28. sayisina
yazar ve hakem olarak katkida bulunan tiim bilim insanlarina yayin kurulu olarak tesekkiir ederiz.

EDITOR’S NOTE

In its 28th issue, the trade publication of the Turkish Academy of Sciences, TUBA-AR Magazine, continues to publish reviews
on archaeology, cultural heritage and archacometry in our country and in different geographies. As in the previous issues, the
articles selected by focusing on diverse geographical, scope and chronological context clearly reveal there has been a serious
increase in data in recent years in our country, with the number of authors and qualified articles increasing at the same rate.

In the first article, Rabia Aktag deals with a Roman pottery group dating between the 1st cent. BCE to the 6th cent. AD.,
uncovered at the site of in the antique city of Antandros. Besides the introduction of the said material in the article, there is
also a chronological description of the water-related structures of the Roman Era bathhouse and the stratigraphy defined areas
in the city.

The article by Cilem Yavsan covers typological and functional analyzes of bone tools found in the Chalcolithic layers at the
Gillpinar settlement. In dealing with Northwestern Anatolia artifacts of the Chalcolithic period, and particularly the Mid-
Chalcolithic, of which we have very limited information, this assessment fills an extremely important gap.

In their article, Abdulkadir Ozdemir and Harun Danismanz introduce an amulet and fingerprinted goblet with god and
goddess signs from the Mid-Iron Age, excavated at the Murat Hoytik. Said finds have a special importance in terms of
reflecting the communications of the region under the influence of the Urartu Kingdom with the cultures of the neo-Assyrian
era.

In another article, Nizam Abay discusses an altar with figure relief that was found at Keramos. This article encompasses a
description of the altar’s iconographic and stylistic features, an assessment regarding the workshops that were influenced by
the Keramos masters, as well as the function of the altar. Another similar introductory article concerns the Vezirhan Stele, in
which Hiiseyin Erpehlivan conducts a stylistic analysis and analogy.

Hamza Ekmen's article deals with Early-Bronze Age pottery found at the inonii Cave in Eskisehir. While the prehistoric
research in Northwestern Anatolia is generally limited to the vicinity of the Marmara Sea, recent studies conducted at the
Inénii Cave have increased our knowledge of the Western Black Sea region. Moreover, the increase in the prehistoric period
research conducted in caves is a very pleasing development in terms of the country’s archaeology. Another study regarding
the Early-Bronze Age is found in Sinem Tiirkteki's article, in which she assesses the results of surveys conducted in Eskisehir,
Bilecik and Kiitahya.

As stated by the editorial board in the journal’s 11th issue, it was aimed to expand the scope of the journal by discussing new
methods and presenting applications in all aspects of archaeometry and cultural heritage management as well as archaeological
evaluations. Since then, more articles in this regard have been submitted and have been encouraged to be submitted. sAs a
matter of fact, this 28th issue features an article written by Negin Derakhshan Houreh and Ali Akin Akyol pertaining to the
archaeometric analysis of the figured paper brought to light in the Harun Velayat Tomb at Isfahan, Iran. Another article is that
written by Nizar Polat and her colleagues, which reflects one of the indispensable aspects of archaeological projects in recent
years, that of the contribution made by drones in photogrammetry to archaeological surveys.

One of the prominent studies of our country in terms of urban archaeological studies has been carried out at the site of
ancient Smyrna since the 1940s. In his article, Bora Ertiiziin compiled and reinterpreted specimens of the Archaic Era civil
architecture intermittently revealed by different experts at antique city of Smyrna.

Another article on the archaeological heritage abroad deals with the spatial analysis of Seljuk Empire cities in Iran, in the
example of the city of Rey, written by Mohsen Saadati and her colleagues.

The journal ends with Merih Cevdet Erek's article on prehistoric chipped stone tool technology with its theoretical aspects.
In his article, Erek reinterprets some definitions and ongoing debates, especially regarding the Paleolithic Age and the Epi-
Paleolithic Era.

As the editorial board, we would like to thank all the scientists who contributed as authors and referees to the 28th issue of ouir
TUBA-AR Journal, which includes 12 articles reflecting a wide range of chronological and content.
