Figen Unal Colak ve Deniz Benzer bu calismada Instagram’in kisisel
antrendrleri beden insasinda nasil kategorize ettigi ve bedensel sermayelerin ekonomik sermay-
eye donusturilmesinde kolaylk sagladigi fikrini ortaya koymuslardir.

iceriklerle hangi bicim ve oranlarla otekilestirildigi ele alinmistir.

“Sevgi de Yetmiyormus”: Turk Filmlerinde Baglanma Paradigmasini Distinmek” adli makalede
Gizem Parlayandemir; sinemasal anlatilarda iliski kaliplari ve toplumsal cinsiyetin temsil alani
konusunu ele almis, bu baglamda popliler sinema anlatisini, baglanma paradigmasi ekseninde
ortaya koymustur.

Yildiz Derya Birincioglu Vural, sinema basligl icerisinde “Hollywood Sinemasindaki Software
Anlatilarda Yer Alan Posthiimanist Bakis Agisini Olus Felsefesi Dahilinde Okumak” makalesi ile
poptler sinemayi glincel bir atmosfer icerisinde ele almis, dijitallesen diinyada birey/toplum ve
posthuman imgeleri, eril bakis ve kadin imgesinin temsili (izerinden software anlatilari merkeze
alarak incelemistir.

Bu makalede yazarlar, 1946-2002 yillari arasinda yapilmis olan genel segim kampanyalarini in-
celemis, tarihsel ve kapsayici bir bakis acisi ile yillar icerisine yasanan degisimin yonini ortaya
koymuslardir.

Orman yanginlari heniz giincelligini koruyan bir baslik olarak son sayimizda yerini aldi. “Sosyal
Medyadaki Dezenformasyon: 2021 Tiirkiye Orman Yanginlari Ornegi” makalesinde Kadriye Ko-
bak, Suheda Sogukdere, Temmuz 2021 tarihinde Turkiye Cumhuriyeti tarihinin en blyik orman
yangini Gizerine sosyal medyada ortaya ¢ikan haberlerde yapilmis olan dezenformasyonunu or-
taya koymus ve ozellikle bu dezenformasyona karsin medya okuryazarliginin éneminin altini
cizmistir.

Gazetecilik alaninda yayinlanan diger bir makale ise “Diinya Basininda israil- Filistin Meselesi:
2021 Mayis israil Saldirilarina iliskin Haberlerin Séylem Analizi”. Elif Kaya bu makalede israil ve
Filistin arasindaki catismalarin devam ettigi stirecte medyanin ortaya koydugu dilin siddeti ele alis
bicimini incelemektedir. Medya kanallarinin haber dilini, mevcut ideolojik yapilarini asmayacak
sekilde olusturuldugu ileri stGrtlmustar.

Son makale ise gindem ile yakindan iliski olan bir konuya odaklanmis ve “Afet Gazeteciligine
Giindem Belirleme Kurami ve izmir Depremi Haberlerinden Bakis” konusu incelenmistir. Elif
Kitiikoglu izmir depremine ulusal gazetelerin hangi siklikla ve hangi dnem sirasina gére yer
verdigini ortaya koymustur.

Dergimize destek veren bu nitelikli calismalarin glindemi takip eden bir akademik yaklasim orta-
ya koymakla birlikte medya ve iletisim ¢alismalari alanina 6zgtin katkilar sagladigini gérmek bizim
icin oldukga 6nemli.

In the article “An Analysis on the Marginalization of the 65+ Age Group in the First Period of
Covid-19” written by Zeynep Genel and Batuhan Ozudurlu, it is stated that in the epidemic agen-
da that the world is going through, 65 and over groups can use news, comments and content on
Twitter and similar platforms. marginalized by rates.

Gizem Parlayandemir in the article “Love is not enough”: Thinking About the Attachment Para-
digm in Turkish Films; She dealt with the relationship patterns in cinematic narratives and the
field of representation of gender, and in this context, he presented the popular cinema narrative
on the axis of the attachment paradigm.

Yildiz Derya Birincioglu Vural, with her article titled “Reading the Posthumanist Perspective in
Software Narratives in Hollywood Cinema Within the Philosophy of Being”, discussed popular
cinema in an up-to-date atmosphere, through the representation of individual/society and post-
human images, masculine gaze and female image in the digitalized world. software analyzed
narratives by centering them.

One of the most effective outputs of the Covid epidemic and the aftermath is undoubtedly the so-
cial transformation accelerated by digitalization. In this context, Emine Giilal Sahin, in her article
“Activist Public Relations in the Age of Digitalization: An Analysis on International Literature”,
concluded that with the increase in digitalization, activist groups and non-governmental orga-
nizations significantly increased their activities, but profit-oriented institutions slowed down at
this point.

Another study that contributes to the field is the article “Panorama of Political Public Relations:
Election Campaigns from 1946 to 2002” by Esra Keloglu isler and Serdar Anali. In this article,
the authors examined the general election campaigns between 1946-2002 and presented the
direction of the change over the years with a historical and inclusive perspective.

Forest fires took its place in our last issue as a topic that is still up to date. In the article “Disinfor-
mation in Social Media: The Case of 2021 Turkish Forest Fires”, Kadriye Kobak, Suheda Sogukdere
revealed the disinformation made in the news on the social media about the biggest forest fire in
the history of the Turkish Republic in July 2021 and underlined the importance of media literacy
especially despite this disinformation.

Another article published in the field of journalism is “The Israel-Palestine Issue in the World
Press: Discourse Analysis of the News on the May 2021 Israel Attacks”. In this article, Elif Kaya
examines the way the language used by the media handles violence during the ongoing conflict
between Israel and Palestine. It has been argued that the news language of media channels was
created in a way that would not exceed their existing ideological structures.

The last article focused on a subject that is closely related to the agenda, and the subject of
“Agenda Setting Theory to Disaster Journalism and Views from Izmir Earthquake News” was
examined. Elif Kiitiikoglu revealed how often and in what order of importance national newspa-
pers gave coverage to the Izmir earthquake.

It is very important for us to see that these qualified studies that support our journal provide an
academic approach that follows the agenda and make original contributions to the field of media
and communication studies. For this reason, | would like to thank our authors for their valuable
contributions to our December 2021 issue, as well as our referees who provided their meticulous
evaluations, for walking with us with the same enthusiasm and motivation during this long pro-
cess.
