evlilikler, buna bagh gelisen toplumsal hareketlilik ve Vietnaml kadin eslerin evlilik sonrast
yasantilar sosyolojik analize tabi tutmustur. Incelenen sinir Gtesi evlilik mekanizmasina dair,
neden ve sonug iliskileri bakimindan tespitler ve oneriler sunulmustur. Ugiincii makalede,
Hiiseyin Siiriicii, teror ve terorizm kavramlarimn karsilik geldigi anlamlara yonelik
kavramsal bir analiz ve tartisma sunmaktadir. Kavramsal diizeyde uzlasi saglanamayacag
argiimanyla, elestirel realizmin gorelilik perspektifinden literatiire ve bilimin birligine katk:
saglamayt hedeflemektedir. Dordiincii makalede, Nazli Koca ve Vecih Cuzdan, Liibnan’in
Osmanl Imparatorlugu’ndan giiniimiize degin gegirdigi asamalar: siyasi ve toplumsal yap
bakimindan ortak kimlik ve ortak vatandaglik olgular: cercevesinde degerlendirmektedir.
Sedir Devrimi siirecinin bu bakimdan rolii, tartismamn odagma alinmaktadir. Begsinci
makalede, Emin Kurtulus ve Betiil Diistinceli, iiniversite 6grencilerinin Covid-19 korkusunu
(fobisini), Covid-19 farkindalig: ve genel aidiyet diizeyi iizerinden arastirmakta ve
bulgulamaktadir. Covid-19 fobisinin psikolojik etkenlerinin cinsiyet, bilgi alma kaynaklar:
ve ruh hali degisimleri unsurlariyla iliskisini arastirma kapsaminda ele alinmistir. Son
olarak altinci makalede, Ozlem Ozer ve Servet Alp, saglik yonetimi dgrencilerinin ruh
saghgy, benlik saygisi ve basari yonelimleri arasindaki iligkileri incelemektedir.

Editor’s Note

As of November 2021, Uskiidar University Journal of Social Sciences has reached its
thirteenth issue. As we have done so far, we have tried to preserve our interdisciplinary
and multidisciplinary approach in this issue. It includes six articles and a book review
from the disciplines of Sociology, Human Geography, International Relations, Political
Science, Psychology, and History, written by worthy academics.

In the first article, Tugba Aydin Oztiirk and Nick Crossley focus on the growing
development of the digital music industry at the global and local level in recent years,
in Turkey. It examines the digital music market in Turkey through case studies in terms
of the relationship between widespread models, such as subscription and bundle sales,
and telecommunications and digital music services. In the second article, Liping Hu
makes a sociological analysis of the transnational marriages that have increased in recent
years between China and Vietnam, the social mobility that has developed due to this
phenomenon, and the post-marriage lives of Vietnamese wives. In terms of cause and
effect relationships, determinations and suggestions are presented regarding the cross-
border marriage mechanism examined. In the third article, Hiiseyin Siirticii presents a
conceptual analysis and discussion on the meanings of terror and terrorism. Bearing the
argument that a consensus cannot be reached at the conceptual level, the article aims to
contribute to the literature and the unity of science from the perspective of the relativity
theory of critical realism. In the fourth article, Nazl Koca and Vecih Cuzdan evaluate
the stages that Lebanon went through from the Ottoman Empire to the present within
the framework of common identity and common citizenship in terms of political and
social structure. The role of the Cedar Revolution process from this aspect is at the center
of the discussion. In the fifth article, Emin Kurtulug and Betiil Diigiinceli investigate and
present the findings concerning university students’ fear (phobia) of Covid-19 in relation
to Covid-19 awareness and general belongingness. The relationship of the psychological
factors of Covid-19 phobia to gender, sources of information, and mood swings has been
discussed within the scope of the research. Finally, in the sixth article, Ozlem Ozer and
Servet Alp examine the relationships between mental health, self-esteem, and achievement
goals of health management students. The quantitative research they conducted has
also found that self-esteem carries a regulatory role in the relationship between mental
health and achievements. In the book review included in this issue, in addition to the
research articles, Salih Bilgin examines John-Paul Ghobrial's Whispering Cities. This
book aims to analyze the communication processes between societies by focusing on the



information flow among the big cities of Europe and the Ottoman Empire in the early
modern period, such as Istanbul, London, and Paris and is significant in terms of being
a valuable micro-historical study.

Within the scope of our endeavor to be included in the national and international indexes,
we punctiliously examine the articles sent to our journal and follow the peer review process
strictly. Our journal has been indexed in ULAKBIM since 2019. I would like to thank
all the referees for their contributions that put the quality of our journal over the top
with their valuable advice, as well as the Vice Editor Asst. Prof. Uygar Aydemir, Ph.D.

and the research assistants Salih Bilgin, Cemal Cem Anarat, Bengi Cakmak, and Dogan
