EDITOR’UN NOTU

Kiiltiirel ve dogal miras, nesilleri birbirine baglayan, kimligi, sosyal uyumu ve dayaniklilig1 destekleyen, kirilgan
ve yenilenemez bir degerdir. Bununla birlikte, korunmasini ve siirdiiriilebilirligini tehdit eden ¢esitli doga ve insan
kaynakl1 risklere agiktir. Son yillarda iklim degisikligi dogal ve kiiltiirel mirasa yonelik en 6nemli ve biiyilyen
kiiresel tehditlerden biri haline gelmistir. Bu noktada, kiiltiirel miras sadece iklim degisikliginin tehdit ettigi bir
deger degil; ayn1 zamanda nesiller boyu aktarilan geleneksel bilgi ve uygulamalar araciliiyla degisen doga ve iklim
kosullariyla nasil uyum i¢inde yasanabilecegine dair ipuglari da iceren dnemli bir bilgi kaynagidir. Bu nedenle,
kiiltiirel mirasa yonelik belgelemeler ve arastirmalar iklim degisikliginin etkilerini anlamak, azaltmak ve uyum
saglamak i¢in biiylik 6nem kazanmaktadir.

Tiirkiye, Akdeniz Havzasi’'ndaki konumu nedeniyle iklim degisikligine karsi en savunmasiz iilkelerden biridir.
Bunun bir sonucu olarak, sel, deniz seviyesinin ylikselmesi, kuraklik, ¢6llesme ve yanginlar gibi iklim degisikligi
kaynakl1 afet ve tehditler Tiirkiye'nin farkli bolgelerinde giderek daha fazla goriilmektedir. Bunlarin olumsuz
etkileri, kentlesme, toprak ve su yonetimindeki yanlis karar ve uygulamalar ile birlesince katlanarak artmakta;
iilkemizin sahip oldugu zengin dogal ve kiiltiirel miras1 daha da kirilgan hale getirmektedir. Nitekim, 2021 y1linin
yaz aylarinda Tirkiye’nin gesitli bolgelerinde iklim degisikliginin tetikledigi orman yanginlar: ve sel baskinlari
yasanmis; bunlar bir yandan canlilarin ve yasam ortamlarinin kaybina neden olurken, bir yandan da dogal, kirsal
ve arkeolojik miras alanlarinda biiyiik tahribatlarla sonuglanmistir. Bu nedenle, farkli donemlere ve kiiltiirlere ait
zengin dogal ve kiiltiirel mirasa sahip bir iilke olarak, iklim degisikligine kars1 hazirliklilik, etkilerin azaltimi ve
uyum Tirkiye igin en 6nemli ve giincel konular arasinda yer almaktadir. Bunun i¢in ise ilk ve en énemli adim,
dogal ve kiiltiirel mirasin belgelenmesi, degerlendirilmesi ve korunmasina yonelik bilgi tiretimidir.

Bu noktada, kiiltiirel mirasin envanteri, belgelenmesi ve korunmasina yonelik nitelikli bir akademik yayin ortami
olusturmay1 hedeflemis olan TUBA-KED’in rolii ve dnemi daha da artmaktadir. Dénem ve cografi bolge sinirlamast
olmaksizin, farkli 6lgek ve nitelikteki somut ve somut olmayan kiiltiirel ve dogal mirasin belgelenmesi, envanteri,
korunmasi, onarimi, sunumu ve sergilenmesi, degerlendirilmesi ve risk yonetimi gibi ¢ok genis bir yelpazede 12
makalenin yer aldig1 24. sayisi ile TUBA-KED fiistlendigi misyon dogrultusunda Tiirkiye’deki miras ¢alismalarina
¢ok boyutlu akademik katki saglamaya devam etmektedir. Bu sayidaki konu gesitliliginin bundan sonraki sayilarda
daha da artarak devam etmesi arzumuzdur.
