Nisan sayisinin ilk makalesi giindemi derinden etkileyen kadina siddet konusunu ele alyor. Ozel Silstipiir
ve Melek Ovii¢, “Kadina Yénelik Siddete Karsi Toplumsal Farkindalik Yaratma ve Kamuoyu Olusturma Araci
Olarak Sosyal Medya Kadin Sivil Toplum Kuruluslari Uzerine Bir Arastirma” adli calismalarinda, 6nde gelen
kadin sivil toplum kuruluslari olan Kadin Cinayetlerini Durduracagiz Platformu (KCDP), Kadin ve Demokrasi
Dernegi (KADEM) ve Mor Cati Kadin Siginagi Vakfi'nin, Instagram ve Twitter medya hesaplari tizerinden
kadina siddet konusunda yarattigi farkindali§i odaklanmaktadir.

Sadiye Kotanli Kiziloglu tarafindan kaleme alinan “Ulkelerarasi Diplomatik iliskilerde Beden Dili Kullanimi ve
Sézsiiz iletisimin Onemi: Sanal Basinda Liderler” adli makale sanal basinda liderlerin beden dili kullanimina
odaklanmaktadir. Beden dilinin etkili kullanimi ve kurulan diplomatik iliskiler bu arastirma kapsaminda;
gliven, gli¢c gostergesi, olumlu ve olumsuz mesaj iletme, tedirgin ve gergin olma dinamikleri bakimindan
incelenmistir.

Gunumuzde marka kimligini olusturan 6nemli unsurlarin basinda web siteleri gelmektedir. “Spor Kultpler-
inin Marka Kimliginin Web Sitelerindeki Temsili: Galatasaray ve Fenerbahge Spor Kullibii Web Sitelerinin
Karsilastirmali Analizi” makalesinde Hanzade Uralman ve Deniz Akgay spor kullbi taraftar motivasyon-
larinin hangi unsurlara bagli oldugunu ortaya koymaya ¢alismaktadir. Web sitelerinin bu ihtiyaci karsilayip
karsilayamadiklari sorusuna marka iletisimi ¢calismalarinda uygulanan Marka Kimligi Web Analiz Metodu
(Brand Identity Analysis Method/BIWAM) kullanilarak yanit aranmistir.

Web siteleri izerine acilan diger bir baslk ise “Diyalojik Halkla iliskiler Agisindan Belediyelerin Web Siteleri-
nin Karsilastirmali Analizi Bes Ulke Bes Baskent Ornegi” calismasidir. Emircan Tokgdz ve Nural imik Tanyildizi
bu makalede, diyalojik halkla iliskiler yaklasimina bagh kalarak, Avrupa kitasindaki bes (ilke baskentinin
belediye web sitelerini karsilastirmali olarak incelemistir. Calismadan gikan sonug belediye web sitelerinin;
diyalojik dongd, bilginin kullanisliligl, arayiz kullanim kolayligi, geri donis ziyaretlerinin olusturulmasi, zi-
yaretci koruma kuralindan olusan diyalojik iletisim ilkeleri, web sitelerinin diyalojik iletisime zemin hazirlan-
masini saglayacak bigcimde tasarlanmasini gibi unsurlari karsilayamadigi yoninde olmustur.

Dijital medya, teknolojik degisimin en hizli yasandigi mecralarin basinda gelmektedir. Okan Seker ve
Aysenur Atiktirk, “Big Data’yi Anlamak: Verinin Bilgiye Donlisimiinde Ekonomik Gozetim: Amazon
Ornegi” makalesinde bu evrende ortaya ¢ikan veri paylasimini, verinin toplanmasi, islenmesi ve kullanimi-
na dair siirecleri, ekonomi politik yaklasimdan beslenerek ele almislardir. Ozellikle verilerin maddi degere
donlstirilmesini konu edinen yazarlar, Uretici birey-tiiketici birey ikilemine dikkat gekmektedir.

Tuketim aliskanliklarinin dénustiga, dijital platformlarin etki alanlarini genislettigi ginimuzde kitle iletisim

araglari, kulturel, ekonomik ve ideolojik eksenleri baglaminda degerlendirmelere agiktir. Serkan Payzin
ve Asli icil Tuncer “Popiiler Kiiltiiriin Anlattiklari: Squid Game Dizisi Uzerine Bir inceleme” adli makale ile
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medyada dizi tzerine yer alan haber iceriklerinin ve sosyal medya paylasimlarinin popdiiler olani daha da
popllerlestirdigi sonucuna ulasmistir. Popller kiltir ile kitle iletisim araglari arasindaki daimi iligkinin
glniimizdeki yansimalari, son dénemin en ¢ok izlenen dizilerinden biri olan Squid Game dizisi Gizerinden
ele alinmistr.

