EDITORUN NOTU

Tiirkiye Bilimler Akademisi’nin yilda (Haziran-Aralik) iki kez ¢ikan yayin organi TUBA-AR gectigimiz sayilarda
oldugu gibi 30. sayisinda da tilkemiz ve lilkemize yakin kiiltiir bolgelerinin genis aralikli tarihsel siire¢lerini kapsayan,
arkeoloji, sanat tarihi, eskicag tarihi ve arkeometri alanlarinda ¢ok disiplinli yaklagimlarla hazirlanmis makaleleri
sizlerle bulusturmaya devam ediyor. Yeni sayimiza dahil olan makaleler Uluslararas: indekslere katilabilme
hedefimize uygun titiz degerlendirmelerle, 28. sayimizda baslattigimiz ilkeler dogrultusunda yayina kabul edilis
tarihlerine gore siralanmiglardir.

Bu sayida Umay Oguzhanoglu tarafindan kaleme alinan ilk makalede Karya Bolgesi’nin Tung Cagi, mevcut bulgular
1518inda topluca yeniden gozden gegirilmektedir. Arastirmaci bolgede bu doneme ait mimari verilerin eksikligine
ragmen, ele gecen uzak mesafeli ticari dolasima dahil kimi 6zgiin seramik ve metal objelerden yola ¢ikarak, Ege ve
Yakindogu cografyasinda aligageldik yonetsel elit sinifina benzer bir olusumun es zamanli olarak, bolgede de var
olmasi gerekliligini savunmaktadir.

Yusuf Tuna, Michele Massa ve Fatma Sahin’den olusan ii¢ yazarli ikinci makalede Konya ili Karatay ve Cumra
ilgeleri yiizey arastirmalar1 kapsaminda ele gegen yeni veriler 1518inda Erken Tung Cag metal taklidi ¢omlekler
biitiinciil olarak ele alimmistir. Calismada bahse konu ¢omlek grubu igin tartismali goriilen eski yaklasimlara
aciklik kazandirilmistir. Makale, Konya havzasi Tung Cag metal taklidi kaplarin karakteristigini belirgin bir sekilde
ayristirarak bu gruba net bir tanimlama getirmistir.

Ucgiincii makalemiz Daskyleion ekibi tarafindan kaleme alinmustir. Ozgiir Kasar, Unal Akkemik ve Kaan iren’den
olusan aragtirma ekibi Akrodaskyleion’daki ii¢ odali bir yap1 ile T6 ve T7 tiimiiliislerinden ele gecen ahsap kalintilarin
arkeometrik analiz yontemlerini tanitmis; aciga ¢gikan sonuglari arkeolojik olarak degerlendirerek ¢ok disiplinli bir
¢aligmanin 6nemli verilerini bizlerle paylasmiglardir.

Aytekin Biiyiikozer’in Knidos’taki mimari detaylar ve tarihsel veriler iizerinden “Ionia Rénesansi”mi tartistig
dordiincii makalede Knidos’un MO 4. yiizyildan itibaren Hekatomnid Hanedanligi igin jeopolitik ve kiiltiirel
baglamda 6nemli bir merkez olarak 6ne ¢iktig1 vurgulamaktadir.

Besinci makalede Meral Ortag, antik Klaudiopolis kentinin lokalize edildigi Bolu’dal1976 yilinda Karga Tepe
mevkiinde bir insaat sirasinda bulunmus ve uzun yillardir Bolu Arkeoloji Miizesi’nde sergilenen boyal1 bir heykel
basini okuyucu ile bulusturmustur. Daha 6nce farkli goriislerle kimliklendirilen eser ilk kez Ortag tarafindan tipolojik,
stilistik ve tarihsel bir kurgu i¢inde biitiinciil bir bakis agistyla sunulmaktadir.

Giilsen Bas ve Giiler Yilmaz’in birlikte hazirladig1 altinct makale bizi Van Miizesi’nde bulunan Islami Dénem sirlt
seramiklere gotiiriiyor. Makale 12. yiizyildan 20. yiizyila Anadolu, iran ve Suriye merkezli iiretimlere ait genis bir
yelpazedeki renkli ve bezemeli koleksiyonu tanitiyor.

Yedinci sirada Van Er¢ig Giirgiirbaba ¢alismalarinda Alt Paleolitik Dénem’e ait iki binin {izerindeki obsidyen yontma
tas alet iizerinde yapilan arastirmanin sonuglari bilim diinyasina sunulmustur. Ismail Baykara, Didem Turan ve Pinar
Ozgiiner Giilhan’m karsilastirmali analiz sonuglari, arastirma cografyasindaki Gec, Acheulean topluluklarin Levant
ve Kafkas cografyasi bireylerinden davranigsal farkliliklar gosterebilecegini ortaya koymustur.

Duygu Sevil Akar Tanriver ve Serhat Foga’nin makalesinde Bayrakli Héyiigii’nde bulunan MO 7. ve MO 4. yiizy1l
araligma ait bronz ve demir 133 ok ucu tamtilmigtir. Kazi buluntusu malzemenin énemli bir kisminin Alyattes
saldirisinin gerceklestirildigi Kusatma Tepesi ve kentin tek girisi olan Dogu Kapisi ¢evresinden ele gegmis olmasi
kentin savag tarihinin birinci dereceden taniklarla yeniden ele alinmasini saglamistir.

