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Ethical Principles
Authors

It is authors' responsibility to ensure that the submitted article is of a quality that

contributes to the academic field.
The works must be original and based on research.

Although the plagiarism scan will be carried out by UJTE, authors are responsible

for academic consequences of plagiarism.

The articles should not be sent to different journals at the same time. Also, the ar-

ticles must be unsent to the other journals before.

It should be made sure that other individuals shown as co-authors, have contribu-
ted to the research. It is contrary to the scientific ethics to add some, who are not aca-
demic contributors to the article, as co-authors or to put in order co-authors with non-

academic criteria such as title, age, and gender regardless of the order of contribution.

It is assumed that authors who submit articles to the journal read and accept the
publishing and writing principles of the journal and the writers are deemed to have

committed themselves to these principles.
Citations and bibliography should be complete and realistic.

Authors should take into account the Scientific Research and Publication Ethics
Directive specified by the Higher Education Council.

Referees

Referees should act with the awareness that they are the most basic determinant of
the academic quality of the article to be published in the journal and should evaluate

it with a view increasing the academic quality.

Referees should only accept the articles that they have the expertise necessary to
make an appropriate appraisal. Also, they should only accept the articles that they can
adhere to the double-blind peer-review secrecy and they should keep the details of the

article in every way confidential.

Any information about the article examined in the review process should not be

shared with anyone in any way.

Referees should only evaluate the correctness of the content of the articles and the
appropriateness of the academic criteria. The opinions put forth in the article by aut-
hors may differ from those of the referees. The differences should not affect the evalu-

ation.

Referee reports should be objective and moderate. Defamatory, derogatory and ac-

cusatory statements must be avoided.
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Referees should avoid superficial and ambiguous expressions in evaluation re-
ports. For the evaluations that resulted negative, the missing points and imperfections

of the article must be shown clearly and concretely.

Referees must evaluate the articles within the time-frame granted to them. If they

will not evaluate the article, they must notify the journal within a reasonable time.
Editorial Board

Editors should accept the articles that may contribute to the relevant areas expres-

sed in the scope of the Journal to the evaluation process.

Editors should not be in any conflict of interest with the accepted or rejected articles

nor take advantage from them.
Editors have all the responsibility and authority to accept or reject a submission.

It is the responsibility of editors to keep the names of referees and authors confi-
dential.

Editors should take the necessary effort to ensure that the articles submitted for

publication will be scanned to prevent plagiarism that is an academic dishonesty.

It is the responsibility of editors to complete the review, refereeing, editing and
publishing processes of the submitted articles in a timely and healthy manner.
Editors should give priority to academic concerns and criteria when accepting the

articles to the journal.

Universal Journal of Theology
(UJTE) Editorial Principles

1. UJTE aims to contribute to the accumulation of knowledge in the field of theo-
logy and social sciences by publishing works with scientific qualities at national and

international level.

2. UJTE that uses a double-blind peer-review is published twice a year, as June and

December.

3. The publication language of the Journal is Turkish. Arabic and English scientific
studies are also published. As for articles submitted in other languages, the Editorial

Board decides on them.

4. The articles to be published in the Journal should be original and academic works
prepared by using research methods suitable for their fields. In addition, translations,
book reviews, criticisms and evaluations as contributions to the scientific field are ac-

cepted.

5. Articles submitted to the Journal should be unpublished elsewhere or be unsent

for publication.

6. Articles sent are first examined in terms of shape. Submissions that are found
not to comply with the publication and editorial principles are returned to the author

for necessary corrections without reviewing the content.
7. UJTE reserves the right to keep in the archive all unpublished articles.

8. The articles submitted to the Journal for publication will be sent to referees who
are experts of the subject determined by the Editorial Board after the preliminary
examination. With two positive referee reports, to publish the article is decided and
the author is informed about when the article will be published. If the two referees
express negative opinion, the article will not be published. When there are positive
and negative referee reports for the same article, the final decision about the article is

given by the Editorial Board considering the content of the reports.

9. If the expression "can be published after corrections” is chosen by referees, the
article will be returned to the author for necessary corrections. The author makes cor-
rections with a different color. After the corrections, the article is re-evaluated to check

whether referees' warnings are taken into consideration.

10. At the latest within three months it is decided on whether the article will be

published or not and the author is informed about the decision.
11. Names of the referees are written in the relevant issue.

12. A maximum of two works of the same author (manuscript or translation) can

be published in the same issue.
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13. UJTE does not pay to authors for royalties. Two hardback copies where their

articles are found are sent to authors.

14. All scientific and legal responsibilities of the published works belong to the

author or authors.

15. All publishing rights of the articles accepted for publication belong to Universal
Journal of Theology.

16. The decision authority on matters not mentioned here is the Editorial Board of
UJTE.
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Submission Requirements

1. When preparing a work for submission, TDV Islam Ansiklopedisi (DIA)
writing-spelling rules must be followed.

2. UJTE accepts only the works whose footnotes and bibliography are prepared
according to ISNAD Citation Style (with footnote).

3. Turkish and English abstracts should be added to each article, abstracts should
be 100-150 words and written in 7 points Verdana. The name of articles should be writ-
ten in Turkish and English. In addition, keywords should be specified without exceed-
ing 5-6 words in both languages.

4. Thearticles that are sent to the Journal should not exceed 8000 words including
footnotes and bibliography.

5. The works should be submitted in A4 size format in MS Word program. The
page size, font, line and paragraph spacing should be the following:

Top: 5.4 cm; Left: 4.5 cm; Bottom: 5,4 cm; Right: 4.5 cm. Font: Palatino Linotype
(Main text: 10; footnote: 8 points).

Line spacing: Exactly, Value: 14 nk; Paragraph spacing: before: 0 nk; After: 3 nk.
Traditional Arabic fonts should be used in Arabic texts.

6. If there are tables, graphics, and pictures in the article, the objects' size should
not exceed 12 cm of width.

7. For the works of translation, text simplification, and transcription, should be
added photocopies of the original texts or PDF format. In addition, for the book intro-
ductions and assessments, the book cover image should be added in JPEG format.

8. The bibliography should be organized alphabetically by the surname of au-
thors.

9. The footnotes should be under the page and arranged according to the sequen-
tial number system.
