Kelt manastir kesisleri misyonerlik
kapsaminda manastirlarindan
disariya cikarak mezkur bolgeleri
dolasmiglar ve bélge halklarimi isa
Mesih’e inanmaya cagirmislardir.
Yazar calisma icerisinde misyonerlik
acisindan 6ne c¢ikan Aziz Columba,
Aziz Aidan ve Aziz Columbanus’un
faaliyetleri o6rnekleminde bdlgenin
Hiristiyanlasma siirecinden
bahsetmekte ve manastir
misyonerligi ile Roma Kilisesi
misyonerligi arasinda baz1
karsilastirmalar yapmaktadir.

“The Role of Celtic Monastic
Missionary in the
Christianization of Britain and
Western Europe,” by Yasin
Gilizeldal, emphasizes the
importance of the Celtic monastic
tradition and missionary
activities in the spread and
institutionalization of the
Christian religion in Western
Europe and Ireland. As part of
their missionary work, Celtic
monks wandered around and
called the people of the region to
believe in Jesus Christ. The author
discusses the Christianization
process of the area through the
activities of St. Columba, St.
Aidan, and St. Columbanus, who
stand out in terms of missionary
work, and draws some
comparisons between the Celtic
monastery missionary and the
Roman Church missionary.

“Trinity in the Theology of
Michael Servetus,” by Talha
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kabul edilen Servetus'un dini
diistincesindeki Teslis karsithigim

incelemektedir. Servetus’a gore Teslis;
Kutsal Kitap, erken dénem Hiristiyan
yazilar1 ve mantik ilkelerine aykiridir
ve kabul edilmesi miimkiin degildir.

Eserlerinde hem Teslis'in Kutsal
Kitap’ta bir karsiiginin
bulunmadigindan hem de rasyonel
baglamda imkansizligindan

bahsetmektedir. Yalnizca Teslis degil
asli giinah ve vaftiz gibi hususlarda da
Hiristiyan gelenekle catisma halinde
oldugundan, kendi dénemi icerisinde
hem Katolikler hem de Protestan
kesimlerden siddetli tepkilere maruz
kalan Servetus, Katolik-Protestan
isbirligi neticesinde Oldirilmiistiir.
Servetus’un teslis doktrini miistakil ve
nesne bir ¢alisma olarak daha 6nce ele
alinmamis oldugu icin, makale dikkat
cekmektedir.

ismet Tung'un hazirlamis oldugu
“Kanonik Incillerde isa ve Seytan
Diyalogu: Karsilastirmal Bir
Yaklasim” adhi ¢alisma Incillerde
Seytanin isa’y1 sinamasi hadisesine
odaklanmakta ve bu konuda
incillerdeki anlatimlarda yer alan
benzerlik ve farkhiliklara iliskin bir
cerceve  sunmaktadir. incillerde
hadiseye iligskin farkliliklar yer alsa da
seytanin isa karsisinda caresiz kalisi
ve onu diledigi sekilde kandiramamais
olmasi ortak bir kanaat olarak dile
getirilmistir. Yazarin tespitine gore
incillerdeki bu tavir, seytanin Adem’le
olan siirecte Adem’e galip gelmesi
hadisesinin aksine isa’nin bu siirecte
seytani maglup ettiginin (dolayisiyla
Adem’in glinahin1 da ortadan
kaldirdiginin) gozler 6niine serilmesi
amacini giitmektedir.
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Fortaci, examines the opposition
to the Trinity in the religious
thought of Servetus, widely
regarded as the founder of
Unitarianism. According to
Servetus, the Trinity contradicts
the principles of the Bible, early
Christian scriptures, and logic
and cannot be accepted. He
mentions that the Trinity has no
Biblical equivalent and is a
rationally impossible concept in
his books. Servetus was killed as a

result of Catholic-Protestant
cooperation because he
contradicted the Christian

tradition not only in the Trinity
but also in matters such as
original sin and baptism. The
article is noteworthy because
Servetus’ doctrine of the Trinity
has never been addressed as a
separate and objective study.

“The Dialogue of Jesus and
Satan in the Canonical Gospels: A
Comparative Approach,” by ismet
Tung, focuses on Satan’s test of
Jesus in the Gospels and provides
a framework for the similarities
and differences in the narratives
in the Gospels. Although the
Gospels differed regarding the
details of this event, they all
agreed that the devil was
powerless against Jesus and could
not deceive him as he wished.
According to the author’s
determination, this attitude in
the Gospels aims to reveal that
Jesus defeated the devil (and thus
eliminated Adam’s sin), contrary
to the event in which the devil
won over Adam.

Metnin hacimli
kismini ise 2021 yilina ait tezlerin
Tiirkce ve  ingilizce  &zetleri
olusturmaktadir.

Bu sayida calismasi yayinlanan
hocalarimizi tebrik eder, siirece
degerlendirmeleriyle katki sunan
hakem hocalarimiza tesekkiir ederiz.
Son olarak, Oksident 5. cilt 2.
sayisinda agirlikli olarak ABD’de din,
siyaset, toplum konularinda
makalelere yer vermek istedigimizi
belirtmek isteriz.
