Arastirmacilar, ¢aligma sonucunda onerilen modelin, arastirmacilarin
ve uygulayicilarin yorumlama performansini ve bunun unutulmaz tur
deneyimleri ve davranigsal niyetlerle olan iliskilerini anlamalarina
yardimct olabilecegini vurgulamistir.

gastronomi  Ogeleri agisindan  degerlendirmistir.  Arastirmada
dokiiman incelemesi ve gostergebilim yontemi kullanilmistir.

¢ok bilgiyi barindirmasinin yaninda gastronomisi hakkinda da essiz
bir bilgi kaynag: oldugunu vurgulamustir.

fourth volume. In this issue of the JETouR, there are four articles.

Brief'information on these publications is provided below:

In the first study, Capar and At¢i examined the interpretation
performances of tourist guides by focusing on interpretation
techniques within the framework of the EROT theoretical model.
Data were collected from 227 tourists who participated in guided
heritage tours in Turkey. The researchers emphasized that the
proposed model at the end of the study can help researchers and
practitioners understand interpretative performance and its
associations with memorable tour experiences and behavioral
intentions.

In the second study, Dogan and Ikibudak evaluated the Roman
Period mosaics in terms of gastronomic elements. Document analysis
and semiotic methods were employed in this study. Researchers have
emphasized that Roman mosaic art contains a lot of information
about Roman life as well as a unique source of information about
gastronomy.

In the third study, Demir and Cakict evaluated preferential treatment

from the customer and business perspectives in the tourism industry.

In this context, the literature on preferential treatment has been
examined in detail. Within the scope of the findings, it is suggested
that businesses should be cautious and careful when using
preferential treatment.

In the last study of this issue, Kiper and Batman examined the
possible technical risks of space tourism and space travel from the
perspective of social scientists and tourism researchers. Researchers
have aimed to benefit researchers in the field of tourism. In this
direction, the possible risks of space travel, space tourism, and the

Bu future of space travel were examined, and a compilation was

attempted.
