Subat 2023’te Kahramanmaras ve Hatay merkezli gergeklesen depremlerde on bir ilde yer alan kiiltiir varliklar1 ve
iginde bulunduklar kiiltiirel gevre agir hasar aldi. Ozellikle Antakya tarihi kent dokusunun anitsal ve sivil mimari
eserleri biiyiik oOl¢iide yikildi. Yiizyilin felaketi olarak nitelendirilen afetten dolay1 binlerce can kaybimiz oldu.
TUBA-KED olarak depremlerde hayatini kaybedenlerin yakinlarina bagsaglhigi, yaralilara acil sifalar diliyoruz.

Kiiltiir varliklarinin afetlere karsi direngli olabilmesi ve sistemli envanterlerinin gergeklestirilmesi, yasanan
depremlerden sonra yeniden giindeme gelen konularin arasindadir. Bu kapsamda, bilimsel aragtirma ve {liretimler
kiltiir varliklarinin olasi afetlere karsi daha direngli olmalarinin temel dayanagi ve yol gostericisi olarak var
olmaktadir. Kiiltlir varliklarinin belgelenmesi, aragtirilmasi ve korunmasina katki saglayabilmek adina ¢alismalarini
yiiriiten Tiirkiye Bilimler Akademisi Kiiltiir Envanteri Dergisi'nin (TUBA-KED) 27. sayis1 kiiltiir varliklarim1
odagina alan giincel, cok boyutlu ve alana kiymetli bilimsel katki saglayan 13 makaleden olusmaktadir.
