6 Subat 2023 giinii insanlik tarihinin en biiyiik felaketlerinden biri ile sarsildik. 11 ilimizi dogrudan etkileyen
iki biiyiikk deprem sonucunda binlerce yurttasimizi kaybettik. Acilarini asla unutamayacagimiz yurttaslarimizi
saygi ve rahmetle antyoruz. Depremlerde binlerce yildir ¢ok sayida kadim medeniyete ev sahipligi yapan, g¢esitli
etnik ve dini kimlige mensup insanlarin bir arada, dost¢a yasayageldikleri kentlerimiz yerle bir oldu. Kentsel sit
alanlarimiz, korunmasi gerekli tasinmaz kiiltiir varliklarimiz biiyiik zarar gordii. Binlerce yillik ge¢misin izlerini
tastyan, bize geg¢misten gonderilen birer mektup niteligindeki tasinir-tasinmaz kiiltiir varliklarimizi gelecek
kusaklara aktarma gorevimizin ne kadar 6nemli oldugu bir kez daha akillara kazindi. Bu ac1 deneyimlerden ders
cikartarak, kentlerimizde gergeklestirilecek olan belgeleme, koruma ve onarim g¢aligmalarinin bilimsel kriterlere
uygun ylritilmesi i¢in ilgili alanlara mensup tiim bilim insanlarina biiyiikk gorevler diismektedir. 30 yili agkin
stiredir Arkeoloji, Sanat Tarihi, Arkeometri, Eski¢ag Dilleri ve Antropoloji gibi alanlarda gergeklestirilen bilimsel
calismalari sizlerle bulusturan TUBA-AR Dergisi de bu konularda yapilacak ¢alismalarin yayinlanmasi ve gelecege
belge birakilmasina yonelik {izerine diisen gorevi titizlikle siirdirmeye devam edecektir.

Ulkece yasadigimiz bu son derece iiziicii siirecin ardindan TUBA-AR Dergisi’nin 32. sayisi ile karsinizdayiz.
Bu sayimizda Bati Anadolu’dan Mogolistan’a kadar uzanan genis bir cografya ve kronolojik agidan genis bir
zaman dilimine ait konular1 kapsayan birbirinden degerli 9 arastirma makalesi bulunmaktadir. ilk makalede, Eski
Smyrna kazilarinda ele gegen temizlik gereclerinden louterion ve banyo tekneleri tanitilarak, diger lonia kentleri
ve denizagirt merkezlerdeki benzerleriyle karsilastirilmistir. Eskisehir-Kiillioba Hoyiigi ile ilgili makale, 2022
yili kazilarinda saptanan bir adak ¢ukurunun, igerisinde bulunan ¢anak ¢omlek ve kiigiik buluntularin yani sira
arkeozooloji ve arkeobotani verileriyle birlikte ele alindig1 multidisipliner bir ¢alismadir. Bir diger makalede, MS 7.
yiizyilda 6nemli fon kenti Efes’in tasindig1 ve 14. yiizyilda bir siire Aydinogullarr’na baskentlik yapan Ayasuluk’ta,
biri giinimiize ulasamayan, digeri kismen korunabilmis iki yap1 tanitilmaktadir. Yazar, ayakta olduklar1 doneme
ait graviir ve fotograflardan hareketle bu yapilarin birer zaviyeli cami olabilecegini diisiinmektedir. Orta
Mogolistan’in kuzeybatisinda yer alan Hovsgol bolgesinde yasayan bir Mogol aile {izerinden, arkeolojik malzemeleri
yorumlayarak gogerlerin yagam biciminin ge¢misle baglantisini belirlemeye yonelik arastirma, bu sayida yer alan
bir diger makalenin konusunu olusturmaktadir. Roma Imparatorluk dénemi Bithynia’sinda “patronus” teriminin
kullaniminin ele alindig1 makalede ise politik bir arag ve ekonomik model olarak patronaj yapisinin yayginligi,
Bithynia tasrasinda patronus olarak onurlandirilan Romali isimler ve kdkenlerine dair tartigmalara yer verilmistir.
Corum-Resuloglu Erken Tung Cagi topluluguna ait uzun kemiklerin kesitsel geometrik analizinin sonuglarinin
paylasildigi makale, bu donemde yasayan insanlarin fiziksel aktiviteleri hakkinda son derece degerli bilgiler
icermektedir. Kocaeli’nde 1843 yilinda ordunun tekstil ihtiyacini karsilamak i¢in kurulan Cuha Fabrikasi’nin Bacali
Ambar olarak adlandirilan dokuma atélyesinin incelendigi bir diger makale, bu sayida endiistri mirasimiza iliskin
bir ¢aligma olarak yerini almistir. iznik, Hisardere Nekropolii'nde 2021 y1il1 kazilarinda bulunan Roma Dénemi’ne
ait Eros Komos betimli iki adet lahdin incelendigi ¢calismada, bu lahitlerin yerel mermerden, yerel ustalar tarafindan
MS 150-170 yillar1 arasinda iiretilmis olabilecekleri sonucuna ulasilmistir. 32. sayinin son makalesinde, Heybeli
Hoyiik buluntularindan hareketle Balikesir Ovast’nin Neolitik ve Kalkolitik ¢aglardaki kiiltiirel yapis1 incelenmistir.

