“Allah, isin en iyi sekilde yapilmasini sever.”

Rastlullah’tan (sav) Hz. Aise’nin (6. 58/678) naklettigi bu hadis, erken
donem kaynaklarindan EbG Ya‘la el-Mevsili (6. 307/919), et-Taberani (0.
360/971) ve el-Beyhaki’nin (6. 458/1066) eserlerinde kargimiza cikar ve Islam’m
miintesiplerine onerdigi evrensel ahlaki ilkelerden birini dogrudan dile getirir.
Bu mesajda kullanilan anahtar kavramlar, rivayetin farkli tariklerinde de
karsimiza ¢iktig1 sekliyle ihsan ve itkan kavramlaridir. Thsan kavramimin kokii
“husn”, Kur’an'da 12 farkli formda 194 defa gecer ve bu yoniiyle ihsan,
Miisliimanlarin belleginde biiyiik bir yer tutar. Thsan ile zaman zaman
birbirinin yerine kullanildigini gordiigtimiiz itkan ise Neml Suresi 88. ayetinde
Allah’in (cc) her yaptig1 seyi hakkiyla yaptigini vurgulayarak “Bu, her seyi
sapasaglam yapan Allah’in sanatidir.” seklinde yer alir.

[slam, miintesiplerine bir éneride bulunurken bunun mesajin kaynag
olan Allah’in (cc) ve bu mesajin tebligcisi olan Allah Rastliiniin (sav)
tiillerindeki 6rnekligine isaret eder. Bu sekilde, evrensel bir 6nerinin Allah ve
Rastlii tarafindan ortaya konulan somut bir 6rnekligi olmaksizin takipgilerine
sadece sozlii olarak ulagsmasi degil birinci elden temsil edildigi goriiliir.
Takipciler de “Rastlullah’taki giizel ornekligi” (Ahzab, 21) ve “Allah’in
ahlakin1” kendi yasamlarinda giigleri nispetinde uygulamaya c¢alisirlar.

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FROM THE EDITOR
“Allah loves work done perfectly.”

This hadith transmitted by Aisha (d. 58/678) from the Messenger of Allah
(pbuh) appears in the works of Abu Ya‘la al-Mawsili (d. 307/919), al-Tabarani
(d. 360/971) and al-Bayhaqt (d. 458/1066). It also directly expresses one of the
universal moral principles that Islam offers to its followers. The key concepts
used in this message are the concepts of ihsan and itqan, as seen in different
versions of the narrative. The root of the concept of ihsan, “husn”, occurs 194
times in 12 different forms in the Qur’an, and in this respect, ihsan holds a great
place in the memory of Muslims. Itqan, which we see used interchangeably
with ihsan from time to time, is mentioned in the 88th verse of Surat al-Naml,
emphasizing that Allah does everything he does properly: “[It is] the work of
Allah, who perfected all things.”

While making a suggestion to its followers, Islam points to the example of
this in the actions of Allah who is the source of the message and the Messenger
of Allah (pbuh), who is the messenger of this message. In this way, it is seen
that a universal suggestion is represented first hand, not just verbally reaching
its followers without a concrete example set by Allah and His Messenger.
Followers, on the other hand, try to apply the “beautiful example of the
Messenger of Allah” (al-Ahzab, 21) and the “morality of Allah” in their own
lives, in proportion to their strength.

From the authors to the referees, from the advisory board to the editors,
the Danisname team has tried to do its best in line with the universal moral
principle mentioned in every issue it has published since its inception.
Prioritizing the diversity and quality of publications in this direction, the 5th
issue of Danisname contains 10 articles from 9 fields of Divinity: Hadith, Tafsir,
Kalam, History of Islam, Turkish-Islamic Literature, Islamic Philosophy,
Philosophy of Religion, Sociology of Religion and History of Religions.

I would like to congratulate our authors, the chief architect of this wide-
ranging issue, and thank our referees, who are experts in their fields, to whom
we are proud to entrust the scientific quality and identity of the articles, and
our editors who did not avoid any support with their devoted work during the
publication processes. I am happy to present this issue to the benefit and

criticism of you, our readers.
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
