104. yilin1 idrak ettigimiz bu 6zel ve anlamli giin, ikinci yilizyilina giren Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti’nin temelini insa
ederken Tiirk milletinin azim ve kararliligina, yiliksek karakterine ve koklii mazisine isaret eder. Gaziantep
Universitesi Sosyal Bilimler Enstitiisii ve Dergisi olarak 23 Nisan Ulusal Egemenlik ve Cocuk Bayrami’m
kutluyor, bu vesileyle Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti’nin kurucusu, ulu 6nderimiz Gazi Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk ve silah
arkadaslarini, Cumhuriyet’e emegi gecen herkesi saygi ve minnetle aniyoruz. Bu giizel ve anlamhi giinii
cocuklara armagan eden Atatiirk’lin “Kii¢lik hanimlar, kiiciik beyler! Sizler hepiniz gelecegin bir giilii, yildiz1
ve ikbal 1518185112, Memleketi asil 1513a bogacak olan sizsiniz. Kendinizin ne kadar 6nemli, degerli oldugunuzu
diisiinerek ona gore calisiniz. Sizlerden ¢ok sey bekliyoruz.” soziinii hatirlatarak biz de Nisan 2024 sayimizi
aydmlik gelecegimizin 15181 tiim ¢ocuklara armagan ediyoruz.

Bu sayimizda Iktisat, Isletme Finans ve Tiirk Dili ve Edebiyat: ve ingiliz Dili ve Edebiyati’ndan dérder; Tarih
ve Sanat’ta ikiser ve Hukuk’tan bir tane olmak iizere toplam yedi alandan yirmi bir makale yer almaktadir. Bu
yazilardan on besi Tiirkce, altis1 ise Ingilizce olarak yazilmustir.

Sanat alaninda Mustafa Ozer Ozkantar, Tiirk Sinemas1 ve Amerikan Sinemasi’nin yas ve agit kavramlarina
nasil yaklastiklarini ortaya koyma amaci dogrultusunda Canim Kardesim (1973), Babam ve Oglum (2005), ve
Rabbit Hole (2010) ve Manchester by the Sea (2016) adli dort filmi betimsel analiz yardimiyla kayip ve 6lim
acisindan belirgin benzerlik ve farkliliklar baglaminda analiz etmistir. Oguz Bozdemir ise seramik heykel
sanatinin tarihini ve gelecegini inceleyerek bu 6nemli sanat formunun gelisimini degerlendirmeyi amaglamig
ve antik donemden gilinlimiize kadar olan siirecte seramik heykel sanatinin roliinii ve degisen yiiziinii
gozlemleyerek gelecekteki potansiyelini tartismigtir.

Tiirk Dili ve Edebiyat1 alaninda Taylan Abi¢ ve Bilging Eyan 1950 Sonrasi Tiirk siirinde Kars imgesinin izini
siirmiislerdir. Kars’in tarihi ve cografi yapisi diizleminde 6zne-varlik-mekan baglaminda analiz edilen siirlerde
genel olarak kar ve kig mevsimi, yolculuk ve uzaklik gibi temalara rastlanmistir. Gokhan Karabudak,
makalesinde Gliney Azerbaycan’da sofra agma gelenegini incelemis ve Giiney Azerbaycan’da sofra agmanin
bir adak ¢esidi oldugunu; dileklerin gergeklestirilmesi, zorluklarin ve sikintilarin giderilmesi i¢in bir pratige
doniistiigiinii tespit ederken Zeliha Agar, XIX. yiizy1l tagra sairlerinden olan Ayintabli Sakir Divani’nda Nabi
etkisini ve hikemf {isliibun goriintii diizeylerini ortaya koymustur. Hami Akman ise Van agz1 deyimleri {izerine
bir derleme calismasi yapmustir.

Ingiliz Dili ve Edebiyati alaninda Ismail Teksen, Derridac1 bir egilimle anlamin merkezsizlestirilmesi
yonteminden yola c¢ikarak elestirel bakis acisi eksikliginin yikicit bir dar gorigliiliige yol acabilecegini
gostermek iizere Hamlet oyununu bir soytarinin eksikligi iizerinden yapisokiimcii okumayla ele almistir. Pelin
Kut Belenli, Madeline Miller’in Ben, Kirke Adli Eserinde Kirke’nin kendi evine donistiirdiigii adasinin,
Kirke’yi bir kadin olarak nasil gii¢lendirdigine odaklanmistir. Begiim Tuglu Atamer’in ¢aligmasi; toplumsal
cinsiyet iliskileri, din, sanat ve Batt medeniyetinin disinda kalan kiiltiirlere dair alimlamalara odaklanarak 70 %2
Boliimde Diinya Tarihi romaninda Julian Barnes’in yapisokiimiine ugratmayi amagladigi ve yeniden iirettigi
Bat1 medeniyetinin temel dinamiklerini ortaya koymay1 hedeflemektedir. Buket Dogan ise Eugene O’Neill’in
Uzun Bir Giinden Geceye Yolculuk isimli oyununda Tyrone ailesinin mustarip olmalarinin nedenlerini Imgesel
ve Simgesel diizenler arasinda gidip gelirken her birinin nasil ¢esitli bagimliliklarin etkisi altinda kaldiklarini
ve Simgesel diizende kendilerini aslinda nasil dogru sekilde konumlandiramadiklarini yeni bir yorumsal
cer¢evede agiklamigtir.

