Hakan Temir ve Halil ibrahim Ucar, Delail edebiyatinin baslangicim tartigir-
ken, Tuba Subasi Adibelli ve Mustafa Yildirim Safevi donemi hiikimdarlik sembolii olan
Kizilbas Taci'ni ele almaktadir.

Bu sayimizda ihsan Arslan, Mehmet Samil Bas ve Zekeriya Celik'in, Emevi Devletinin
Irak bélgesinin son genel valisi Yezid b. Omer b. Hiibeyre'yi inceledikleri ¢alismasindan,
Betiil Erikoglu'nun Hattat Sami Efendi'nin mezar tas: kitabelerini tasarim ilkeleri bakimin-
dan inceledigi makaleye kadar bir¢ok 6zgiin ¢alisma bulunuyor. Mustafa Yildirim, Mehmet
Rakim Elkutlu'nun sarki formundaki eserlerini form ve usil agisindan analiz ederken, Mah-
mut Dilbaz Celal Nuri ileri’nin siyer yaziciligina bakisini ele aliyor. Soner Algi, Biisra Kiigiik-
demirkesen ve Hiisna Deniz Ayar, Goksel Baktagir’e ait sirto ve longalarin ¢algi egitimindeki
analizini sunarken, Ali Kerem Apaydin baglama yapim dinamiklerinin icra pratiklerine etki-
sini degerlendirmektedir.