Gulsen Dilek Akbas ise “Hunger: Time is in the Body” adli makale ile sinema-felsefe basligi icerisinde deger-
lendirilecek bir calisma kaleme almistir. 2008 yapimi A¢lik adli filmi incelemeye alan yazar, estetize edilmis
bedensellikler ile klasik anlatinin kurdugu nedensel ve zamansal akiglarin kirildigini, Deleuze’den aldigi bir
kavramsallastirma ile zaman-imge olarak tanimlanan bedenlerin sinemasinin, klasik anlati sinemasinda
oldugundan farkli bir deneyim ortaya koydugunu ifade etmektedir.

“Canavarsi-Disi Temsili Olarak Possession (1981) Filminde Abject Kadin Oteki” makalesinde Evrim Nacar
ve Serpil Kirel Polonyo-Berlin hattindan gikan Possession filmi Gzerine odaklanmaktadirlar. Film, hem gog¢
ve gocmen kimliklere, ulusétesi, kilturlerarasiliga hem de psikanalitik okumalar esliginde eril/disil temsil
alanlari Gzerine tartismayl mimkin kilan bir zemine sahiptir. Yazarlar, bu tartisma evreniigerisinden yazar/
yonetmenin sinema dilini, kltlrlerarasi bir calisma pratigi benimseyerek incelemektedir.

Bu sayi icin sOylesi boliminde iletisim alaninin 6nemli hocalarindan Prof. Dr. Suat Gezgin’i agirladik.
Mehmet Ozbek ve Dilan Azizoglu’'nun birlikte gerceklestirdigi “Gazetecilik; aramak, sormak, gérmek, bul-
maktir. Kisacasi sahada olmak demektir” baslikli sdylesi ile antropoloji disiplininden gazetecilige, medyada
etikten dijitallesmeye kadar bircok konuyu glincel bir perspektif icinde ele alan hocamiza kiymetli fikirlerini
bizimle paylastigi icin tesekkir ederiz.

Son olarak kitap incelemesi yaptigimiz bolimimizde, William Indick tarafindan kaleme alinan Senaryo
Yazarlari Icin Psikoloji kitabina yer verdik. Yasar Yigit'in incelemesini yaptigi kitap, sinema ve psikoloji
arasindaki iliskiselligi, farkli yonleri ve birbirine temas ettigi noktalari ile senaryoya konu olabilecek psiko-
lojik durumlari, 6nemli psikolog ve kuramcilar Gzerinden ele almaktadir. Bu bakimdan kitap sadece olay
orgusu, karakter gelisimi, arketip yaratma ve yapi kurma gibi konularla senaryo yazimi alanina degil ayni
zamanda sinema alanina ilgi duyan her okuyucuya psikolojiyi anlamak tzerine fikir verebilecek bir igerige
sahiptir.

Tekrar ederek yazmaktan ¢ekinmedigim bolim ise tesekkiir kismi. Akademik bir yayin ortaya koymanin
zorluklarinin basinda gonullulik esasina dayanmasinin geldigini diistiniyorum. MEDIAJ ekibi hi¢ kaybet-
medikleri heyecanlari ile her sayiya ayni glcle calisiyorlar.

From the Editor

Communication studies, as a discipline, is a field that closely follows social change. Being going through
a period in which social dynamics, forms of expression, and representation are constantly changing and
significantly accelerating is arguably the most difficult part of working in this field. The April 2022 issue of
MEDIAJ is published with the precious presence of the works that show this intense effort.

The first article of the April issue deals with the issue of violence against women, which deeply affects the
agenda. Ozel Silsiipiir and Melek Oviic, in their study titled “The Usage of Social Media to Create Public
Awareness and Opinion against Violence of Woman: A Research on Women’s Non-Governmental Orga-
nizations”, the leading women’s non-governmental organization We Will Stop Femicide Platform (KCDP),
Women and Democracy Association (KADEM) and Mor Roof Women'’s Shelter Foundation, focuses on the
awareness of violence against women through their Instagram and Twitter media accounts.