Mevliit Eliiisiik ve Giilgin Karakas’in birlikte iirettigi ¢alisma, Pontos Euxeinos havzasinda Roma Imparatorlugu’nun
ilk ii¢ yiiz yili boyunca yaygin bir seramik grubu olan Pontic sigillatalarinin Hadrianapolis “Kare Planli Yap1”
kazilarindan ele gecen drneklerini konu almistir. Yapilan degerlendirmeler sonucunda Paphlagonia bélgesinde bazi
“Pontic Sigillata” formlarinin yerel olarak {iretilmis olabilecegi dnermesi yapilmistir.

Dergimize yazilariyla ile katki saglayan arastirmacilara tesekkiirlerimizi sunar TUBA-AR’m yeni sayilarina
makalelerinizi bekleriz. Bu siirecte desteklerinden 6tiirii TUBA Baskani Prof. Dr. Muzaffer SEKER e, Editor, Yayn
ve Danigma kuruluna, makalelere verdikleri ¢ok degerli katkilardan &tiirii hakemlerimize, derginin hazirlanmasinda
biiyiik emekleri olan Fatih Akin Ozdemir ve Cansu Toprak’a tesekkiirlerimizi sunariz.

EDITOR’S NOTE

TUBA-AR, the publication organ of the Turkish Academy of Sciences, published twice a year (June-December), in
its 30" issue, covers the wide range of historical processes of our country and cultural regions close to our country,
in the fields of archaeology, art history, ancient history and archaeometry, continues to bring you articles prepared
with multidisciplinary approaches. The articles included in our new issue have been listed according to the date of
their acceptance for publication, in line with the principles we started in our 28" issue, with rigorous evaluations
in line with our goal of being able to participate in international indexes.

In the first article written by Umay Oguzhanoglu in this issue, the Bronze Age of the Caria Region is reviewed
collectively in the light of the available archaeological material. Despite the lack of architectural data of this period
in the region, the researcher argues that a formation similar to the usual administrative elite in the Aegean and
Near East geography should exist simultaneously in the region, based on the original ceramic and metal objects
belonging to long-distance commercial circulation found in the research geography.

In the second article with three authors, Yusuf Tuna, Michele Massa and Fatma Sahin, Early Bronze Age metallic
pottery is discussed holistically in the light of new data obtained within the scope of the surveys in Konya province
Karatay and Cumra districts. The study clarifies the controversial approaches for the pottery group in question
in previous studies. Researchers clearly distinguish the characteristics of the Bronze Age metallic vessels of the
Konya basin, giving a clear definition to this group.

Our third article was written by the Daskyleion team. The research team, consisting of Ozgiir Kasar, Unal Akkemik
and Kaan Iren, introduced the archacometric analysis methods of wooden remains recovered from the three-
roomed structure in Akrodaskyleion and two different tumuli. They evaluated the results archaeologically and
shared the important data of a multidisciplinary study with us.

In the fourth article, in which Aytekin Biiyiikdzer discusses the “lonian Renaissance” through architectural details
and historical data in Knidos, he emphasizes that Knidos has come to the fore as an important geopolitical and
cultural centre for the Hekatomnid Dynasty since the 4" century BC.

In the fifth article, Meral Ortag presents the head of a painted statue that was found during a construction in Karga
Tepe area in 1976 in Bolu, where the ancient city of Claudiopolis is localized, and has been exhibited in the Bolu
Archaeology Museum for many years. The work, which was previously identified with different views, is presented
for the first time by Orta¢ with a holistic perspective within a typological, stylistic, and historical narrative.

The sixth article, prepared jointly by Giilsen Bags and Giiler Yilmaz, takes us to the Islamic Period glazed ceramics
in the Van Museum. The article introduces a wide range of colourful and decorated collections of productions
based in Anatolia, Iran, and Syria from the 12" to the 20™ centuries.

In the seventh place, the results of the research carried out on over two thousand obsidian chipped stone tools
from the Lower Palaeolithic Period in the works of Van Er¢is Gilirgiirbaba were presented to the scientific world.
The comparative analysis results of Ismail Baykara, Didem Turan and Pinar Ozgiiner Giilhan revealed that Late
Acheulean communities in the research geography may show behavioral differences from individuals from the
Levant and Caucasus.

Bronze and iron 133 arrowheads from the 7" and 4™ centuries BC found in Bayrakli Tumulus were introduced in
the article by Duygu Sevil Akar Tanriver and Serhat Foga. The fact that a significant part of the material excavated
around the Siege Hill, where the Alyattes attack was carried out, and the East Gate, which is the only entrance to
the city, was captured, enabled the city’s war history to be reconsidered with first-degree witnesses.

In the nineth article, the samples of Pontic sigillata, which was a common ceramic group in the Pontus Euxeinus
basin during the first three centuries of the Roman Empire, obtained from the Hadrianapolis “Square Planed
Building” excavations were studied by Mevliit Elitisiik and Giilgin Karakas. As a result of the evaluations, it was
suggested that some “Pontic Sigillata” forms may have been produced locally in the Paphlagonia region.

We would like to thank the researchers who contributed to our journal with their articles and look forward to your
articles for the new issues of TUBA-AR. We would like to thank TUBA President Prof. Dr. Muzaffer SEKER for
their support during this process, the editorial, publication and advisory board, the referees for their contributions
to the articles, Fatih Akin Ozdemir and Cansu Toprak for their great efforts in the preparation of the journal.