Taking lessons from these bitter experiences, all scientists from the relevant fields have a great
responsibility to ensure that the documentation, conservation and repair works to be carried out in our cities are
carried out in accordance with scientific criteria. For more than 30 years, TUBA-AR Journal, which brings together
scientific studies in the fields of Archaeology, Art History, Archacometry, Ancient Languages and Anthropology,
will continue to meticulously carry out its duty to publish the studies to be carried out in these fields and to leave
documents for the future.

After this extremely sad process that we have experienced as a country, we are here with the 32nd issue of TUBA-
AR Journal. In this issue, there are 9 valuable research articles covering a wide geographical area from Western
Anatolia to Mongolia and a chronologically wide period of time. The first article introduces the louterion and
bathtubs found during the excavations at Old Smyrna and compares them with their counterparts from other lonian
cities and overseas centers. The article on the Eskisehir-Kiilliioba Mound is a multidisciplinary study on a votive
pit discovered during the excavations in 2022, together with the pottery and small finds found in it, as well as
archeozoological and archaeobotanical data. In another article, two buildings, one of which has not survived and
the other partially preserved, are introduced in Ayasuluk, which replaced important Ionian city of Ephesus in the
7th century and became the capital of Aydinogullar1 for a while in the 14th century. Based on engravings and
photographs from the period of their survival, the author suggests that these buildings may have been mosques with
zawiyahs. Another article in this issue focuses on a Mongolian family living in the Hovsg6l region of northwestern
Central Mongolia, with the aim of interpreting archaeological materials to determine the connection between the
nomadic way of life and the past. The article on the use of the term “patronus” in Roman Imperial Bithynia discusses
the prevalence of patronage as a political tool and economic model, the Roman names honored as patronus in the
provinces of Bithynia, and their origins. The results of the cross-sectional geometric analysis of long bones from the
Early Bronze Age community of Corum-Resuloglu are shared in the article, which provides valuable information
about the physical activities of the people living in this period. Another article analyzing the weaving workshop of
the Cuha Factory, which was established in Kocaeli in 1843 to meet the textile needs of the army, called the Bacali
Ambar (Chimneyed Warehouse), has taken its place in this issue as a study on our industrial heritage. The study,
which examines two sarcophagi depicting Eros Komos from the Roman Period found during the 2021 excavations
in Hisardere Necropolis, 1znik, concludes that these sarcophagi may have been produced from local marble by local
craftsmen between 150-170 AD. The last article of the 32nd issue analyzes the cultural structure of the Balikesir
Plain during the Neolithic and Chalcolithic periods based on the finds from Heybeli Hoyiik.

We would like to thank all the researchers who added value to our journal with their articles. We would also like to
thank Prof. Dr. Muzaffer SEKER, the President of TUBA, the Editorial, Editorial and Advisory Boards, the referees
who meticulously evaluated the articles, and Asiye KOMUT SANLI, Cansu TOPRAK and Ali Bugra ERGIN who
carried out the technical and bureaucratic process with great devotion.

Finally, we would like to share with you the news that our journal has started to be indexed in EBSCO-Art &
Architecture Source database, one of the important international field indexes, as well as TUBITAK ULAKBIM
TRDIZIN and European Reference Index for Humanities (ERIH PLUS). Our goal is to ensure that our journal is
indexed in more different indexes by maintaining our principled and quality publication policy.