Tarih alaninda Evrim Armagan Coskuner, devrimlerin 6ziinli halka ulastirma ve kirsal kesimi gelistirme
konusunda koyciiliik calismalarina, ayrica bu konuda Koy Enstitiilerinin roliine odaklanmistir. Gokhan
Yurtoglu ise Celaliye Evkafi’nin tarihi gelisim siirecini arsiv kaynaklari, kronikler ve telif tetkik eserleri dikkate
alarak ele almistir.

Iktisat alaninda Tuba Aksu, Mehmet Akif Kara ve Sule Tanis, ihracat ve ekonomik biiyiime arasindaki
tartismalar1 inceleyerek sektorel ihracatin ekonomik biiyiimeye katkisini belirlemeye calismiglardir. Ahmet
Sahbaz ve Ayse Ceylan; Azerbaycan, Kazakistan, Kirgizistan, Ozbekistan, Tacikistan, Tiirkiye ve
Tirkmenistan’a ait verileri kullanarak Tiirk Cumhuriyetlerinde dis ticaret, ekonomik biiyliime ve yoksulluk
iligkisini ortaya koymuslardir. Elif Kogak, 17 AB iilkesinin 1993-2018 yillar1 arasi baz alinarak elde edilen
verilerini ikinci nesil panel veri teknikleriyle analiz ederek EKC hipotezinin gegerli olup olmadigini incelemis
ve bu baglamda elde edilen bulgulara dayanarak ekonomik biiyiimenin ilk asamalarinda ¢evre kirliligi artarken,



ekonomik biiylimenin ilerleyen asamalarinda c¢evre kirliliginin azaldigini tespit etmis ve EKC hipotezini
dogrulamigtir. Muhammed Dastan ise BRICS-T iilkeleri iizerine ampirik bir inceleme yaparak yenilenebilir
enerji tliketiminin igsizlik tizerindeki etkilerini analiz etmistir.

Isletme Finans alaninda Biilent Demirag ve Merve Kaplan calismalarinda gérev odakli liderlik tarzimin is
tatmini lizerinde pozitif etkiye sahip oldugu sonucuna ulagmislardir. Nisan Nur Cakir Temel ve Nurcan Cetiner
makalelerinde, Tiirkiye'deki saglik sektdriinde ¢alisanlarin is tatmin diizeyleri, orgiitsel 6zdeslesme ve zaman
hirsizlig1 davraniglart arasindaki iligkiyi incelemislerdir. Mustafa Atsan calismasinda hizmet sektoriinde yer
alan kafe igletmecilerinin ¢alisan motivasyonunun 6nemine ve artirilmasina yonelik degerlendirmelerini ortaya
koymay1 amaglamigtir. Gokmen Durmus ve Ahmet Arslan ise caligsmalarinda engellilerin istihdamin
saglamaya yonelik korumali igyerlerini konu edinmisler ve 6zel kesim ve belediyelerin birlikte organize ettigi
down kafe sayisinin yetersiz kaldigini saptayarak yasal altyapist olsa da korumali isyerlerinin daha yaygin héle
gelebilmesi ve fonksiyonlarini tam anlamryla yerine getirebilmeleri i¢in ilgili yasal mevzuatin daha esnek ve
uygulanabilir olmasina yonelik adimlar atilmasi1 gerektigi sonucuna ulagmislardir.

Hukuk alaninda Siileyman Emre Zorlu ve Sena Bilgin, ¢alismalarinda ¢ocuk haklar1 baglaminda ¢ocuk
suclulugu, ¢ocuklart suca iten nedenler ile onlara uygulanacak kanuni hiikiimler {izerinde durmuslardir.

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Inaugurated on April 23rd, 1920, the Grand National Assembly of Turkey is the symbol of the victories won
and to be won by the Turkish nation, the passion for independence, the National Struggle and national will, and
the herald of the Republic. This special and meaningful day, which we realize the 104th anniversary this year,
points to the determination and determination of the Turkish nation, its high character and deep-rooted history
while building the foundation of the Republic of Turkey, which has entered its second century. As Gaziantep
University Institute of Social Sciences and Journal, we celebrate April 23rd National Sovereignty and Children's
Day, and on this occasion, we commemorate the founder of the Republic of Turkey, our great leader Gazi
Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk and his comrades-in-arms, and all those who contributed to the Republic with respect
and gratitude. Atatiirk, who dedicated this beautiful and meaningful day to children, said: "Little ladies, little
gentlemen! You are all a rose, a star and the light of the future. You are the ones who will fill the country with
light. Think about how important and valuable you are and work accordingly. We expect a lot from you." We
dedicate our April 2024 issue to all children, the light of our bright future.