The article titled “The Use of Body Language and the Importance of Non-Verbal Communication in Interna-
tional Diplomatic Relations: Leaders in the Virtual Press” by Sadiye Kotanli Kiziloglu focuses on the use of
body language by leaders in the virtual media. Effective use of body language and established diplomatic
relations within the scope of this research; confidence, power indicator, positive and negative message
transmission, and nervous and nervous dynamics.

Today, websites are at the forefront of the important elements that make up the brand identity. In the
article “The Representation of the Brand Identity of Sports Clubs on Websites: A Comparative Analysis of
Galatasaray and Fenerbahge Sports Clubs’ Websites”, Hanzade Uralman and Deniz Akgay try to reveal the
factors that depend on the motivations of sports club supporters. The answer to the question of whether
websites can meet this need was sought using the Brand Identity Analysis Method (BIWAM), which is applied
in brand communication studies.

Another title opened on websites is the study “In terms of Dialogical Public Relations Municipalities’ Web
Sites Comparative Analysis: Example of Five Countries and Five Capitals”. In this article, Emircan Tokgéz and
Nural imik Tanyildizi comparatively examined the municipal websites of the capitals of five countries in the
European continent, adhering to the dialogical public relations approach. The result of the study is that the
municipality websites; The dialogic cycle, the usefulness of information, the ease of use of the interface, the
creation of return visits, the dialogic communication principles consisting of a visitor protection rule, the
design of the websites in a way that will provide the basis for dialogic communication.

Digital media is one of the channels where technological change is experienced the fastest. In their article “Un-
derstanding Big Data: Economic Surveillance in the Transformation of Data to Information: The Amazon
Example”, Okan Seker and Aysenur Atiktiirk discussed the processes of data sharing, collection, processing,
and use of data that emerged in this universe, by feeding on a political economy approach. In particular,
the authors, who focus on the transformation of data into material value, draw attention to the producer-con-
sumer-individual dichotomy.

Today, when consumption habits are transformed and digital platforms expand their spheres of influence,
mass media are open to evaluations in the context of their cultural, economic, and ideological axes. Serkan
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Payzin and Asli icil Tuncer concluded that the news content and social media shares in the media made
them popular even more popular with the article titled “What Popular Culture Tells: A Review on the Squid
Game Series”. The current reflections of the permanent relationship between popular culture and mass
media are discussed through Squid Game, one of the most-watched TV series of the last period.

Glilsen Dilek Akbas, on the other hand, wrote a study to be evaluated under the title of cinema philosophy
with the article “Hunger: Time is in the Body”. The author, examining the 2008 film Hunger, states that the
causal and temporal flows established by the classical narrative are broken with aestheticized corpses and
that the cinema of bodies, which is defined as a time-image with a conceptualization taken from Deleuze,
presents a different experience than the classical narrative cinema.

Evrim Nacar and Serpil Kirel focus on the film Possession, which came out of the Polonio-Berlin line, in their
article “The Abject Woman/Other as the Representation of the Monstrous-Feminine in Possession (1981)
Film”. The film has a ground that makes it possible to discuss both immigration and immigrant identities,
transnational and interculturalism, and masculine/female representation areas with psychoanalytic read-
ings. The authors examine the cinematic language of the writer/director within this discussion universe by
adopting an intercultural working practice.

In the interview section for this issue, one of the important lecturers in the field of communication, We
hosted Professor Suat Gezgin. “Journalism means seeking, asking and finding. As a matter of fact it means
being on the field.”, and we would like to thank our teacher for sharing her valuable ideas with us, who
discussed many issues from the discipline of anthropology to journalism, from ethics to digitalization in the
media from a contemporary perspective.

Finally, in our book review section, we included the book “Psychology for Screenwriters” by William Indick.
The book, which Yasar Yigit has examined, deals with the relationship between cinema and psychology, its
different aspects and points of contact with each other, and the psychological situations that can be the
subject of the scenario, through important psychologists and theorists. In this respect, the book has con-
tent that can give an idea about understanding psychology to any reader interested in the field of cinema
and screenwriting with topics such as plot, character development, and creating archetypes and building
structures.

The part that | do not hesitate to write about again is the thank you part. | think that one of the difficulties
of producing an academic publication is that it is based on volunteerism.

MEDIAJ team works with the same strength for each issue with their never lost excitement. On the other
hand, the contributions of our instructors, who served as referees, are a very important part of this effort
based on volunteerism.