This issue contains twenty-one articles from seven fields: four each from Economics, Business Finance, Turkish
Language and Literature, and English Language and Literature; two each from History and Arts; and one from
Law. Fifteen of these articles are written in Turkish and six in English.

In the field of Art, Mustafa Ozer Ozkantar analyzed four films, Canim Kardesim (1973), Babam ve Oglum
(2005), and Rabbit Hole (2010) and Manchester by the Sea (2016), in the context of significant similarities and
differences in terms of loss and death, with the help of descriptive analysis in order to reveal how Turkish
Cinema and American Cinema approach the concepts of mourning and lamentation. Oguz Bozdemir, on the
other hand, aimed to evaluate the development of this important art form by examining the history and future
of ceramic sculpture and discussed its future potential by observing the role and changing face of ceramic
sculpture from antiquity to the present day.

In the field of Turkish Language and Literature, Taylan Abi¢ and Bilging Eyan traced the image of Kars in
Turkish poetry after 1950. In the poems analyzed in the context of subject-entity-space in the historical and
geographical structure of Kars, themes such as snow and winter, journey and distance were generally
encountered. Gokhan Karabudak, in his article, examined the tradition of setting the table in South Azerbaijan
and determined that setting the table in South Azerbaijan is a type of offering and has turned into a practice for
the realization of wishes and the elimination of difficulties and troubles, while Zeliha Acar revealed the
influence of Nabi and the image levels of hikemi style in Aymtabli1 Sakir Divan, one of the nineteenth century
provincial poets. Hami Akman, on the other hand, has made a compilation study on Van dialect idioms.

In the field of English Language and Literature, Ismail Teksen, based on the method of decentering meaning
with a Derridian tendency, deconstructed the play Hamlet through the lack of a jester in order to show that the
lack of a critical perspective can lead to a destructive narrow-mindedness. Pelin Kut Belenli focused on how
Kirke's island, which she transforms into her own home, empowers her as a woman in Madeline Miller's 1,
Kirke. Begiim Tuglu Atamer's study aims to reveal the basic dynamics of Western civilization that Julian Barnes
aims to deconstruct and reproduce in his novel History of the World in 10 %2 Chapters by focusing on gender
relations, religion, art and the reception of cultures outside Western civilization. Buket Dogan, on the other
hand, explains the reasons for the Tyrone family's suffering in Eugene O'Neill's play Journey from a Long Day
to Night in a new interpretative framework, explaining how each of them is under the influence of various
addictions while moving back and forth between Imaginary and Symbolic orders and how they cannot actually
position themselves correctly in the Symbolic order.

In the field of History, Evrim Armagan Coskuner focused on the peasantry efforts to convey the essence of the
revolutions to the people and to develop the rural areas, as well as the role of the Village Institutes in this regard.
Gokhan Yurtoglu, on the other hand, analyzed the historical development process of Celaliye Evkaf by taking
into account archival sources, chronicles and works of research.

In the field of Economics, Tuba Aksu, Mehmet Akif Kara and Sule Tanis analyzed the debate between exports
and economic growth and tried to determine the contribution of sectoral exports to economic growth. Ahmet
Sahbaz and Ayse Ceylan, using data from Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Uzbekistan, Tajikistan,
Tajikistan, Turkey and Turkmenistan, have analyzed the relationship between foreign trade, economic growth
and poverty in Turkic Republics. Elif Kogak examined whether the EKC hypothesis is valid or not by analyzing



the data of 17 EU countries between 1993-2018 with second generation panel data techniques and based on the
findings obtained in this context, it was determined that while environmental pollution increased in the first
stages of economic growth, environmental pollution decreased in the later stages of economic growth and
confirmed the EKC hypothesis. Muhammed Dastan analyzed the effects of renewable energy consumption on
unemployment by conducting an empirical analysis on BRICS-T countries.

In the field of Business Finance, Biilent Demirag and Merve Kaplan concluded that task-oriented leadership
style has a positive effect on job satisfaction. Nisan Nur Cakir Temel and Nurcan Cetiner examined the
relationship between job satisfaction levels, organizational identification and time theft behaviors of employees
in the health sector in Turkey. In his study, Mustafa Atsan aimed to reveal the evaluations of café operators in
the service sector regarding the importance and increase of employee motivation. Gokmen Durmug and Ahmet
Arslan, on the other hand, focused on sheltered workplaces to ensure the employment of disabled people in their
study and concluded that the number of down cafes organized by the private sector and municipalities together
is insufficient and that steps should be taken to make the relevant legal legislation more flexible and applicable
in order for sheltered workplaces to become more widespread and to fully fulfill their functions, even if they
have a legal infrastructure.

In the field of Law, Siilleyman Emre Zorlu and Sena Bilgin focused on juvenile delinquency in the context of
children’s rights, the reasons that push children to crime and the legal provisions to be applied to them.

We would like to thank our assistant editor Cansu Yasav, who has contributed a great deal to the preparation of
this issue, the esteemed members of our editorial board, our esteemed field editors, our esteemed authors, and
our esteemed referees who objectively evaluated the articles and supported our issue with their opinions and
comments.
